IMPACT/RATIONALE: 

Month of the Military Child is observed each April to honor and celebrate military children and 
youth for their service, commitment, and sacrifice in support of the Army's mission. The observance 
reiterates the Army’s commitment to provide quality care and positive youth development for 
a bright future. The April 2026 Month of the Military Child theme is “Military Children 
and Youth: Strength in Every Story,” shines a light on the everyday courage of military 
children. Their stories, filled with resilience, adaptability, and quiet strength. demonstrate the 
powerful character they build while growing up in a world defined by service and sacrifice. 

To honor our Military Children, Judson Independent School District has designated Friday, April 
10, 2026, as Purple Up! For Military Kids Day and call on all district staff to join in honoring 
military children by wearing purple on this day. We urge all to observe this month by connecting 
with military youth, military families and communities to provide support to all military children. 
The color purple is chosen because it represents the combined colors of all the branches of the 
military: Army green, Coast Guard blue, Air Force blue, Space Force Blue, Marines red, and Navy 
blue.
