RESOLUTION ASCERTAINING THE PREVAILING RATE OF
WAGES FOR LABORERS, WORKMEN AND MECHANICS
EMPLOYED ON PUBLIC WORKS

WHEREAS, the State of lllinois has enacted “An Act regulating wages of
laborers, mechanics and other workers employed in any public works by the State,
county, city or any public body or any political subdivision or by any one under
contract for public works, “approved June 26, 1941, codified as amended, 820 ILCS
130/1 et. Seq. (1993), formerly lll. Rev. Stat., Ch. 48, par. 39s-1 et seq. And

WHEREAS, the aforesaid Act requires that the SPEED Special Education
Cooperative, of the Cook County, investigate and ascertain the prevailing rate of
wages as defined in said Act for laborers, mechanics and other workers in the locality
of said Cook County employed in performing construction of public works, for said
SPEED Special Education Cooperative.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE OPERATING COMMITTEE,
OF SPEED SPECIAL EDUCATION COOPERATIVE:

SECTION 1: To the extent and as required by “An Act regulating wages of
laborers, mechanics and other workers employed in any public works by State,
county, city or any public body or any political subdivision or by any one under
contract for public works,” approved June 26, 1941, as amended, the general
prevailing rate of wages for construction work in Cook County area as determined by
the Department of Labor of the State of lllinois as of June of the current year a copy
of that determination being attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference. As
required by said Act, any and all revisions of the prevailing rate of wages by the
Department of Labor of the State of lllinois shall supersede the Department’s June
determination and apply to any and all public works construction undertaken by the
SPEED Special Education Cooperative. The definition of any terms appearing in this
Ordinance which are also used in aforesaid Act shall be the same as in said Act.

SECTION 2: Nothing herein contained shall be construed to apply said
general prevailing rate of wages as herein ascertained to any work or employment
except public works construction of the SPEED Special Education Cooperative to the
extent required by the aforesaid Act.

SECTION 3: The SPEED Special Education Cooperative Secretary shall
publicly post or keep available for inspection by any interested party in the main office
of the SPEED Special Education Cooperative this determination or any revisions of
such prevailing rate of wage. A copy of this determination or of the current revised
determination of prevailing rate of wages then in effect shall be attached to all
contract specifications.



SECTION 4: The SPEED Special Education Cooperative Secretary shall mail
a copy of this determination to any employer, and to any association of employers
and to any person or association of employees who have filed their names and
addresses, requesting copies of any determination stating the particular rates and the
particular class of workers whose wages will be affected by such rates.

SECTION 5: The SPEED Special Education Cooperative Secretary shall
promptly file a certified copy of this Ordinance with both the Secretary of State Index
Division and the Department of Labor of the State of lllinois.

SECTION 6: The SPEED Special Education Cooperative Secretary shall
cause to be published in a newspaper of general circulation within the area a copy of
this Ordinance, and such publication shall constitute notice that the determination is
effective and that this is the determination of this public body.

The handling of sand, cement, marble chips, and all other materials
that may be used by the Mosaic Terrazzo Mechanic, and the mixing,
grinding, grouting, cleaning and sealing of all Marble, Mosaic, and
Terrazzo work, floors, base, stairs, and wainscoting by hand or
machine, and in addition, assisting and aiding Marble, Masonic, and
Terrazzo Mechanics.

TRAFFIC SAFETY

Work associated with barricades, horses and drums used to reduce lane
usage on highway work, the installation and removal of temporary lane
markings, and the installation and removal of temporary road signs.

TRUCK DRIVER - BUILDING, HEAVY AND HIGHWAY CONSTRUCTION - EAST & WEST

Class 1. Two or three Axle Trucks. A-frame Truck when used for
transportation purposes; Air Compressors and Welding Machines,
including those pulled by cars, pick-up trucks and tractors;
Ambulances; Batch Gate Lockers; Batch Hopperman; Car and Truck
Washers; Carry-alls; Fork Lifts and Hoisters; Helpers; Mechanics
Helpers and Greasers; 0il Distributors 2-man operation; Pavement

For definitions of classifications not otherwise set out, the
Department generally has on file such definitions which are
available. If a task to be performed is not subject to one of the
classifications of pay set out, the Department will upon being
contacted state which neighboring county has such a classification and
provide such rate, such rate being deemed to exist by reference in
this document. If no neighboring county rate applies to the task,
the Department shall undertake a special determination, such special
determination being then deemed to have existed under this
determination. If a project requires these, or any classification not
listed, please contact IDOL at 217-782-1710 for wage rates or
clarifications.

LANDSCAPING

Landscaping work falls under the existing classifications for laborer,
operating engineer and truck driver. The work performed by

landscape plantsman and landscape laborer is covered by the existing
classification of laborer. The work performed by landscape operators
(regardless of equipment used or its size) is covered by the
classifications of operating engineer. The work performed by
landscape truck drivers (regardless of size of truck driven) is
covered by the classifications of truck driver.

MATERIAL TESTER & MATERIAL TESTER/INSPECTOR I AND II

Notwithstanding the difference in the classification title, the
classification entitled "Material Tester I" involves the same job
duties as the classification entitled "Material Tester/Inspector I".
Likewise, the classification entitled "Material Tester II" involves
the same job duties as the classification entitled "Material
Tester/Inspector II".
