BPS Summer Academy:
Basic Information

In an effort to equally address our
student’s academic & social/emotional
needs, BPS will offer two separate
programs for the Summer Academy

BPS Summer School will consist of two
sessions. Session 1 will begin June 7th and end
on July 1st. Session 2 will begin on July 12th
and end on July 29th. Each Summer School
session will be four days per week Monday
through Thursday. Each day will start with drop
off beginning at 8:30am. Each instructional day
will begin at 9am and finish at 2pm. Breakfast
and lunch will be provided for each student.

Summer School will be focused upon academic
skills such writing, inquiry, collaboration, organ-
ization, and reading being learned through a
variety of hands on and technology based
lessons. The goal is for students to learn, re-
learn or refine their basic academic skills in a
fun, structured, and experimental learning
environment using all of the resources that BPS
has to offer.

Ee-Gahk-Ee-Maht will be available to BPS
students throughout the summer with a
schedule set by the coordinator. Each week will
also be Monday-Thursday with a daily schedule
of 3pm to 7pm. Ee-Gahk-Ee-Maht will be
focused upon students participating in a
number of different activities that incorporate
inclusion, building self esteem, & learning
respectful communication skills. This aspect of
the BPS Summer Academy will allow students
to be physically active throughout the summer.

The BPS Summer Academy will be located on nearly every BPS
campus. The Summer Meals program will be located at Napi
Elementary. The meals for Summer School students will be provided
at the buildings that the students will be attending. Transportation

will be provided for students attending Summer School with pick ups
beginning at 8am and drop offs beginning at 5pm. In Town and Out
of Town students will be provided transportation by BPS. Each
program within the BPS Summer Academy will have their own
coordinator and staff. Certified Teachers and Teacher Assistants will
be needed for Summer School & these positions will be advertised.
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
