	Background Information/Previous Board Action: This request is pursuant to Section 26.08, Property Tax Code.

Per Section 26.08 (a) of the Property Tax Code, if the governing body of a school district adopts a tax rate that exceeds the district’s voter-approval tax rate, the registered voters of the district at an election held for that purpose must determine whether to approve the adopted tax rate.  The governing body
shall order that the election be held in the school district on the next uniform election date prescribed by Section 41.001, Election Code, that occurs after the date of the election order and that allows sufficient time to comply with the requirements of other law.
