Why is an operating levy necessary

*  Most education funding comes from the state budget, but the state per-pupil amount is not enough to cover Red
Wing Public Schools' needs or current class offerings and class sizes.

* School districts ask local voters to share in the funding of classroom education through operating levies.
*  Between 70% and 80% of Minnesota school districts have voter-approved operating levies at any given point in

time.
*  Necessary technology and increased technical and vocational training cost more than traditional classroom
education.
