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Attendance by Out of State Students

Students who reside in another state may attend a District school, when the out-of-state school
district and the Homedale Jt. School District mutually agree; provided such transfer would not
work a hardship.

Such attendance shall follow the enrollment process outline in Policy 3010 for out-of-District
students.

District Students Attending School in Another State

The Board of Trustees may, upon approval of the State Board of Education, enter into an
agreement with the governing body of a school district in another state for education and/or
transportation of an out-of-state student. The rate of tuition, cost of transportation as well as
other appropriate costs shall be specifically addressed in the agreement. The agreement will be
entered into the records of the Board of Trustees with a copy to be filed with the State Board of
Education.

An open enrollment out-of-district student who becomes eligible for special education during the
school year will be allowed to complete the school year as an open enrollment student, however,
the student may be re-evaluated and/or his or her enrollment status may be reviewed prior to
enrollment for the following year, and depending upon circumstances, such enrollment may be
denied in accordance with the District’s Open Enrollment Policy, this District’s Hardship
Declaration and/or other factors.
