
 

Secondary English Language Arts, Reading, and ELPS Textbook Adoption 
March 9, 2010 

 

SUMMARY: 

 The purpose of this report is to request approval of the textbooks selected for grades 6-12 English 

Language Arts literature, reading, and a teacher ELPS (English Language Proficiency Standards) resource book for 

grades 9-12. The district level secondary committee served as the oversight committee to the entire process and 

signed-off on the final textbooks selected.   It is important to recognize that all ELA teachers, grades 6– 12, were 

invited and encouraged to assess each textbook  using a rubric that met the district level criteria and determine the 

best fit for the students of Denton ISD.  All teachers had a voice in this process.  A representative from each campus 

brought forth the vote of each teacher in their department and through a consensus process determined the final 

selection.
