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BACKGROUND:

Brownsvilie Independent School District recently reached a historic milestone in the Texas Teacher Incentive
Allotment (TIA) program, with the Texas Education Agency approving a new round of teacher designations for the
2025-2026 cycle.

The approval includes 943 new and higher teacher designations, bringing the district’s total number of
TIA-designated teachers to 1,831 educators, the highest number in district history. This milestone reflects the
district’s continued commitment to recognizing instructional excellence and supporting measurable student growth
across all campuses.

As a result of the latest round of designations, Brownsville ISD is projected to generate more than $29 million in
Teacher Incentive Allotment funding during the current school year. Since joining the program in 2019, the
district has generated approximately $61.5 million in TIA funding, and over the course of the approved
designation periods, Brownsville ISD is projected to generate more than $150 million in total allotment funding.
These funds directly support teacher compensation and strengthen instructional quality throughout the district.

This achievement reflects the collaborative work of district leadership, campus administrators, teachers, and the
Brownsville ISD TIA team, who have worked diligently to build and sustain a strong educator effectiveness system.
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
