During a time of drought when Sky must leave his band to search for water, he is captured by humans. He is used by the Pony Express and then is captured by silver miners. There, faced with horses and donkeys who are suffering from poisoned air and water, Sky leads a rebellion to free the captured animals. Sky's first-person narration of his adventures is engrossing and fast-paced. His vocabulary is appropriate to a wild horse; human hands are grabbers, corrals are traps, and mountain lions are claw beasts. Parry weaves historical and environmental information smoothly into the narrative. Sky's life depends on water and the healthy plants and animals in his surroundings, so readers finish the book with a strong sense of the impact of human choices on animal and plant life. As she did with A Wolf Called Wander and A Whale in the Wild (rev. 1/21), Parry writes a convincing fictionalized life of one wild animal while addressing issues of community, survival, and care for our environment. Fagan's realistic black-and-white illustrations convey the windswept mountain terrain and the movement of the horses. Gr 3-7-Sky isn't a big horse, but he is fast. Readers meet him as a newborn, experiencing the world from his eyes, and are treated to his wonderment, as well as the challenges of living in the wild. There are big expectations of even the youngest horses. Because Sky is a foal, he knows he will one day have to either fight his father or leave his family, since there can only be one male horse in a family band. A drought makes that day come sooner than he'd like, and he sets out on his own so he is not draining limited water, leaving behind his band and best friend Storm. He's overjoyed to find that Storm has left the band to join him, but the two are soon captured and groomed to become horses on the Pony Express. Perry has created an entirely convincing setting in which humans are secondary to animals. Imaginative descriptions keep readers guessing the horse interpretation of human vocabulary. Sky's puzzlement over human behavior is sometimes poignant, and sometimes humorous. He's stunned to learn they can speak, and is advised not to try to confuse them, as their capacity to understand is limited. Perry's portrayal of the dynamics between domesticated horses and wild horses is compelling. Those born in captivity believe themselves to be superior to those born in the wild. Despite plentiful water and food, Sky never loses his determination to escape. This standalone companion to A Wolf Called Wander and A Whale in the Wild offers readers a unique perspective of the development of the American West. Frequent soft black-and-white illustrations enhance Perry's poetic prose. VERDICT This compelling novel has wide appeal and readers need not be horse or animal lovers to appreciate its heartfelt message of family and freedom.-Juliet Morefield

Unaccustomed to being in charge, he discovers that his unique blend of talents make him aptly fit for a leadership role. But when Warm learns that other members of his pack have been assimilated by the enemy wolves, he embarks on a quest to rescue them. In doing so he discovers unexpected allies and important truths about himself. Middle schoolers will instantly identify with Warm. He gets pushed around a lot, is always hungry, and worries about finding his place. The book is notable in that it builds positive boy culture: rather than addressing the old trope of boys having a "nurturing side," it identifies nurturing (warmth) as a value in and of itself, a virtue to be celebrated. Though this is billed as a stand-alone novel, it offers an additional perspective on the events that take place in A Wolf Called Wander , as well as a refreshing approach to leadership, and reaches depths that book only probed. Thanks to farms, homes, and development, the forest is getting smaller and smaller. Animals who used to live in harmony find themselves in a cramped, loud environment. At an emergency meeting, a committee decides that some of the animals will be active during the day, while others will be active at night. The night animals postulate that they were assigned their time slot because they aren’t as beautiful as the others. When a poacher sets traps at night, the nocturnal animals try to warn the others, who ignore their calls and wind up caught in snares, traps, and cages. Despite their treatment, the nocturnal creatures free the others from the traps and are welcomed back during the day. But the night animals decide that they prefer the welcoming peace of the forest after dark and that night is where they want to stay. This story makes an interesting comment on deforestation that is paired with an afterword explaining the topic further. Blank lined pages invite readers to note “Things I Can Do To Take Care of the Forests.” Rosique makes masterful use of color, playing the shadows of the forest and night against the vibrant reds of the diurnal creatures. The animals have realistic features and will be appealing to children. This modern parable makes for an enjoyable story as well as a conversation starter. Aggie's new house is haunted. She'd been excited to live on her own, but now "the ghost followed her everywhere." Setting rules for it ("No haunting after dark. No stealing my socks. And no more eating all the cheese") only leads to broken rules. A frustrated Aggie challenges the ghost to a game of tic-tac-toe; if it loses, it will have to move out. The game goes on so long that they forget why they were playing, but more house rules being made and broken leads to the ghost finally disappearing. Is it gone for good? And is that really what Aggie wants? Forsythe (Pokko and the Drum, rev. 1/20; Mina, rev. 1/22) introduces another smart female protagonist who reassesses her needs, learns how to problem solve, and mostly gets what she wants (introverts, the clever ending is for you). The story's repetition and brief sentences will appeal to beginning readers, the tone is droll and slightly edgy, and the balance between the text's pace and the spot, single, and double-page-spread art is nicely measured -- particularly at page-turns. As for the expressive characters, Aggie's gnome-like appearance is endearing, with the shapeshifting ghost a whimsical counterpart. Forsythe's style of aesthetically pleasing textured watercolor, gouache, and colored-pencil illustrations features a soft palette of fall colors, especially fitting for this slightly spooky tale (readers will enjoy spotting the ghost or its eye throughout). Aisha wants a new and exciting trip. The young narrator’s friend Jennie will be spending time in the snow (“white and crisp and crunchy”), while another pal, Dimas, will be floating under blue skies in the turquoise of a hotel pool. Stopping at a roadside stall for es campur, the family delights in the snowlike shaved ice dessert. They later look out the window at the sparkling blue ocean. But when their car breaks down, a frustrated Aisha sulks in a field, envious of the family’s neighbor Siregar, who visited an aquarium last year and saw “tropical fish of every color.” Looking up, Aisha sees the sky painted with a multitude of vibrant, fish-shaped kites and is suddenly filled with a newfound awe and joy. There are colors all around, Aisha realizes as the family arrives at Grandma’s. The youngster’s favorite is sunny yellow, like Grandma’s kebaya and the soto soup she prepares them for the evening meal. Adani’s mixed-media illustrations are soft and muted, with few strong lines among bright, buttery colors, matching the gentle, uplifting mood of the book. Illustrations of Jakarta include signs in Indonesian and other facets of daily life, while scenes at Aisha’s grandmother’s house depict traditional Javanese architecture; Adani gives readers a window into the differences between urban and rural Indonesian life—as well as a lesson in learning to appreciate everyday beauty. The class, taught by Strange Kitty (actually a dog) and a melodramatic mouse, includes classmates Chatty Kitty, Mittens (a chicken in a cat costume), and Uncle Murray (a human). Silberberg's wacky food characters, rendered in bold, eye-catching digital illustrations, bring silliness to a message (beyond "you can be anything" -- you can be "everything"!) that's never stale.A plain bagel strives to become something more. Every bagel has one thing—and only one—that makes it special. But one plain bagel wonders why, in a world with so many toppings, everyone is limited to one. Despite its family’s misgivings, the bagel sets out to achieve a loftier goal: “I want to be EVERYTHING!” Our hero tries life as a hat, a lamp, and a washing machine. It rolls around in flowers and snow, spends time in the sea, and “[plucks] pillowy puff from the clouds.” Finally, encrusted with weird and wacky detritus, the bagel proudly returns. But it looks so ridiculous that everybody rolls around in laughter, including the bagel itself. At last, the protagonist accepts that it’s enough just the way it is. But the others point out that the plain bagel is now coated in a mix of all their toppings, shaken loose by the laughter. The plain bagel has, of course, become an everything bagel. All the bagels realize that they, too, can be anything they want. The story ends with some words of wisdom for readers: “A bagel can be EVERYTHING! And so can you!” Silberberg’s zany, instantly recognizable cartooning style, set against brightly colored backgrounds and peppered with quirky dialogue, keeps the message light and fun. Mr. Goldilock, Mrs. Goldilock, and their daughter, Goldie, decide to take a hike while their s’mores cool. While they are away, a curious brown bear comes to explore the campsite. Taking cues from "Goldilocks and the Three Bears," the bear tries out a variety of human goods, from gooey s’mores to instruments (for campfire songs) to lumpy tents, looking for the just-right fit. When the Goldilock family returns to the now-trashed campsite, an apologetic mama and papa bear come to get their cub, ending the tale with a humorous misunderstanding. Yaccarino’s illustrative style has a vintage feel with a muted color palette dominated by earthy browns that cause the blue sky and golden locks of the Goldilock family to pop. An author disclaimer and examples of campsite safety are also incorporated to help readers avoid their own bear situation. Part fractured fairy tale, part camping cautionary tale, this entertaining offering will delight young and old readers alike

In this rollicking riff on the famous folktale, a human family named Goldilocks (Mr. Goldilocks, Mrs. Goldilocks, and young Goldie) goes on a camping trip in the woods. When the three decide to take a hike before eating their freshly made s'mores, Bear arrives. With apt pacing, Horne adds a comical spin to the classic story's structure: Bear does not like the first s'more ("too gooey") or the second ("too chocolaty") but still devours them after savoring the "just right" third one. Is he satisfied? No way. He gulps down their beans, bread, and hot sauce, packaging and all. Bear then tests out the family's musical instruments, accidentally destroying them, and after further destruction falls asleep in Goldie's tent. Yaccarino employs his signature crisp, bold artistic style to humorous effect when showing the expressive bear wreaking havoc. When the Goldilocks family returns and discovers the damage, Bear's parents also turn up and apologize for their cub's behavior, wishing to make amends and asking the humans to their house to eat their porridge, sit in their chairs, and sleep in their beds (but the people, who "did not speak Bear," hear only growls). A clever fractured fairy tale packed with visual jokes and surprising narrative twists. A link to the National Park Service's advice about bear safety is included.

The second turtle, who claims to be "a for-real bear expert," doubts his new acquaintance's claim that he's a bear. To justify himself, Bearsuit Turtle demonstrates his remarkable ability to do whatever bears do. When the expert challenges Bearsuit Turtle to climb a tree, the latter demonstrates that he can (if the expert covers his eyes) while describing the experience: "Climb, climb, climb. This tree sure is tall." To improve his credibility, he brags that he hibernates "like five times a day!" The bickering ends when the two creative turtles share some ursine fun, such as swimming and smashing pumpkins. The turtles make an amusing twosome in this battle of wits and bravado, which winds down as they become friends. While Shea's humor is very much on a child's wavelength, adults reading the book aloud will also enjoy the two characters' conversations. Fresh, expressive, and wildly colorful, the digital illustrations provide the most realistic view of events, making it clear that, for example, Bearsuit Turtle is standing on the ground while voicing his first-person account of climbing up a tree. A somewhat wacky and completely enjoyable picture book.

Bob is now a vampire! He's also an outcast among the other snails ("He seems so complicated"), and he must figure out all the things a vampire can and cannot do. When he finally realizes that sucking tomatoes dry is his wont (a nod to James and Deborah Howe'sBunnicula, perhaps?) and that he can flyand hypnotize rats into getting him more food, he perks up. Still, he doesn't really have a friend. Will he ever find one? Zuill's natural propensity for hilarity shines strong and true, particularly in the artwork-a blend of realism and cartoonish fun. Adding to the visual jokes and snappy text, a small bug offers context on vampires for young readers, the occasional snail fact, and some zippy commentary ("I'm not sure it's good for anyone to try to eat a bear unless you're a professional"). Dedicated to "all those kids who, like me, prefer their books a little bit spooky," it may fill that need, but it will find its true calling in those autumnal storytimes in need of something both funny and surprisingly touching.A marvelous method for encouraging even the smallest weirdos to find their people.(Picture book. 3-6)

He's not sure how, and neither are readers, but it involved a scream, some stomping, a puff of smoke, and then some liquid dripping on his head. Immediately afterward, he was transformed, complete with fangs and tiny bat wings. Fitting in with the other snails is next to impossible now. He tries unsuccessfully to bite another snail, who yells at him, as well as a bear who growls at him, and settles on sucking the juice from tomatoes. After hypnotizing a mouse to bring him more tomatoes, he meets a vampire worm. The two become friends and hang out—literally—in an underground cave, which becomes their new home. Along the way, a tiny beetle provides commentary and great facts about snails and vampires. The palette is superbly Halloween: dark purples, garish oranges, and ghostly green and white highlights. Despite his fangs, Bob appears goofy and wholesome. Although the story does a fine job of explaining that Bob drinks tomato juice instead of blood, the circumstances under which he became a vampire are rushed and will likely raise questions from children. After being reminded of a couple of other recent disastrous decisions (giving some foxes the keys to the henhouse so they could tidy up; putting roller skates on the horses to save wear and tear on their hooves), Goat admits he may need some help. Sheep steps in to save the day and models how to make two more cuts to produce three equal pieces. The three friends sit down to enjoy their cake when Farmer Ed shows up with another dessert—a triangular piece of cake. Entertaining, goofy illustrations, quick reviews of equivalent and simplified fractions, and a few practice problems effectively round out this fun refresher.Three friends deal with a difficult dilemma: dividing a delicious dessert. Having helped youngsters learn to read an analogue clock and pick up the basics of geometry, Wise and Lynch return to the farm, where Chicken, Goat, and Sheep are attempting to share a hexagonal cake that looks scrumptious, if a bit improbable (hexagonal baking pans?). Chicken is eager to eat, but Goat’s impetuous initial attempts at cutting the cake result in unequal portions. Thankfully, Sheep turns to the chalkboard before the dessert is destroyed. Colorful drawings illustrate the proper division as Sheep demonstrates that two-sixths is the same as one-third—just as Farmer Ed arrives with a triangular apple pie to split among them (a formidable problem, not solved here). The final pages dispense with the jokes and baked goods and simply explain equivalent fractions and simplified fractions, providing a page of more challenging practice examples (without answers) for each concept. Readers who can stomach the outrageously antique Dad jokes will find this a tasty treat. Comiclike illustrations, with panels and speech bubbles, are as zany as those in the earlier books, and the concepts are once more clearly explained, though suitably more advanced. Eye-catching endpapers featuring yummy desserts would make perfect pastry-shop wallpaper. Math made funny and engaging. (Picture book. 8-10)

During the journey, the boy thoughtlessly shares information with strangers, endangering their mission and their lives. In Venice, Mangus is immediately imprisoned. Befriending a local girl and a friar, Fabrizio attempts to complete his master’s quest, despite mortal danger from a rival in Claudio’s court as well as Venetian authorities. In this companion book to Avi’s Midnight Magic and Murder at Midnight (2009), he transports readers to a series of vividly realized Italian Renaissance settings and continues the adventures of Fabrizio, a flawed but lovable character who means well, frequently acts on impulse, and stubbornly clings to his hope that Mangus can perform magic, despite the “magician’s” protests that he cannot. The novel’s pace is quick, and tension is often high, particularly during the chase scenes. On Halloween, Sheepy finds the costume uncomfortable but goes through with wearing it. Outside, he sees many other kids wearing the same costume. He goes back inside to change from the werewolf costume into pajamas to be a "Sheepwalker." The family goes on to have a fun night out, and the book ends with the parents tucking Sleepy Sheepy into bed. The story is sweet and appropriate for young readers but sometimes confusing. What makes the werewolf costume so important to Sheepy? Why does his dad resist? Text uses rhythm and rhyme with mixed results. Some passages flow nicely, while others feel forced or confusing. Careful adult reading reveals some puns that will be lost on young readers, such as "Sheepy'd begged to wear-wolf and his pa'd gone along!" Illustrations are scanned watercolor textures and digital paint: the result is basic but works for the story. Images are bright and clear, and the cartoonish characters are easy to track. Some of the details and expressions are extremely funny. Text is well placed on the pages for easy readability and playful interaction with the images. VERDICT A fun but nonessential addition to a library seeking more Halloween books for young readers.-Amelia Jenkins

As October approaches, he and his family visit a Halloween store to select Sleepy Sheepy's costume. He discovers the last werewolf costume, and he pictures himself as a "sheep in wolf's clothing." Although Pa has a few other suggestions, Sleepy Sheepy remains adamant, and he gets the costume. On Halloween, the outfit is less comfortable than he expected, but he suits up and heads out...only to discover that his "lone wolf" is actually one of avery large pack. His disappointment at having picked out a less-than-original costume doesn't last long; he soon reemerges from home in a different get-up, one that's more in line with his general vibe. All is well, and a tired sheep eventually heads home to bed. Astute readers may pick up on a few visual hints about what's to come: a sale flyer in Sleepy Sheepy's hand as he and his family enter the store, sale signs, and a near-empty rack of costumes. Savvy caregivers and educators can use these clues to start a conversation to build predictive skills in young readers. The book is also a useful example for showing kids the importance of pivoting when life doesn't go as planned. The illustrations--a combination of scanned watercolor textures and digital paint--are simple but amusing, particularly when relaying emotions through facial expressions. Even monsters need help in nasty weather. It’s Halloween; a boy dons his Frankenstein’s-monster get-up. But whenever he tries to step outside, his parents stop him to hand over inclement-weather duds: galoshes, scarf, parka, earmuffs. By his third attempt, he’s burdened with a camping lamp, fanny pack, and snack. The kid finally roars, “FRANKENSTEIN DOESN’T WEAR EARMUFFS!” and exasperatedly chucks everything. Finally outdoors, he sees costumed kids bundled up. Conceding his parents were right, the kid gratefully accepts the warm clothes, then joins fellow tricksters. This humorous tale establishes a rollicking pattern, juxtaposing opening atmospheric, holiday-themed rhymes accompanied by spooky, painterly illustrations with a more cartoony style for the rhyming admonitions from the boy’s parents when adding to his wardrobe. The dark verses are interrupted strategically with page turns introduced by capitalized grown-up warnings in speech balloons: “HOLD IT!” When the spooky rhymes/illustrations resume, they comically depict/describe Frankenstein wearing his newly acquired garb, then eventually cease altogether when the verses describe only kid, accoutrements, and his unprotected misery outdoors. Fortunately, his parents have followed with the necessary gear. Neither they nor other adults join the trick-or-treaters, however, a depiction of adult concern that some may wish had been included. The bouncy rhymes read and scan well; the humorous, energetic artwork very ably serves the text. The boy and parents (the grown-ups are faceless) have brown skin; other youngsters are diverse. An unusual, funny take on the typical Halloween story—and a reminder to dress appropriately. (Picture book. 4-7)

In 1783, he learned that his army officers, furious that they had never been paid for their wartime service, had decided to storm Congress, demanding their money. Washington sent a polite note to Congress, which promised to pay when they could. Washington wrote a speech urging patience and tried to read it to the angry officers, who listened but disagreed. Frustrated by his difficulty reading the speech, Washington put on his glasses. Silence fell as the officers realized their beloved former general, who had given up so much for his country, was aging. Tears fell, and the men decided to drop their treasonous plan and follow Washington's advice. The author of many children's books based on research into American history, Castrovilla tells her latest story with wit, pathos, and attention to detail. The end matter traces the history of the officer's little-known treasonous plan and notes that when Washington began using his spectacles in public, others overcame their reluctance as well. Harney's quirky illustrations suggest the look of the period while capturing the amusing tone of the narrative.

By donning his glasses, George Washington thwarts soldiers from committing treasonCastrovilla, who's written four other books about the Revolutionary War, describes Washington's need for glasses as an embarrassment ("It was a secret"). She uses this fact to launch a storyline about the Newburgh Conspiracy ("It was a secret," she repeats), a plan hatched by frustrated army officers to storm Congress and demand payment. Having defeated the British, Washington refuses to allow his new government to be toppled. His spectacles, illustrated by Harney in shimmering sepia, appear only when he slams his office door to read in private. During one of those sessions, he reads Congress' answer to him about when his officers will be paid-soon, they say. Washington shares this response in a windy speech that doesn't convince them to stand down. Putting on his spectacles to read them the actual letter from Congress, he prefaces his remarks with an apology ("I have grown gray in your service and now find myself growing blind"); they are moved to tears by his sacrifice. The book uses a variety of fonts, from hand-lettered notes to onomatopoeic sound effects, alongside comical close-ups of Washington's bug eyes and emotive crowd scenes that lend the story a pleasing, old-timey feel. Allowing readers to experience this event through Washington's lens, literally, makes for an original, thought-provoking framing, and it's hard not to draw a connection with the January 6 insurrection-though with a vastly different outcome.An enlightening tale, enlivened by droll, retro illustrations. To complicate matters further, Sid and Zen have a quirky new Welsh classmate named Mo, who might be a perfect friend for the two oddballs—if they can keep her from realizing they see (and talk to) ghosts. As before, the ghostly content tends more toward whimsy than horror, with stylized black-and-white illustrations reinforcing the levity; this factor, combined with the straightforward plotting, will make this work accessible for younger or more sensitive readers. 978-1-547-60688-7 Gift of the Great Buffalo Lindstrom, Carole ES Rose, her oshiimeyan (younger sister), and their parents gather with other Metis families for the biannual buffalo hunt. This time will be different both because Rose's pa is one of the hunt's captains and because "the settlers and their iron horses had eliminated most of the buffalo"; the accompanying illustration shows Rose saying a "prayer of gratitude to the buffalo" while a train churns out black smoke, turning the blue sky gray. When scouts are unable to find buffalo after a week, Rose decides to look for them on her own. Her cleverness and bravery lead to success for the whole community. Lindstrom's (Autumn Peltier, Water Warrior, rev. 11/23) engaging text is well paired with McKnight's expansive, atmospheric watercolor and graphite illustrations. Back matter adds useful context; for example, in her appended note, Lindstrom says: "Rose's story is my version of the Little House series. So readers will know that before there was a little house on the prairie, there was a little tipi on the prairie...on the same land where the Little House stories were set." Important terms are defined, and a history of the buffalo hunt is provided. This Metis/Ojibwe perspective of life on the prairie by two Native creators is a moving tribute to a culture and people. In the early 1880s, young Métis-Ojibwe Rose and her family, along with hundreds of other Métis families, embark on the biannual buffalo hunt. While Rose helps her mother tend to the camp, her father, a captain of the buffalo hunters, sets off in search of the herds. After several days, the men have not found any buffalo. Knowing her community’s survival during the long winter ahead is at stake, Rose heads out on horseback to track the herd, and she succeeds by reflecting on her ancestral connection to the buffalo and honoring traditional knowledge shared by her elders. Lindstrom (Turtle Mountain Band of Ojibwe and Métis from Red River area in Manitoba, Canada) conveys the importance and sacredness of the buffalo hunt to Métis-Ojibwe communities and the devastating effects of colonization: millions of bison roamed the prairies until “the arrival of the settlers and their iron horses.” In McKnight’s (Shoshone-Bannock Tribes) atmospheric watercolor and graphite illustrations, translucent line sketches resembling Indigenous petroglyphs and billowy, cloudlike images of buffalo swirl across the pages as an ever-present reminder of the spiritual and cultural connections. Back matter includes an author’s note about the history of the buffalo hunt. This vital and authentic picture book offers an exciting adventure on the prairies not often heard.

In a picture book just right for young listeners as well as new readers, Sloth wakes up ready to eat. She "moves by degrees toward the tastiest leaves." Striking torn paper, ink, and digital media illustrations silhouette her dark figure against a verdant jungle of leaves and vines, creating a layered textured-collage look. Short, playful lines of text curve and stretch across spreads, mirroring Sloth's languorous movements. The refrain "Go, Sloth. Go, Sloth. Go, Sloth, go!" provides the opportunity to join in and chant along, and tiny critters -- lizards, butterflies, birds -- add something extra to notice on re-reads. The combination of illustration, page design, and words adds up to a book that gives a sense of Sloth's leisurely pace while also creating forward momentum to keep pages turning. The text is minimal and repetitive, relying on sight words, which makes this a solid choice for children just learning to read. As the book draws to a close, spreads evolve from green to orange, purple, and blue as dusk falls and Sloth achieves her goal: bedtime. Along the way, an unseen narrator offers encouragement with the repeated phrase “Go, Sloth, go, Sloth, go, Sloth, go!” As she inches closer to the sky and open views, blues begin to enter the initially verdant palette, and after she finally finds and snacks on the delicious leaves, the sun starts to set, bathing the now-sleeping sloth in a soothing orange glow. Concise but effective rhymes and frequent repetition of the titular refrain make for a reading experience as steady and cheery as the sloth herself is. Little ones will enjoy the chance to chime in once they pick up the rhythm, but the deliberate pace of the story could just as easily lull them to sleep; indeed, the text itself seems to fade in color as the sloth falls asleep. The beautiful illustrations are bright, look a bit like watercolor and ink, and range from more obscure to detailed. A boy with brown skin and a girl with light skin reappear on several pages. The book is bilingual and displays Spanish text alongside English text. A basic introduction to haikus at the beginning includes a definition and example, and a summary at the end discusses the topics of the haikus, giving readers a more in-depth look at the culture and environment of Cuba. This book can be read in a variety of ways, from learning more about Cuban culture and poetry to simply being enjoyed. Baker’s lively legumes return for a Halloween adventure. In lightly rhyming text, an unseen narrator proposes costume ideas: “A wicked witch with a pointy hat, / a ghost, / a goblin, / or the witch’s cat? / A skeleton with a cane to tap. / Or a flying, flapping, vampire bat!” The suggestions continue, riffing on classic monsters, children’s stories like Peter Pan, and fairy-tale characters such as Rapunzel and Goldilocks. The peas could dress up as animals, Albert Einstein, or “a centipede with fifty friends— // that’s a hundred feet from end to end!” On several spreads, the peas are dwarfed by large-scale lettered phrases like “October 31.” Using ladders, they carve hulking pumpkins with saws, relying on slings and ropes to remove pulp and carrying seeds and harvested chunks away in wheelbarrows. Baker uses the peas’ roundness to their advantage when outfitting them in costumes; one masquerades as an “evil blue” eyeball, others as the planets Earth and Saturn. Many don headgear like flower bonnets or the Statue of Liberty’s crown. A poignant bit of text also gently suggests that eschewing costumes is just fine, too: “Or be yourself… // a little green pea!” Jack-o’-lanterns glow yellow and orange against dark blue-violet spreads as the costumed, treat-seeking peas hit the neighborhood on Halloween night. An enjoyably spooky outing starring a team of diminutive, endlessly inventive veggies. (Picture book. 3-7)

Plus, turnip-wise, he notes, “the more I give away, the less there is for ME.” Hare sticks to that attitude, even when a friendly rabbit stops by and asks for a little food. The other woodland denizens generously help them out, but Hare refuses. Eventually, Hare notices Rabbit’s carrot garden; while small, it’s growing nicely. Still, prickly Hare keeps to himself, rejecting invitations to join them for festive gatherings and meals. One day, Hare encounters menacing Boar, who’s bent on devouring turnips—and carrots, too. Hoping to deter Boar, Hare devises a plan, then rushes to alert the rabbits. Working together, they secure the carrots; alas, though, Hare’s turnips have been eaten. Hare’s generous and welcoming neighbors, however, help him get through the hard winter, and the former loner gradually comes to understand the mutual rewards of kindness and support. Small’s descriptive narrative is enlivened by the characters’ peppy, rhyming dialogue, and the story overall is enhanced by the vibrant, animated illustrations, which artfully use color and perspectives to showcase the expressive characters and events as well as the detail-rich settings, from dramatic night scenes to the rabbits’ whimsical warren. In entertaining, enjoyable fashion, this delightful read conveys a positive message about caring, sharing, and what it means to be good neighbors and friends.Hare is certain that sharing is pointless. Can anything cause a change of heart? Turnips bring Hare great pleasure, and the cranky, enormous-eared orange creature greedily hoards them: “The more I give away, the less there is for ME.” When newly arrived rabbits inquire if Hare can spare some produce until they get settled, the protagonist doesn’t relent. Other animals pitch in, however, and the newcomers cook stew for all. Their generosity perplexes Hare: Why would anyone with such meager resources offer food to others? Small’s descriptive, third-person narrative contrasts well with the rhyming dialogue. His animation background shines through in clean compositions that are by turn whimsical (a stovetop espresso maker accompanies Hare during nighttime gardening stints) and dramatic. Set against black backgrounds, these nocturnal views showcase vibrant vegetation patterns and introduce danger in the form of a greedy boar who steals the turnips Hare is carrying. As the boar heads toward the rabbits’ carrot crop, Hare hatches a plan to foil the thief and save the day. The sight of the tip of the boar’s menacing snout pushed into the rabbit warren as the new friends cower together is a cinematic marvel. Hare’s transformation is believable, and although our hero’s selflessness results in an empty turnip patch, what the character gains more than compensates. Giving has never been so gratifying. Grades 3-5 Julius Zebra, unlikely People's Champion of Rome, is enjoying the fame of his gladiatorial position, giving out hoofprints to fans and admiring Julius swag at the marketplace. Despite his newfound celebrity, he's looking forward to his upcoming battle before Emperor Hadrian, who has promised to grant the zebra and his friends their freedom if Julius wins. Instead, Hadrian sends Julius and company to Britannia to face off against the locals' prized fighters. Thinking that they are going on vacation, the animals board a boat, but it gradually becomes clear this is no pleasure cruise. A hysterical mix of misunderstandings, absurd escape plans, and disastrous training regimens unfolds as the animal gladiators size up the competition and realize the fierce Britons aren't actually their enemy. It's the Romans who are the problem! Northfield's cartoonlike line illustrations win the day in this second Julius Zebra entry, capturing the story's comical heart. At the behest of Emperor Hadrian, the striped gladiator and his animal cohorts sail off to strut their stuff in Britannia. Kidnapped from Africa in the previous episode and forced to fight in the Colosseum, Julius and his fellow captives have triumphed--but instead of the promised emancipation or even a vacation, they are packed off to misty, moisty Londinium to face local challengers in a Britons Got Talent competition. Intended to quell an unruly populace, the display of Roman might goes badly agley when the locals turn out to be tougher than expected. Along with comically violent, if consistently nonfatal, fights and many episodes of slogging through muck of one sort or another, Northfield adds line drawings of frantically gesticulating human and anthropomorphic animals to every page of the slapstick plot. He also supplies period flavor by numbering the pages in Roman numerals (adding instructions for adding and subtracting the same at the end) and slipping in Latin terms and historical detail. Finally the penny drops, and, realizing that all the gladiators are actually on the same side, Julius daubs himself with woad in solidarity and joins a rebel army that sends the Roman invaders packing. The story is written in short chapters with funny, irreverent text and cartoon-style visuals. An illustrated guide to Roman numerals and a handy glossary are included in the back. Although the book has a completely ridiculous plot mixed with zany characters, it is highly entertaining and somehow manages to combine daft antics with historical facts. Pair this title with Terry Deary's Ruthless Romans (2009) or Toby Brown's Spartacus and His Glorious Gladiators (2010, both Scholastic), and students are sure to get hooked on learning about ancient Rome. Fun and games in the Coliseum. Captured and shipped from Africa with other animals to the big city, Julius Zebra is naively thrilled to discover that he's headed for the circus. Juggling monkeys! Dogs riding horses! The reality--that he and his mates are headed not for the seats but the arena itself for gladiatorial slaughter--comes as a terrible shock. Instead of going meekly, Julius grabs a sword (readers may wonder how, but the author breezily ignores such cavils) and puts up so stout a defense that he wins over both the crowd and Emperor Hadrian himself. In a romp liberally endowed with scribbly line drawings and comical dialogue in balloons, Northfield puts his striped celebrity at the head of a diverse band of animal captives, including nerdy warthog Cornelius and Lucia, a vegetarian crocodile. They proceed through a series of abortive escape attempts and bruising but bloodless battles, including a re-enactment of the conquest of the Gauls. To give the manic proceedings a tinge of historical color, the author also tucks in real Latin place names and martial vocabulary, numbers the pages with Roman numerals, and helpfully appends both a glossary and a tutorial. Considering the setting, the situation, and the looming prospect of violent death, the nonexistent body count seems a bit of a stretch. Kitty’s having none of it—after all, Kitty doesn’t share (Uncle Murray here breaks in with series-trademark Fun Facts about feline territoriality). After Kitty shows her characteristic hostility to the refugees, her humans call Uncle Murray to come over to school Kitty in how to be nicer…but Kitty has so traumatized Murray in the past, he agrees that the kittens present a danger—they will grow up to become cats, after all. In this charming, inventive take on the read-aloud experience, a curly-haired tot perches on Dad’s knee as they dive into reading this very book together. As each page invites them to “be” something new, the pair transforms from bees and birds into trees and beyond (even as a wave or thunder, the little one still sports a red ball cap). In exuberant speech balloons, the duo calls out signature sounds like chirps and rustles; early, quieter moments expand into busy, action-packed spreads where a gaggle of characters appears, chiming in with even more playful sounds in scenes offering goofy humor (a moose is last in line to “roar”). The silly finale of this make-believe frolic is when the pair mirrors each other, first becoming the bearded dad to proclaim “The end!” before both become the red-capped child calling out “Again!” Acclaimed author-illustrator and Caldecott Honor winner Harris pairs his simple, lyrical text with bright, vibrant colors in bold, childlike crayon strokes, with softly rounded shapes sustaining the cozy, endearing vibe. Certain to inspire further imaginative explorations with its playful, participatory fun, this joyful celebration of shared make-believe conjures endless possibilities for whimsical delight, inviting readers to return “again! again!”Bold, comical crayon illustrations set the tone for a boisterous game of pretend and its noisy cacophony of sounds. "Let's be bees," suggests the text on the opening page, while the accompanying illustration shows a grownup reading this very book to a child. "LET'S BUZZ," the adult encourages. When the page turns, the imaginative art steps up the energy, with the pair's heads now two buzzing bees. From there, they joyously make appropriate noises as they pretend to be birds ("CHIRP!") and then trees ("RUSTLE!"). The pace quickens (with a thunderstorm) and then quiets down briefly (with snow) -- but then comes an avalanche. Surprising with every page-turn, the visuals explode into a series of immersive double-page spreads with speech bubbles full of onomatopoeia. In a climactic feat, the grownup and child attempt to be Earth and make all the sounds at once. The art, with its call for noise, becomes calmer as the book approaches the end, but the final page picks up speed for an encore: "AGAIN!" Eleven-year-old Gwen’s parents have let her down so consistently that when she learns that they’ll be sending her off to spend two weeks with a great-uncle she has never met, her reaction is not discomfort or dread but joy. Uncle Matthew proves to be everything that she has hoped for: a good-natured, kind, welcoming relative who is supportive of his niece and the choices she makes. When he learns that she has befriended a mysterious clan of tiny winged people called the Lahdukan at the local public library, he takes it as a sign that she is special, because most children her age can no longer see these magical folk. Gwen, who has agreed to help them merge with a nearby clan, risks her life to ensure that all will go well for them. Lone Wolf (Lone Wolf: Gets a Pet and Lone Wolf: Goes to School, both rev. 3/25) is back with two new misadventures. In the first, Wolf, whose energy is Oscar the Grouch meets Wile E. Coyote, wants to return a library book without running into the noisy kids at storytime. In the second, he goes on vacation hoping to evade social interaction. As in past installments, Wolf manifests everything he hopes to avoid, and his limited vocabulary ("Grrrr") leaves him helpless to communicate effectively. Fans of the first two series outings will appreciate the appearance of recurring characters such as the eager girl and the jolly hiker toting his goldfish in a plastic bag, but each book's dry, off-kilter situational humor stands on its own merits. Steele's watercolor and pencil illustrations have a classic cartoon appeal. Spreads establish setting, while close-ups and spot illustrations focus on character and action. A sequence of illustrations in which Wolf tries to avoid a "snotty little boy" whose mucus subsequently befouls the library's book return chute is LOL funny, as is the look of horror on Wolf's face when the driver of a nearly empty bus proposes a singalong. A farm girl learns to ride an ostrich. The year is 1920, and the place is Burr Oak, Michigan. Twelve-year-old Suzy Bowles has grown a bit tired of her small-town life, working her father’s farm with her siblings. She feels an itch to explore the world, but no one in her family encourages her to give that itch a scratch. When Fred, Suzy’s ne’er-do-well uncle, moves back to the farm only to skip out on his chores every morning, Suzy decides to follow him to figure out what he’s doing with his time. This leads her to legendary former circus queen Madame Marantette and her amazing ostriches. It doesn’t take long for Suzy to become wrapped up in the world of traveling entertainers; a spark is lit within her to grab on tight to this ticket out of Burr Oak. Readers will find Suzy an engaging protagonist, feeling simultaneously thoroughly contemporary and classic in a story whose narrative arc is well-crafted. Suzy’s itch to leave the farm is balanced by an earnest appreciation for those who are contented to stay behind—the author makes it clear that what’s good for them isn’t exactly good for Suzy, and there’s no fault or shame on anyone’s plate. Small’s energetic illustrations are expressive and humorous, vividly evoking the time and setting. Main characters default to White. (Note: Bird is a freelance contributor to Kirkus.) Suzy begs to be included, and as her relationship with Madame Marantette deepens, Suzy wonders if her new human (and feathered) friends may be a ticket to a different kind of life. Although warning signs in all caps let Oliver and Chad know that peril lies ahead, they can’t resist finding out what’s on the other side. A giant leap over the mysterious gutter sinks Chad in the middle and strands Oliver on the other side. This ignites a parade of silliness that ensnares many people and things in the book’s interior, including house painters, bicyclists, emergency vehicles, and even an entire zoo full of escaped animals. With help from a clever librarian, they get their minds, and bodies, out of the gutter and back into the book. Hands-on activities conclude this delightful selection.Kirkus: Explore the fascinating world of a fairy-taleâ��esque fungus.In her debut picture book, Zimmermann, author of numerous short nonfiction articles for children's magazines, invites her audience to look closely at mushrooms. In lyrical, attention-grabbing language, she describes mushrooms' bizarre shapes and colors and remarkable smells-there are even mushrooms that smell like bubble gum! She goes on to mention foragers, both animal and human, and then turns to mushroom reproduction and the secret underground lives of these fungal blooms. Star-dusted double-page illustrations convey Green's enthusiasm for the subject. Backgrounds of black night skies and deep-brown ground layers on several spreads underscore the mystery of mushroom existence. Green portrays other plant life as well, along with fauna, from a forest-floor perspective, and then follows mushroom spores into the clouds, where they help create rain. In the backmatter we learn that in Russia, a gentle rain that falls while the sun is shining is called a "mushroom rain," hence the title of the book, and that the "largest known living organism on Earth" is a mushroom-producing fungus growing in a forest in eastern Oregon. With spare text and engaging pictures, this relatively simple nonfiction book would make an effective storytime presentation. An extended school research project Jacob bases on his newborn siblings—“the Trips”—inspires careful observations of their developmental milestones and personalities, which he records in notebook-style entries. Although he’d originally wished for puppies, the sisters bring him a sense of purpose and a happiness that makes Jacob feel as if his “life is truly beginning.” Spot art and full-page illustrations by Miyares (Float, 2015) are inky and deeply shadowed but marked by warm affection. Precocious language and fairly sophisticated turns of phrase should make this nostalgic selection well suited for advanced readers or for reading aloud. Sticklers may note the novel requires a flexible suspension of disbelief around timing, particularly in regards to Jacob’s school day and the triplets’ developmental milestones. Potentially instructive for older siblings, this poignant posthumous publication by Newbery winner MacLachlan (Sarah, Plain and Tall) will surely find an eager audience.

And if Finn comes away with a better grip on his special abilities, plenty of frights and foes remain for him to face in future episodes. The book’s fast pace and accessible, conversational language will make it appealing to reluctant readers. The minimally described characters largely present white. Definitely not bedtime reading for anyone hoping for peaceful slumbers. (Horror. 10-13)In this spine-tingling series opener, nightmares spill into reality, leaving a middle schooler terrified to close his eyes. Narrated in the first person by Finn, a fearful and cautious protagonist, readers may find themselves hesitant to sleep as they follow his story: his dog and parents have disappeared without a trace, a soul-sucking goblin perches on his grandmother’s chest at night, and even by day, he glimpses a spectral figure with blood-red nails and eyes wrapped in blood-soaked bandages. Grades 1-3. This story follows the metamorphosis of a desert caterpillar within its seedpod home. It eats the inside and drinks the moisture produced by the plant until the hardened pod drops to the ground. The caterpillar is able to move the pod in a way that makes it seem to be jumping, hence its reputation as a jumping bean. The jumping bean travels through the desert, startling the animals it encounters. First, it meets rattlesnakes, making “¡clic, clac!” noises like the snakes’ tails. Then, it startles some coyotes and ravens with its movements and sounds. Lastly, a group of children gather several of the beans, delighted by their unusual behavior. Eventually, the caterpillar begins to change within its pod and emerges as a full-grown moth. This Spanish translation of Not a Bean (2019) is at a higher level than many picture books, making it a great choice for primary-grade readers. The text is well supported by González’s illustrations, which detail the process of the caterpillar’s transformation well, and an informative author’s note.

978-1-419-77689-2 Recess Smith, Lane ES Grades K-3. What is recess if not a break from the ordinary? Enter this ode to the joy of mixing it up! Wildly varying fonts and exuberantly painted illustrations have rarely been used to such good effect. Noting that “you all look like you could use a recess this minute,” the text enthusiastically encourages readers to shake their hands, legs, and booty—until the end of the page, when (“Stop! End of RECESS”) it’s back to business. Drab pages about school—math, spelling, gym—alternate with lively interludes spent quacking, bouncing, stomping, or repeatedly yelling “Bananas!” as directed by our narrator, until the book finally guides listeners to take some breaths and “chill.” The breezy, conversational tone of the text, along with the dry observations of recess antics (“Shouting random fruits in a non-cafeteria environment feels way inappropriate”) will bring smiles even to those beyond the usual picture-book crowd. While some teachers may wince at the spirited silliness, others will find this roller coaster to be just the right read-aloud for a midday change of pace.At Freedom Elementary School, students tackle reading, writing, and math, but as the narrator wryly notes, sometimes they "need a break from all that fun, right?" Enter recess -- spontaneous, unannounced, and absolutely necessary. What if, Smith suggests, students took a recess in the middle of a math assignment or during a spelling lesson? In this interactive story, children are invited to join in the action: shaking limbs, yelling "Bananas!" during a hilariously absurd math problem, air-typing in the media center, quacking like ducks, bouncing and tossing invisible balls in gym, and playing pretend musical instruments while marching in place. Each burst of movement begins with an exuberant "RECESS!" set in saturated neon pinks, sunny yellows, and electric oranges that contrast sharply with the dull, grayscale classroom scenes. The visual cue mirrors students' pent-up energy and their deep longing to play. Smith's meta-commentary adds a comic, teacher-like voice ("Too silly! Stop typing!" and "Enough! End of RECESS"), which creates a rhythm that mimics some real classroom dynamics. Underneath all the antics, the story honors children's need to move, laugh, and be momentarily wild, even within the structure of the school day. A high-energy, high-participation read, tailor-made for storytime, that joyfully affirms play as essential, not extra, and is likely to become a classroom favorite. In this graphic version of Gratz's bestselling 2017 novel, three groups of refugees in different eras face bitter hardship and persecution in the course of desperate searches for safetySet respectively in 1938, 1994, and 2015, the accounts involve a passenger ship full of German Jews, a thrown-together group of Cubans on a leaky boat, and a bombed-out Syrian family striking out for the E.U. The original novel folded in actual experiences and, in some cases, real people, unspooling three storylines in short, interleaved chapters; this new edition preserves that structure. It's a tossup whether the change in format offers any real advantages. On the one hand, actually seeing expressively posed characters and the period details around them brings both the cast and the settings sharply to life, moments of crisis and terror have cinematic impact, and racial and cultural differences remain strongly present. On the other, though, because the graphic "chapters" are only three to five pages each, and all the art is done in a similar style and palette, the dozens of switches from one storyline to the next come with dizzying frequency and can't help but impede the narrative flow. Still, after skillfully interweaving his three powerful stories together at their ends, the author urgently invites readers to contemplate their contrasts, parallels, and ever-cogent common themes.An effective adaptation, still relevant and likely to find a fresh audience. Gr 4–8— In 1939, Josef's Jewish family flees Berlin to escape the Nazi regime. In 1994, Isabel's family sails toward Miami, leaving Castro and Cuba behind. In 2015, Mahmoud and his family run from Syria as civil war rages. Decades and thousands of miles separate them, but Josef, Isabel, and Mahmoud share one thing in common: they are refugees, and their stories converge in surprising ways. This graphic novel adaptation is faithful to the original book, omitting only minor details from the main plotlines. The illustrations, which resemble the superhero comics art style, effectively heighten the drama. For example, when Josef's apartment is trashed by Nazi storm troopers, dark shadows in each panel convey the abruptness of the nighttime raid and the family's terror. The coloring is exquisite, showcasing the beauty of Isabel's Havana and the despair of Mahmoud's Aleppo. Maps are helpfully placed at the beginning of the chapters, showing each character's place in their journey. While the illustrations add excitement, the original novel's emotional heft can get lost in the graphic novel format, and the cliff-hanger chapter endings are not as riveting. The author's note has been updated to reflect new information about Syrian and Cuban refugees since the prose novel's publication. VERDICT The original Refugee remains an important and timely book; this graphic novel adaptation brings the moving stories of Josef, Isabel, and Mahmoud to life for a new generation of readers. In the middle of the night, a biracial family dons rain gear over PJs, gathers equipment, and joins the volunteer Amphibian Migration Team. Full-bleed digital art, "informed by woodcut printmaking techniques," immerses readers in detailed, layered scenes. On the title page, a clipboard holding a blank data collection form, a pencil with requisite frog eraser, and a flashlight introduce the mission. Percival's restrained color palette -- midnight blue, reflective yellow, touches of brown and black -- makes effective use of white, notably for casting light and for when the narrator's little sister asks narrative-driving questions: "But how do they know tonight is the night?...Do they taste the warm rain? Do they smell the skunk cabbage blooming?" Childlike line drawings inside thought bubbles share her musings and offer focal points for viewers. Sadly, some of the amphibians don't make it, prompting the narrator to seek a solution. The blue of the night sky becomes the inky blue of building plans and checklists as the girl and her community members lobby, plan, fundraise, and construct an amphibian tunnel. Two double-page spreads of back matter, seek-and-find endpapers, and scientific captioning throughout make this book as informative as it is beautifully illustrated and designed. In spring, when frost thaws and rain arrives, amphibians such as spring peepers and salamanders begin their journey from woods to the vernal pools where they’ll spawn. That perilous journey involves crossing roads as vehicles whoosh past. Enter the Amphibian Migration Team—volunteers who stand at these crossings at night to monitor traffic and help “our tiny friends” to safely cross “a wet road on a wet night in spring.” As citizen scientists, the volunteers also count survivors and casualties. Percival chronicles this process in unadorned prose through the eyes of one multiracial family, who not only volunteer, but also advocate for the creation of a wildlife tunnel to allow the creatures safe passage beneath the road. The Black-presenting child who narrates emerges as a hero, asking questions packed with answers. “Do they hear the other frogs singing and think, Tonight is the night! It’s time to go down to the pool to lay our jelly eggs safely in the water!” The explanatory part of the story—the making of a toad tunnel, from design to budget to town council approval—offers readers a road map. At times the narration slips into more telling than showing, but the illustrations, rendered digitally but in the style of woodcut prints, are spectacular. Spreads saturated with nighttime purples, browns, and yellows riven with beams from headlamps fill the page, while charming, illustrated bubbles pop up alongside the child’s head. 978-1-665-93510-4 Sleepy: Surprising Ways Animals Snooze Jennifer Ward ES Texas Topaz List Kirkus: Down time comes in many forms, as this somniferously illustrated survey of the natural world reveals.Though all the sleepy faces and figures in Caldecott Honoree Page's exactly detailed, collagelike digital illustrations may cumulatively have a soporific effect, Ward has shocking news for readers who think lying down and remaining unconscious through the night-called "monophasic sleep"-is uniform practice in the animal kingdom. In fact, drawing on 16 examples, she identifies several sleeplike processes, from the hibernation of bears and equivalent states, such as brumation and estivation, to the half-brain-at-a-time shutdowns ("unihemispheric slow-wave sleep") of whales and dolphins. Animals also sleep for varying amounts of time; giraffes nap for only about five minutes at a time, whereas little brown bats sack out for 20 hours a day, and koalas for even more. All of this information is presented in both digestible bits throughout and in a closing summation that includes pie charts for human sleep needs at different ages. With an eye to bedtime read-alouds, the author also pairs each somnolent portrait with a drowsy verse like this one, addressed to a tan-skinned young snoozer: "Child, / at sunrise you are on the go! / But once it's dark, it's time to slow / and snuggle, sleeping through the night, / while waiting for the morning light."A real eye-opener. (glossary, selected sources) (Informational picture book. 7-10)SLJ: PreS-Gr 4 —This book sets out to show readers how animals sleep. There are two rhyming couplets that describe how an animal sleeps, then a short paragraph with more specific scientific information, including the specialized nomenclature for the different kinds of sleep. As an example, a frigate bird, which cannot swim, may spend two months out at sea; they use a uni-hemispheric sleep, where half their brains are at rest. A range of vertebrates are profiled, giving this further appeal for a lot of readers. The artwork is soft and inviting, but also accurate. The last two pages of the book have definitions of some of the most specific sleep vocabulary as well as pie graphs that show sleep time versus awake time for the animals featured. It's a lovely and accessible visualization. This would be an excellent book for talking about animal adaptations but also a great read-aloud at bed time. VERDICT This compelling and beautifully illustrated book is a very good choice for elementary collections.—Debbie Tanner

Though relatively standard issue as murder mysteries go, this is notable for its unusual setting and features a narrator who displays a realistic mix of wonder at his location and annoyance at having to deal with the Spartan life on another planet. Grades K-3. In a classroom, the teacher welcomes spring by reading the students a story about planting sunflowers. After examining the small, striped seeds, each child plants three seeds in cups. The life cycle of the plant is followed as the children water and wait. By the time the school year ends, they have sprouts to tend at home. As the summer goes on, one boy plants his green shoots in the yard and is amazed at how tall they grow. Conditions such as storms and hungry deer affect the plants, but stunning flowers eventually appear. He saves the seeds to begin the cycle again. Heavy strokes of bright oil paint on brown paper give a warm glow to the rich illustrations, dramatically presenting the growth process and the blooms. In a fun homage, a poster of Van Gogh’s Sunflowers hangs on the classroom wall. Just as the narrative presents the plant’s cycle, the book itself is circular too: it begins with a story about planting sunflowers, and in the end the child is in a library, getting a new book. Who knows what topic he may explore next?

Seeds planted at the end of kindergarten become towering sunflowers as summer comes to a close. Ms. B gives each of her students four seeds: “one for the birds, / one for the rain, / one to taste, / and one to grow.” The unnamed student narrator describes how each seed is carefully planted in a cup, watered, placed on a windowsill in the sun, and diligently observed by the kids. At home, the narrator’s first-person plural changes to the singular as the seedlings—dubbed Yoda, Kermit, and the Hulk—continue to grow. Tragically, a storm drowns the Hulk, and then a deer trims Yoda’s leaves. Even so, Yoda continues to grow alongside Kermit till both are taller than the narrator and Kermit looms over “our neighbor Sam, / who is the tallest human I know.” Heck’s understated text conveys the narrator’s awe, expressed in precise descriptions of the flowers in all their phases. She offers ample space for readers to admire her paintings, done in thickly applied oil. The brown paper backdrops lend warmth to the characters’ skin tones and act as negative space that defines Heck’s compositions, often to startling effect. The backgrounds also contrast with the textured strokes of yellow and gold, set against heartbreaking blues; they cannot help recalling van Gogh, though these blooms are never confined to a vase. The narrator presents white; the classmates are racially diverse. Gorgeous. (Picture book. 4-8)

Soon, they’re facing off against their first archvillain, Dr. Breakfast Sandwich, and his two Henchtoast in a cheese-grater-shaped megamansion on top of Maple Mountain. With fighting moves like the Griddle Kick and the Butter Smother, Superpancake is destined to win, ultimately proving that kindness is the biggest superpower of all. The plot is thin and predictable, but it doesn’t aim to be anything more, relying heavily (and wisely) on humor and positive messaging, including the overt theme that you don’t have to be perfect to be a superhero.Gr 1-5-Peggy Pancake starts the day as an ordinary flapjack, bumbling her way to school, spacing out during a career day presentation-and then suddenly, she finds herself possessed with powers previously unimagined, poised to become Super Pancake. She faces sizzling schoolhouse foes the Bacon Bullies, but soon discovers a greater threat in the dastardly Doctor Breakfast Sandwich. As Peggy begins to realize her gifts, she also forges a fast friendship with the new kid at school, Luc Croissant, who, in an unassuming fashion, becomes the perfect sidekick. Together they create a secret treehouse hideaway where Peggy tests her flying acumen and Luc fashions a superhero costume for her. As the story unfolds, the origins of her mysterious powers are revealed, Luc is kidnapped, a donut detective is called, and finally, Peggy must face down Doctor Breakfast Sandwich in his lair. This graphic novel chapter book is written as something of an origin story, and as this volume ends, Peggy and Luc seem poised to explore more mysteries, personal and fantastical. Lloyd's story, while whimsical, focuses largely on familiar childhood territory of social anxieties, self-confidence, and how a good friendship can be super-powerful. Alwar's color illustrations are full of green, purple, and gold, and in a world populated with anthropomorphic foodstuffs, the book looks just delicious enough to make your tummy rumble. Author and photographer Crull takes readers to the thick of the rangers' work in the Olifants West Nature Reserve, situated in the Greater Kruger National Park. Opening headshots of 20 rangers immediately humanize each of the women and serve as an identification guide for the book. In a few simple sentences per page, Crull describes how many of the rangers, despite living in villages around the preserve, had never actually seen its animals; how they practice rigorous survival skills; why poaching occurs; and how the rangers educate future generations. The most exhilarating parts of the book, however, follow the Black Mambas on patrol as they observe wildlife up close, search the bush for snares, look for signs of poachers, and even plan and carry out a poacher ambush l without guns. Documenting these courageous accomplishments are thrilling, large-scale photographs of the Black Mambas in action and the animals they serve to protect. Interspersed ranger quotes, informational sidebars, related activities, and an introduction to Sepedi (the language used by the rangers) offer readers additional opportunities for engagement. Informational text showcases the work of the Black Mambas, the world's first all-woman anti-poaching unit. First-person narration follows the day-to-day life of these women rangers, highlighting what led them to this career path and the dangerous but important work they're doing to conserve South African wildlife. The text is accessible, presenting kids with not only insight into why these women decided to enter a traditionally male-dominated field, but also survival tips (humans can survive in icy water for three minutes and without food for three weeks), the types of endangered animals they're protecting (elephants, rhinos, and pangolins, the world's only scaled mammal), and how they track poachers. Quotations from different rangers sprinkled throughout lends a feel of immediacy and relevance and will draw readers in. This book’s title and cover, on which two kids tote heaps of books, will have librarians, teachers, and book mavens immediately reaching for it.However, the title is a bit deceiving, as the book is not a how-to for decoding words; instead, it’s a paean to reading minus a plot. The device is a series of sentences beginning with the words “you can read…” followed by a list of various places. A nameless pale-skinned boy and brown-skinned girl demonstrate the many scenarios in which books can be read, proving you can read anywhere. Some of the locations are unremarkable, while others are fanciful: in the classroom, in the park, and under the covers will seem familiar, while in the desert, on the ocean floor, or in a rocket stretch the bounds of possibility. Some side-by-side pages depict a relationship, as when one child sits on the throne reading a book called The Time Taker while the other knocks on the locked door with legs crossed urgently, holding a copy of News Flush. Others add humor. Both a scenario in which a child reading while walking down the street results in a presumably poo-covered foot (“EEEW!”) and another that depicts the little boy in his tighty whities are calibrated to elicit giggles. The stylized digital artwork with hand lettering fills the pages, giving the illustrations a somewhat posterlike quality. The titles of what the kids are reading comment on the activities depicted. Oddly, a library is not listed as a place to read. This will pair nicely with other books about the pleasures of reading and can be used to invite a conversation with kids. As a representative of the “reading is awesome” genre, this offers a fairly witty alternative to the often drearily earnest run of the mill. (Picture book. 4-8)

Letter avatars such as Turtle, Queen, and Ladder assist in their search. Others are less helpful, like Snake, who tries to eat Zebra and Yak. (Quick: “R is for Running!”) The pair engage in antics aplenty along the way: mistaking both Pumpkin and Orange for Apple, playing with Hula Hoops, and wondering about the difference between Violin and Fiddle. A recurring gag about Booger will elicit plenty of chuckles, as will frustrated Zebra’s interactions with the unseen narrator. At last, the duo find Apple, who thought the book was scheduled for next week. Angry at missing the big moment, Apple throws a multi-page temper tantrum. Suddenly, Alligator snaps Apple up, becoming the new face of the letter A. The cartoon illustrations will appeal to fans of Mo Willems and Ben Clanton, with characters drawn in simple lines and set against bright monochrome backgrounds. The clever meta humor, quick pacing, and snappy dialogue will entice a range of readers, including kids slightly older than the average ABC book audience. This classic concept book turned topsy-turvy is packed with appeal from Z to A. (Picture book. 3-7)

With vignettes both lighthearted and profound ("It made me think that maybe there are a lot of different ways to make a house"), the story also strikes a resonant note of cultural sensitivity when Lissie's grandma refers to the ancients who built the pyramids as "people who just disappeared" and a local guide gently replies: "We're still here." With a focus on the bison as a keystone species, Backhouse’s reliable, chatty narrative describes how the animal’s unique anatomy helps it survive, how bison assist other animal and plant species and keep ecosystems strong, the long relationship between Indigenous peoples and bison, how bison were nearly made extinct, and ongoing conservation efforts to restore their herds. Spotlights on young people studying and living among bison make these topics more relatable and inspiring. Though they once roamed North America in droves, bison were reduced to a few survivors by the early 20th century. Endearing Kaylani is a little unsure of herself as she has a variety of new social interactions on the island, but overall sheâ€™s confident and well adjusted. It’s not for you.” Indeed, the book doesn’t skimp on the disturbing bits. With evocative titles like “The Demon Cat” and “The Head in the Jar” to provide at least a little warning, the author gathers a variety of terrifying tales; three involve the Jersey Devil, while one centers on a butler going bloodily berserk in a house built by Frank Lloyd Wright. Others feature the discovery of a haunted well filled with the corpses of soldiers killed in a Civil War battle, gruesome revenge, and monsters like the Boo Hag, a skin changer who sucks blood through sleepers’ noses. All these tales, eerie as they are on their own, are cranked up into screamer territory by Hale’s two-tone illustrations, which, with indecent relish and fanatical attention to realistic detail, depict fresh and not-so-fresh corpses, a radiation victim’s rotted face, a man’s buttocks being hacked off with a sword, leering skeletons, chopped-off limbs, and creepy night creatures with big, sharp teeth. The cast of storytellers, horrified onlookers, and all-too-often mutilated victims is racially diverse. Not all true, but truly nightmarish. (bibliography) (Graphic nonfiction/horror. 10-14)

She covers how by preaching racial equality and faith healing, Jones, a white, charismatic Pentecostal preacher, founded his church in a poor, segregated section of 1950s Indianapolis. His ministry quickly became popular, particularly among African Americans. Fearing nuclear attack, in 1965, he moved his church and followers to northern California, where he started a communal living compound. He soon expanded, amassing a few thousand followers who signed over everything from their property to even guardianship of their children. Some members became disillusioned, and a few managed to leave, but overall numbers grew. By the early 1970s, Jones renounced all religion, was an avowed socialist, and lived a drug-addicted, paranoid life, controlling every aspect of his followers' lives. He studied both local preachers and Adolf Hitler to learn persuasive oratory skills and was fascinated by death and power. Marrying in 1949 at age 18, he worked in a Methodist church before hitting the revival circuit as a fraudulent faith healer until he’d attracted enough attention to start his own church. At first, Jones seemed to be a powerful force for good—encouraging full racial integration and providing church members with material as well as spiritual assistance. As his Peoples Temple grew, he began preaching socialism, coercing members to obey nonsensical commands, and convincing them that nuclear annihilation was imminent. The branches of the Department of Defense protect the people of the U.S. It’s more surprising that the branches of the DOD are also responsible for protecting endangered plants, animals, and their habitats within the borders of the more than 400 American military bases. Considering that they cover more land than all our national parks combined, this conservation mission is an enormous job. The military takes this role seriously, for it affects its ability to carry out their other missions, such as training personnel. Based primarily on the author’s research on conservation efforts at Eglin Air Force Base in Florida and his conversations with officers there, Collard describes the base’s environmental programs (including the use of controlled burns on longleaf pine forests and ephemeral wetlands) to restore habitats and, along with other efforts, to help the endangered red-cockaded woodpeckers, gopher tortoises, and reticulated flatwoods salamanders survive within their restored habitats at Eglin. Dolores’ chronic illness frequently causes trouble for herself, and a vein of wry humor and dramatics runs through her everyday interactions. Her creative first-person narration includes transcripts from her confessional conversations with a priest, mock telenovela scripts (complete with scene directions), and her reviews of local bathrooms. Dolores is in an ongoing standoff with her illness and comes to no pat resolutions about her body, instead approaching her illness in a way that feels true to her character and to being 14. Self-actualized and incisive Terpsichore’s journey and the girls’ increasingly non-fake friendship feel earned, and the affectionately combative dynamics between the Mendoza family, in particular between Dolores and her Tía Vera and older brother Mateo, are strong. Meticulously researched and beautifully illustrated in full-color drawings with roughly 20-40 words per page, the story acknowledges the growing pains of pushing out of communities (Indigenous and other immigrant communities) by the Spanish colonial missions and later by Americans to make room for Western development. The book personalizes the plight of the Chinese with names of people who lived in Chinatown at the time, of the creation of a community and celebrations including a beautiful drawing of a dragon parading through Chinatown, and covers the horror of the trial and the racism of legislation of the Chinese Exclusion Act. The work includes a historical note, information about current anti-Asian racism, and a selected bibliography. The story then shifts to 2019 New Hampshire, where (fictional) twelve-year-old Alexandra is similarly passionate about cars. Alex discovers a treasure trove of cars at her recently deceased grandfather's country home; however, her single father is unsupportive of her interest. Alex experiences highs and lows while working to restore a vintage Jaguar: the support of a local librarian; comments on her appearance and questioning of her knowledge. Throughout, Janet's life and career as a groundbreaking female racecar driver (somewhat coincidentally) intertwine with Alex's experiences, culminating in a multigenerational meet-up, complete with surprise appearance by Alex's favorite female YouTube mechanic. Copeland's streamlined art features a doodle-y thin black line and flat colors with minimal shading. Constantly shifting page layouts, from traditional panels to epistolary interludes to exciting (and coherent) race sequences, result in strong visual storytelling. Though the book indicates its primary focus is the Earthrise photo, it takes 80 pages to get to the beginning of the Apollo 8 mission where the photo was taken. The latter half touches on the effects of the photos of Earth taken from space, as well as the trajectory of space travel from Apollo 8 to the present. Hopkinson returns to the topic of her historical novel The Great Trouble (2013) for a suspenseful case study in scientific investigation and reasoning, describing how a London doctor proved that an 1854 outbreak of cholera was actually caused by water drawn from a single pump rather than, as widely thought, foul air or filthy streets in general. His evidence was circumstantial (the cholera bug being too small to see through his microscope), but along with effectively stemming that outbreak by persuading skeptical officials to remove the pump’s handle, he provided a model for epidemiological investigation that went on to revolutionize public health worldwide. Henderson’s illustrations of “hot, stinky old London” (“Piles of horse dung line the streets. Sewage and human waste fill cesspools in yards and cellars”) are more atmospheric than representational, but images of murky streets and doctors rushing helplessly from patient to patient convey the noxious locale and the desperation of its hapless residents. Back matter adds further information about Snow, the infamous Broad Street pump, and major infectious diseases beyond cholera.Kirkus Reviews starred (June 15, 2024) Dr. John Snow, “the father of modern epidemiology,” discovers the cause of cholera. Behind every great scientist is evidence. When cholera broke out in London in 1854, most people blamed the “bad, smelly air” for the rapid spread of the disease. The English physician Dr. John Snow had a “bold hypothesis.” He had noticed that cholera’s symptoms included vomiting and diarrhea, so the cause was likely what the victims had ingested rather than something airborne. All he needed was evidence! With expert pacing, Hopkinson sets up Snow’s story as a medical mystery and a race against time. The doctor follows clues, gathers information about where the deceased people lived, plots his data on maps, notices clusters of disease, interviews local residents, and discovers the one thing the dead had in common: They had drunk from the same water pump. Henderson’s moody, expressionistic art captures Londoners’ confusion and concern, while Dr. Snow’s urgent pace is marked with literal dashes across city maps. Hopkinson nimbly acknowledges when she’s using conjecture—“We can guess the hard questions he must ask”—and makes clear when she’s presenting evidence: “This fact is helpful.” At the story’s climax, Dr. Snow presents his findings at a neighborhood meeting, and in a final, incandescent spread, the water

And when the text explains that flamingos can live in locations with corrosive chemicals in the water, one of the birds asks, "Beautiful view, toxic water, all the algae you can eat ... what more could you ask for?" A map showing locations for each species, a spread with all six birds side by side for easy comparison of size, and diagrams showing the "unique beaks" and surprising structure of flamingo legs offer additional details. Their snaky friend looks at the beak diagram and quips, "Wow! You really know how to turn that frown upside down!" Side bars offer information on the carotenoids that give flamingos their color and on the growth of flamingo chicks. Back matter offers a photo of each species, along with their common and scientific names, height, weight, and conservation status. A glossary and suggestions for further reading are also included. Through a story with some genuinely frightening moments, Edgmon helps readers explore identity. After all, who are we after all the systems we've used to define ourselves crumble? Casey's is unremarkable and his movements are awkwardly conveyed. A highlight is Creepy Girl's cute sidekick, Polterghost, who provides some comic relief, performing spontaneous feats of ghostliness to keep the plot moving. Distilling a set of alphabetically arranged rosters sprinkled with paraphrased exploits into an accessible overview, Nardo offers a general picture of the classical era’s teeming mythical storyscape—Heracles’ labors are cut to two, for example; Charybdis earns a nod but not Scylla; and though Odysseus’ faithful old dog, Argus, gets a full entry, his wife, Penelope, rates nary a mention. The author’s observations about how these myths have enduring value as “universal comments on the human condition” are well taken (though calling them “somewhat equivalent to the tales in the biblical Old Testament” may ruffle a few feathers). So is a rare chapter on specific ancient literary sources from Homer (treated as a single historical author) and Hesiod to Pseudo-Apollodorus. Aside from a reference to the “strange coupling” of a bull with King Minos’ wife, Pasiphae, that resulted in the Minotaur, the originals’ abundant sexual and romantic exploits are largely left between the lines. Considering the preponderance of strong female figures that, unlike Penelope and Ariadne, do make the cut, a claim that most of the women in this mythological tradition were presented as “subservient and largely powerless” may confuse readers. Text boxes scattered throughout introduce the Greek roots of a number of English words. A simplified account for reluctant readers; richer pickings exist. Gonzalo Alberto Sánchez García is spending summer vacation with his estranged grandfather, author of a popular juvenile fantasy series. The next book in the series is launching, and the pair are supposed to fly cross-country for a book tour. Grandfather Alberto has other plans and friends to see, so they road-trip instead. Along the way, the two bond as Alberto shares snippets of his life and the dangers of his childhood in Cuba. Alberto softens towards Gonzalo and helps his grandson explore his grief. Gonzalo is struggling with the death of his scientist father; he is also distressed because he isn't scientifically inclined and feels like he's carrying the weight of saving the world by lowering carbon emissions. Alberto still grieves his parents and wife. Gonzalo's mom Veronica joins them, and like a geyser, the pressure builds until the three travelers erupt and must deal with the unacknowledged grief, pain, and anger among them. Conversations frequently include Spanish, and context clues assist those who don't read the Spanish. While there are loose ends, the book ends on hopeful notes. Having gone into serious decline since the death of his father, 13-year-old Gonzalo reluctantly agrees to accompany his grumpy, widowed abuelo—a Cuban-born immigrant who is about to publish the seventh and last volume of his phenomenally popular fantasy series—on an impulsive cross-country drive to Miami for the release party. As they make stops along the way (some potentially life-changing), the trip becomes increasingly less anonymous, and Gonzalo learns much about his reclusive grandfather’s family and past. They are joined partway through by Gonzalo’s mom, the supercharged CEO of the series’ marketing empire, and the three make a colorful set of, in turn, antagonists, allies, and wise advisers as each wrestles with feelings of loss and personal issues on the way to reconciliation and a buoyant finish. Meanwhile, until he’s firmly banished by his teenage protagonist, the author himself repeatedly breaks in with seemingly guileless reflections about foreshadowing, cliff- hangers, unreliable narrators, POV changes, and the power of stories, which will not only sneakily entice readers into analytical frames of mind but may well leave them thinking about how what characters experience and discover in books can reflect what’s happening in their own lives."

Canyon Cress wants to win the Junior Bull Riding World Championship to impress his longtime rodeo friends, Dakota and Tate, garner a life-changing $10,000, and (he believes) return his alcoholic father to the great man he was before Canyon’s mother died in an accident. In the meantime, Canyon watches over little sister Josie and resents the trappings of their low-income life, including a torn-up couch, mac and cheese dinners, and free school lunches. He finds much-needed adult support from Grandma, Uncle Ty, and bullfighter Ray, all of whom worry each time Canyon climbs onto a bull. Canyon wrestles with living up to his father’s legacy as an accomplished bull rider and with the “cowboy up” mindset that means never quitting. In reality, this is an inviting and accessible introduction to neuroscience and brain function. There are six chapters, each dedicated to one type of critter. Interviews with researchers and animal handlers, as well as profiles of individual animals, effectively demonstrate various aspects of intelligence, incorporating multiple examples and kid-friendly facts (herrings communicate through farts). For instance, octopuses provide good examples of how neurons, dendrites, and transmitters work together, while parrots effectively model how different parts of the brain (the hippocampus, amygdala, and thalamus) evoke different responses to stimuli. Other examples include squirrels (amazing memory), birds (sleep patterns), whales (communication), and tortoises (longevity). Ample additional wildlife observations provide measured analysis on topics such as astrobiology, PTSD, sense and perceptions, DNA research, gene therapy, and right- and left-brained animals and humans (scientists who moonlight as DJs or high-flying circus performers). Pages are filled with full-color photos and illustrations, with multiple highlighted information bubbles and sidebars. Each chapter ends with engaging activities, and the back matter is noticeably rich, supporting additional inquiry. Afraid her friend is drifting away from her, Kyra becomes withdrawn and reluctant to participate at meetings. This leaves her feeling she has nowhere to turn when she suspects that her mother is drinking after five years of sobriety. Kyra's voice is raw and believable as she grapples with shame, self-doubt, and the belief that she is somehow to blame for her mother's relapse. The novel's account of middle school social dynamics will resonate broadly, and its unflinching depiction of life with an alcoholic parent offers an important perspective. Readers will root for Kyra as she learns to trust herself and those around her. Several secondary characters provide unexpected support, but Kyra's resilience and growth are center stage. At 20, he landed in prison for a string of robberies. While he was incarcerated, he rediscovered his love of learning and his thirst for knowledge. It was also when he was introduced to the teachings of Elijah Muhammad, then the leader of the U.S.-based Nation of Islam. Upon release, the young man zigzagged across the U.S. gathering followers. After he became disillusioned with Muhammad's leadership, he left the Nation of Islam, but his influence continued to grow in the global fight for human rights for all. Kendi artfully draws on extensive source material to recreate conversations and elucidate the possible thoughts and feelings behind some of the behavior of his subjects. The chain reactions in these complicated machines are broken down into six simple machines: the lever, the wheel and axle, the inclined plane, the wedge, the screw, and the pulley. These physics examples are interspersed with more biographical information. While some of the science goes in-depth and is best suited to older elementary and even middle school students, the youngest of budding inventors will get a physics primer and enjoy the playful and colorful illustrations. Back matter includes a glossary; a lengthy list of sources; and lists of websites with videos of some contraptions, contests, and makerspaces. The pacing is superb, neatly blending family dynamics, friendship, and tween romance with page-turning mystery, adventure, and horror. Pei for her latest work. Pei was already an acclaimed architect when he was tapped by the president of France to redesign the Louvre, home of the famous Mona Lisa. The text focuses on his creative process and how he was inspired by the bamboo trees and rocky retreats of his native country and the majestic pyramids of Egypt. The narrative is both lyrical and economical, every word carefully chosen. The digital illustrations are done in mostly neutral tones of browns, grays, and blues with pops of yellow and red. They sometimes feel staid and cold, but the clean lines are reminiscent of the beloved building and pair well with the text. An author's note includes a short description on what architects do; a brief biography of Pei; and the different STEM connections that can be made to details in the narrative, such as how a historic French glass company had to develop a way to manufacture a special glass for the beloved structure. The selected sources list and online videos offer additional research opportunities for students, but the most recent source is almost 15 years old. The story works as an allegory in which the pervasive grayness stands for (in the words of the black-and-white video that plays in detention) conformity, obedience, and discipline. The gray surroundings are properly overwhelming and make any splashes of color pop. Although this is printed in a traditional picture-book format, its chapter breaks, page-long chunks of unbroken text, and more abstract themes make it appropriate for late-elementary-age readers. In many ways, the story feels familiar, but the illustrations make it special. On her first day of school, that decision lands her in detention, where she meets brown-skinned Alani. They quickly become friends and resolve to resist the status quo. Robin encounters adult resisters who play music—outlawed along with color—and is menaced by a man all in gray. A fearful librarian loans Robin a book about color, inspiring a plan to transform the Gray City for the better. Robin, Alani, and the alienated musicians decide to sabotage a factory responsible for rendering everything gray. Oddly, as color returns, the children receive only a minimal reprimand from the factory managers, and not one citizen counter-protests. Relying more on telling than showing, the extremely short chapters are full of adverbs and awkward turns of phrase—perhaps because of translation issues. Nevertheless, suspense builds with each new scene—and, importantly, readers are treated to outstanding, detailed watercolor illustrations. Despite the somewhat clumsy prose, this story might work as a read-aloud in elementary or middle school classes that are being introduced to color theory; it could also spur conversation about conformity and societal norms. A transient life of survival ensues, in which he travels across Europe, befriends other travelers, and joins the fight against fascism, first in the Spanish Civil War against Franco and then as part of the Jewish Resistance against Hitler. Each chapter succinctly narrates the young man's harrowing escapes and near-death experiences in the global conflict. Readers will be struck by his determination to continue despite hardships like hunger, homelessness, and constant loss. The first-person accounting sometimes feels repetitive and monotonous, but at other times, the spare and immediate narration is magnetic. He eventually changes his name to Henri Sulewic and creates paintings in honor of his childhood. The work is peppered with Shulevitz's art, adding to the foreboding feeling of the stark text. Born in 1915 Poland, Yehiel left home at fifteen seeking adventure beyond his close yet restrictive family: "Although Father was a kind and loving man, when it came to religious observance, he was strict and allowed for no compromises." Leaving home was a decision that ultimately saved his life after Germany invaded Poland and his parents and two of his brothers (the third being Shulevitz's father) were murdered by the Nazis. The specter of the Holocaust hangs heavily over the narrative ("Ugly graffiti was scrawled on walls: Jews, your time is coming"), but Yehiel's life was full of incident: working his way across Eastern Europe, studying Hebrew and leatherwork in Vienna, joining a brother in Paris, moving to Barcelona and fighting against fascism in the Spanish Civil War, joining a Jewish Resistance group, getting married, surviving World War II, and becoming a naturalized French citizen. This verse novel is engaging and easy to follow. It encompasses varied structures, like haiku, sonnet, and found poetry. Other ephemera, such as letters, recipes, and school progress reports, create visual breaks evocative of a commonplace book. The first-person narration vividly conveys a disgruntled teenager’s feelings, including moments of humor and contemplation. The book contains two stories—“In Which Misery Rains Down on Innocent People” and “In Which Tragedy Runs Amok”—and the ending of the second one feels unsatisfying and designed to set up a sequel. The plot is fairly simple, and the characters lack depth; the narrator speaks directly to readers, but much of the humor is likely to sail over younger audiences’ heads. The Mad Libs–esque weirdness is the whole point, but it comes across as window dressing, overpowering the messages about trust, love, and fitting in. She is also first chair clarinet, has the highest grades in English and social studies, is undefeated in the debate club, and can do the most pushups in gym class. But math? That's not going so well. And if she doesn't pass it, the principal will force her to resign from student council. After intensive tutorials and studying, her grade is still low. When she transposes numbers on a custom T-shirt order for a fundraiser and it results in hundreds of unreturnable shirts for dogs ("Shirtgate"), her teacher realizes this wasn't just a clerical error: Verity has dyscalculia, a math learning disability. This engaging graphic novel sheds light on middle-school dynamics, bullying, and the lesser-known learning disability of dyscalculia in a way that's respectful and sensitive (though there is a brief, incorrect reference to ADHD as a learning disability). Panels take a variety of shapes and sizes that jigsaw together in visually appealing ways. Readers will be rooting for Very, who shows us that while people who have learning disabilities may be challenged by them, they may also be gifted in other ways.

After years of living with the condition and trying to explain it or help others see past it, Robinson settles on the term "whale eyes" to describe the misalignment of his eyes: "We love looking at whales. And yet none of us have ever questioned the fact that we can look into only one of their eyes at a time." Robinson effectively uses second-person narration and carefully plotted and illustrated pages to take readers through the experience of trying to identify letters, track strings of them across the page, and decode their meaning. He puts readers in the position of sitting through dreaded silent-reading time in elementary school, getting the "wrong" answers every time on vision tests, and stepping up to the T-ball plate, only to strike out. He credits his mother's innovation and persistence in helping him succeed in school and also advances in technology (like digital audiobooks and screen highlighting tools) that make texts more accessible. The last third of the book is focused on Robinson's career using film to tell stories that will "get people to care" about issues or lives they may not know anything about, or even find off-putting at first glance. With Rea's affecting and mesmerizing line drawings, this is an important book for all readers. Numerous contemporary photos and artwork created by battle participants break up the text and underscore elements of the narrative. Voluminous backmatter joins sheaves of battlefield photos and drawings and a few schematic maps and general comments to provide glimpses of the big picture, but rather than attempting to tell the full story, her goal is to “share the true stories of just a few soldiers who were there.” This emphasis on localized, personal stories brings two main themes into sharp focus: the fog of confusion and uncertainty as unready GIs suddenly found themselves facing (and sometimes surrounded by) massive numbers of German troops and tanks, and the courage, cohesion, and optimistic spirit that fueled the eventual Allied victory. The veteran, much-lauded author of nonfiction and historical fiction draws various kinds of servicepeople (including women, immigrants, and Black people) into her large cast of eyewitnesses and participants; some she follows all the way to the ends of their (often long) lives, reinforcing the personal angle and providing a valuable complement to traditional military and political histories. Just as she's started to adapt, her parents find new jobs in Guangzhou, leaving her in the care of her grandparents. She eventually rejoins her parents. They initially share an apartment with relatives, who criticize everything from the way Yinfan brushes her teeth to how her mother washes the dishes. Later, they move to a ninth-floor walk-up, where she experiences a home invasion and meets, then loses, her first friend. The high-pressure political intrigue is counterbalanced by a well-written romance between MJ and a charming knight, Sir Lucas, who fall for each other during their quest to uncover who put a deadly curse on MJ's father. Readers will connect with MJ's struggle to overcome barriers created by those who do not want her to succeed as ruler, who shun her rather than celebrate her differences. Family betrayal, court politics, magic, mythology, and romance blend into an irresistible tale that will sweep readers off their feet, happy in the knowledge that a sequel is already in the works.

Once she's in the workroom, she learns that very occasionally her mother does exactly that, as well as providing vital medical care beyond the traditional remedies found in an apothecary—such as abortifacients. When her actions in the apothecary nearly bring everything down, forcing her mother to flee execution, Carmela is left to take on the title of La Tofana and save the apothecary she loves so dearly. Maya’s extensive grief and a childhood experience of being locked in a closet that left Grady deeply cleithrophobic stir in some psychodrama, but the main appeal here can be summed up by the closing panel, which contains nothing but a bone-crunching “SPLURCH.” The art, though drawn and colored by a different set of artists for each story, has a consistent look throughout, and features a human cast that presents as racially diverse. The two main characters are multifaceted and likable, each with a dark sense of humor and emotional vulnerabilities they must share if they are to find solace in one another. The book is divided into two sections. The first part focuses on the mindset shift necessary to become a millionaire, emphasizing decision-making, setting boundaries, and surrounding yourself with supportive people. The second half provides a step-by-step approach to making and managing money, offering guidance on entering the workforce, side hustles, investing, and eliminating debt. Throughout, the author shares her own struggles, making her advice relatable. Interactive features like "Try It" activities, charts, lists, and linked worksheets keep readers engaged, while examples of successful female entrepreneurs serve as insight and inspiration. The book also challenges self-sabotaging thoughts and reframes negative beliefs about money, reinforcing the importance of self-care and long-term planning. However, the book's heavy reliance on contemporary trends means that some parts already feel outdated, especially with references to TikTok, specific banking services, investment strategies, and DEI initiatives in the workplace. Despite this, Rodgers's overall message of investing in yourself, building wealth, and using money to make a difference is informative and motivating. VERDICT An interesting and well-structured guide for young readers looking to build wealth and break free from financial limitations, though future editions may need periodic updates to keep up with evolving financial trends and political policies.—Lynne Stover Copyright 2025 Reed Business Information.

In this conversational, approachable guide, Rodgers presents a mix of practical guidelines and attitude adjustment techniques that, she claims, will make that Million Dollar Dream a reality in about 12 years, which is the average for entrepreneurs. Her advice about the nuts and bolts of budgeting, saving, mutual fund investing, and the like is solid, if standard issue. The secret sauce, she insists, is learning how to change negative Zero Dollar thinking, expectations, and decision-making. Her approach blends easily absorbed slogans (“You’re not broke, you’re pre-rich”) and valuable insights (“the riches are in the niches”) with the broader principle that having money “is not about the money,” but about using it to make one’s own and others’ lives better, helping to “create the world you actually want to live in.” Much of the content may seem wildly optimistic, but the author doesn’t downplay the amount of labor that will be required—and she stands as proof that her approach works. Crucially, Rodgers also doesn’t shy away from acknowledging that “studies show that banking policies are sexist and racist” and that queer, disabled, and other marginalized people face real barriers, lending her advice, as someone who succeeded despite these odds, more credibility. Cadow captures Ian's engaging naÃ¯veté, which is tempered by a survivor's unflappability and a blossoming sense of irony. The novel has the flavor of a collection of linked stories, boosted by snappy chapter titles: "What You Come Across and What You Do with It" is a reminiscence about a fishing trip and a found jackknife but also reflects Ian's philosophy of life. They are being held in a simulation of their town, Fire Lake, where one must kill the other in order to survive. The characters understand they are playing a dangerous game, but to what end? There are several intense moments and a significant number of deaths. As the plot unfolds, readers will learn about the Guardian, his real role in the project, and who he is in relation to the main characters. The events that move the plot forward are a little repetitive, and the story drags at times but Reichs's writing style and portrayal of the two main characters keep the story exciting. Everything picks back up toward the conclusion and there are several unexpected twists and revelations for the characters. His choice to stay close his mother and grandmother and exhibit his art underground leads to a chance encounter with Libby, an American woman, interested in understanding Jewish immigration from the Soviet Union. Her limited Russian and his limited English make for an oddly romantic connection from the start. The graphic memoir asks for a lot of prior knowledge from readers, and those with only an understanding of present-day Russia may require additional aid in contextualizing that country's push into Afghanistan, the 1980 Olympics, and anti-Jewish sentiment. But what the book lacks in foundation, it makes up for in tone. Through dialogue and black-and-white illustrations, Yelchin captures the harsh reality of being forced to choose between immigrating, serving time in the military, or marrying an American—only to end up in an asylum, separated from both family and Libby. The tumultuous time is evenly distributed among the short chapters, introduced by a few punctuated words to usher in the drama. He also experienced the shock of losing a refusenik Jewish friend to what was likely a KGB assassination and was confined in a Siberian psychiatric hospital, where he was heavily drugged and physically restrained, after tearing up draft notices. In the artwork, blurry background scenes of snowy streets and photos of Leonid Brezhnev’s jowly face on TV strongly evoke the feeling of living in a repressive, authoritarian state, while figures, particularly those with speaking roles, stand out against the drab backdrops. The young leads make a particularly engaging couple—one small, pretty, and expressive, the other lanky, hunched, and limp-haired. Yelchin has such a gift for depicting faces with distinctive character that everyone here, from struggling artists to scowling soldiers and functionaries, will leave as strong an impression on readers as the oppressive setting. For his part, Nick must accept his family’s attempts to move on and the fallout of his own mistakes. A road trip to Monterey for Fiona to explore her mother’s past leads to things heating up between the friends, who present white. Archer’s debut is a heart-wrenching romance that pulls readers along on the characters’ journey through grief, showing all the ways they can—and can’t—support each other. Archer beautifully portrays the push and pull of love and loss through Nick and Fiona’s dual points of view; both teens yearn for and yet fear connection. The well-written depictions of the sensations of grief will resonate with many readers. Romance lovers will swoon over Nick’s and Fiona’s growing feelings as their slow-burn relationship deepens. Having lost one beloved foster sibling in Orbiting Jupiter (2015), Jack Hurd faces the devastating prospect of losing another in this equally intense companion volume.Schmidt packs his story with seemingly tough but emotionally vulnerable males circling orphaned Jupiter, who is 3 years old and a charismatic scene stealer. Eighth grader Jack, her foster brother, is positively head over heels, but so (startlingly) is his cross-country running mentor and erstwhile tormentor, Jay Perkins. Then Jupiter's birth mom's parents suddenly show up with a custody claim just as her formal adoption is about to go through. Even her thoroughly unlikable, domineering grandfather turns out to be harboring a deep-seated grief that shows itself when tragedy seems about to strike that troubled family once again. Despite his first-person narration's straightforward tone, Jack is anything but reserved in his feelings, and whether moved by rage, pain, or (most often) joy, he's constantly breaking into tears. Readers' eyes aren't likely to stay dry, either, considering the sharply felt emotional stakes and the growing tension as the legal claim heads to a hearing, while Jack's small town loyally rallies around him and his loving foster family. The outcome remains in doubt until a final, powerful release. The cast presents white; returning fans will welcome back several characters from previous outings, most notably Coach Swieteck, a hard-nosed, amputee war veteran.Lachrymose but brimming also with love and heart. This companion to Orbiting Jupiter opens with Jack losing his cherished horse, a couple years after the death of his foster brother, Joseph. To make matters worse, Jack's PE coach sets Jack up to train for cross-country with Jay Perkins, a bully who once ganged up on Joseph in the locker room with his two friends. The light that eases all of this pain is Jupiter, Jack's foster sister and Joseph's daughter. Before Jack's family can legally adopt Jupiter, her grandparents, who have never spent any time with Jupiter, come forward and want custody. They are mourning a loss of their own, their daughter Madeleine, Jupiter's mom. A trimmed-down version of Eig's much-lauded 2024 Pulitzer Prize winner for adult readersIn an epilogue, Eig states his intention to portray a great man who also happened to be a human being who "chewed his fingernails, shouted at the TV during game shows, and got mediocre grades in school." If too many such homely details are missing or relegated to multiple pages of bulleted "Extra Facts" in the backmatter to bring King particularly close to younger audiences, in their often-dramatic recitation of his career and magnificent accomplishments the co-authors do describe both his history of plagiarism and his serial infidelity. They also include clear proof that, like all of us, he was subject to piercing doubts, fears, failures of nerve, and errors of judgment. The skimpy selection of photos will leave readers wishing for more, but discussion questions and lavish source notes offer plenty of pathways to further research. And, as if King's violent death and that of so many others in the struggle for civil rights weren't evidence enough, direct transcriptions of a threatening phone call and a rabid hate letter (composed by the FBI) give chilling proof of the scope of the racism he faced. This searching study leaves King's shining legacy intact, all the more admirable for its attachment to a fallible man who is glimpsed here behind the icon.A frank and nuanced character study, though its subject remains an august and somewhat remote figure. Gr 7 Up— A young reader's edition of the adult title of the same name examines Martin Luther King, Jr.'s life from the time his parents met in 1920 until his death on April 4, 1968. King, named Michael at birth, was born in Atlanta, GA, on January 15, 1929 during the heart of the Jim Crow era. Little Mike, as his family referred to him, learned quickly that being Black meant, "you don't count, you're nobody." The sting of that reality would be a guiding principle in King's life as he navigated the incredible weight of being the leader of the Civil Rights movement in a country rife with racism and segregation. Details of King's personal life (marriage, children, extramarital affairs, alcohol and tobacco use) as well as events leading up to his "I Have a Dream" speech exemplify the humanness of the person he was. Readers will find this biography to be an honest and engaging account of King. Harsh truths about the state of the country, as well as the difficulties endured by persons of color, underscore how far the U.S. has come, and still has to go, on the journey to achieve King's dream. Black-and-white photographs are included. Events, such as the Montgomery bus boycott, Emmett Till's death, and anti-war efforts, are covered. A penetrating view of the life, work, and character of a renowned writer, artist, playwright, and countercultural icon.Wakefield, editor of Vonnegut's collected letters and short stories as well as a personal friend of the late author, incorporates dozens of the former as well as extracts from speeches and personal memories into a present-tense, second-person encomium that slides smoothly over some rougher spots-notably fractured relationships with certain publishers and agents as well as both of his wives. But readers who are still, after so many years, encountering Vonnegut's edgy, profane, often hilarious writing in high school or later will find links aplenty between his early experiences and later works and themes alongside ample documentation of his devastating and even now timely attacks on warmongers and, as the author of several perennially challenged books, self-appointed censors. The epistolary passages make up for a relative paucity of direct quotes from the books in providing a sense of his voice, and the notes for an undelivered talk that close the main narrative (the editor adds on substantial reminiscences and acknowledgements) do capture his characteristic sensibility and wit: "And how should we behave during this Apocalypse? We should be unusually kind to one another, certainly. But we should also stop being so serious. Jokes help a lot. Gr 8 Up— Wakefield, a lifelong friend of Vonnegut, here pens an unusual biography for young adults. The time line of this biography is typical: it follows Vonnegut's life through childhood, high school, college, military service, young family and working life, to finally getting published and becoming a literary sensation. In high school, he identified as a bit of a nerd, but was voted one of the most popular boys in school along with the star athletes, much to his surprise! His parents were of means, particularly his mother. They lost most of their money in the stock market crash of 1929. Ultimately, his mother couldn't adjust to a simpler lifestyle and died by suicide when Vonnegut was 21. He raised seven children while struggling to make a living getting published. After he and his wife had three children, they adopted his sister's four orphaned sons after their parents died suddenly. Much of his early life makes for compelling reading. However, the narrative style of the biography is rather unconventional, using the second-person mixed with personal letters. Reading Vonnegut's life from his own point of view feels very intimate and will keep readers engaged. While Wakefield discusses Vonnegut's values and influences and how well received his novels were once he got published, the biography falls short in educating readers about the remarkable stories that made him an icon, perhaps missing an opportunity to inspire readers to seek them out. VERDICT A curious and appealing biography that is recommended where literary classics are popular.— Karen T. Bilton

Gr 7 Up—For fans of Axie Oh's The Girl Who Fell Beneath the Sea comes a historically inspired fantasy romance with a magical quest. Lee Seung works as a servant for the Chois, a wealthy and prestigious family of Tiger collaborators who've maintained power under the Dragon Empire. Choi Eunji is their youngest daughter, subject to her parents' tight control and high expectations—which don't include sneaking out to see a Slaying Ceremony. To keep her trip outside secret, Eunji offers to tutor Seung for the Civil Service Exam so he can attend the prestigious Adachi Training Academy and learn how to use ki powers. Ki gives "the strength of ten normal men," something Dragon soldiers have used to suppress the Tiger population for decades. Romance blossoms during their secret meetings, but when Seung fails the exam, he rejects Eunji, and the arrival of a royal suitor further complicates their relationship. Circumstances force them apart, until a tiger appears and pulls them back together. Inspired by their grandparents' lives and Japan's occupation of Korea in the first half of the 20th century, the sibling authors imbue their extensive fantasy worldbuilding with a mixture of real history and folkloric symbolism. The pacing is slowed considerably by detailed historical context that does not always arise organically in the scene. The Tiger Colonies represent occupied Korea, while the Dragon Empire represents Japan. In the Riew siblings’ debut, inspired by their Korean grandparents’ experiences during Japan’s early-20th-century colonization of Korea, a hunt is on for the last surviving tiger. In the Tiger Colonies, this fantasy world’s version of occupied Korea, tigers have been nearly wiped out by the Dragon Empire. These oppressive rulers believe that tiger ki, or powers, strengthen the Tiger people, and therefore, the animals must be exterminated. Lee Seung, who’s from a poor Tiger family, works for the wealthy Chois, a Tiger family who collaborate with the Dragons. Choi Eunji might live in material comfort, but her home feels like “a cage” thanks to her parents’ high expectations and control of her every move. She offers to tutor Seung for the Adachi Training Academy’s entrance exam; graduates attain elite, powerful positions. In return he’ll help Eunji experience life outside her cloistered manor. Despite their class differences, both teens long for freedom, but Seung fails the exam, and their paths diverge. They reunite during a frantic search for the last tiger—but are their motivations aligned? Some plot developments feel contrived, and the introduction of real historical elements at times feels deliberately educational rather than naturally emerging from the story. All three narrate distinct sections of the book, carefully meting out information through personal experiences and flashbacks that build the complexity and depth of their characters. Jack’s struggle with loneliness is palpable as he grapples with different aspects of loss during his first year at college and life away from home. Meanwhile, Autumn must contend with being pregnant with Finn’s child and the tumult of despair driving her thoughts to suicide. Throughout, Finn remains both a bright spot and a void, uncomfortably occupying a space those close to him must learn to redefine. Nowlin is unafraid to explore the gritty sides of sadness, grief, regret, and mental health struggles, resulting in a deeply affecting and worthwhile novel, though one readers should be in the right headspace for prior to picking up. In this companion novel to 2013’s If He Had Been With Me, three characters tell their sides of the story. Finn’s narrative starts three days before his death. He explores the progress of his unrequited love for best friend Autumn up until the day he finally expresses his feelings. Finn’s story ends with his tragic death, which leaves his close friends devastated, unmoored, and uncertain how to go on. Jack’s section follows, offering a heartbreaking look at what it’s like to live with grief. Jack works to overcome the anger he feels toward Sylvie, the girlfriend Finn was breaking up with when he died, and Autumn, the girl he was preparing to build his life around (but whom Jack believed wasn’t good enough for Finn). But when Jack sees how Autumn’s grief matches his own, it changes their understanding of one another. Autumn’s chapters trace her life without Finn as readers follow her struggles with mental health and balancing love and loss. Those who have read the earlier book will better connect with and feel for these characters, particularly since they’ll have a more well-rounded impression of Finn. The pain and anger is well written, and the novel highlights the most troublesome aspects of young adulthood: overconfidence sprinkled with heavy insecurities, fear-fueled decisions, bad communication, and brash judgments. A folkloric collection of stories about saints from the Grishaverse. In no particular order, Bardugo presents 28 short and fantastical, fictional saint stories. Some read like origin stories, explaining why that saint is celebrated and for whom they are a patron. For example, Sankta Anastasia is named patron saint of the sick after saving her village from a plague by allowing the ill to drink her blood, which contained healing properties. Other stories, such as those of Sankt Valentin and Sankta Alina of the Fold, are specific accounts, with saints’ offering glimpses into their influence and power over people’s lives. The journey to sainthood for these colorful characters ranges from unjustly tragic (Sankta Lizabeta of the Roses was executed by quartering when she had no answers for a frustrated general), to humorously improbable (Sankt Lukin the Logical, patron saint of politicians, offers advice even after being beheaded). Presented without much context, these tales will primarily appeal to those already familiar with the Grisha series. The final entry, though, about the unnamed Saint of the Book, who cryptically advocates for these stories, may entice readers to fully enter the Grishaverse. Zollinger, an artist experienced in painting biblical and historical imagery, provides artistic dimension to these supplemental folktales with enchanting, full-color illustrations that evoke medieval books of hours. Ethnic diversity in the saints is implied by the artwork. An extra treat for invested Bardugo fans. (Fantasy. 12-adult)

Van Ness, a hairstylist known for the TV series Queer Eye, teams up with best-selling author Murphy for this story about one teen’s very gay summer. Recent high school graduate Sully is ready to leave behind the woes of being a nonbinary fashionista in small-town Hearst, Pennsylvania, and jet off to the Big Apple, where a yearlong internship with an influencer awaits. At their going-away party, they burn some bridges and go out with a bangin’ first kiss. But the flaky influencer drops Sully before they even leave town, and they’re left with no backup plan. Scoring what might be “one of the rarest vintage handbag finds of all time” might help, at least with acquiring the funds to escape. Sully is shocked when a ghost emerges from the bag—Rufus, a gay man, “female impersonator,” and mid-20th-century Hearst resident. While Sully works to pick up the pieces of their own life, they also help Rufus recover his memories, discovering surprising depths to their hometown along the way. This quirky, passionate, rebellious, and quick-witted novel brings aspects of modern queer culture into direct, literal conversation with elements of its past. It’s a monument to what came before, a testament to continued struggles, and a celebration of queer joy. The main characters’ arcs are well-constructed; Sully’s and Rufus’ dual journeys of discovery flow well together, informing Sully’s emotional growth while keeping Rufus independently well-rounded. After their passing, the new ruler with different pursuits sets out to destroy the vast collection of knowledge. In order to preserve the world's knowledge, a librarian, a slave turned copywriter, and a former apprentice/current thief hoist volumes upon volumes of priceless books onto the back of a stubborn mule who will only move if offered some food in the form of the mathematic texts they are trying to save. The poems here are raw and, as the poet acknowledges, sometimes repetitive as she seeks again and again to make sense of where her sunny childhood cut off and the cloud of mental illness descended. Yet the repetition by no means defines the verse, nor makes it less powerful, but rather underlines the resiliency required for her journey. The poems, paired with spare, yet evocative drawings by Bryksenkova, address self-harm, scarring early sexual encounters, internal conflict over the need to medicate, and many other realities of mental illness for teens. Kaufman's willingness to share and artfully articulate her vulnerability has already proved vitally important for the legions of followers she's garnered as an "Instapoet," and will now prove similarly validating and empowering for those teens who discover her work through print. This collection is an auspicious debut and while the verse will speak truth to stressed teens, even a short dip into Kaufman's online presence shows evidence of an important voice well beyond the realm of this collection. Moud's father Saeed's story takes place in 1978 where his participation in a demonstration in Tehran puts his life in danger, so his father sends him to Los Angeles to live with a grandmother he has never met. The third voice, that of Bobby in LA in 1939, gives the backstory of what it was like to be gay then, and of his mentoring Saeed's father, and Moud's Iranian grandfather, in accepting his sexuality. The grandfather, Baba, and the issues of being gay during dangerous times, are the links that join the three narratives. When Moud travels with his father to Tehran because Baba is ill and dying, the interconnection of family and their individual stories becomes evident. The book paints an informative and interesting picture of a family, of acceptance, and of taking chances when being who you are is dangerous. The four main characters (because Baba must be included, even though he is not a narrator) are well drawn, compelling, and strong. A history of the agonizingly slow acceptance of Black quarterbacks in professional football.Who recognizes the name Frederick Douglass "Fritz" Pollard? A Black Illinoisan born in 1895, Pollard was taught by his parents "to interact respectfully with whites but also to stand up for themselves when necessary." As veteran sportswriter Eisenberg notes, he later became "the NFL's first Black quarterback" as well as "the first Black player to participate in the game that became known as the Rose Bowlâ�¦and the first Black head coach in the NFL." Pollard is not better known because after his time on the field, which ended in the mid-1920s, Black players were frozen out of the game, "and by the time the tiniest trickle of Black players resurfaced after World War II, the quarterback position had evolved, emerging as football's most glamorous and complex role, deemed so important and challenging that owners and coaches would not dare trust a Black man with it." That lack of trust was born of pure racism, of course, and the unfounded assumption that Black players lacked the intelligence to captain a team. Eventually, players such as Buffalo's James Harris proved that assumption wrong-though Harris, a star college player, was selected No. 148th in the NFL draft, "a slap in the face." Finally, in 1974, then with the Los Angeles Rams, Harris "became the first Black quarterback to start an NFL playoff game." It would be another decade before two Black quarterbacks faced each other. Two decades after that, when Michael Vick ran afoul of the law, Black players were again effectively frozen out of the position. Now, of course, the situation has changed utterly: Aaron Rodgers, Eisenberg points out, is the NFL's highest-paid player, but after him come four "Black quarterbacks with contracts worth more than $1 billion combined."A vigorously told story of the battle for equity on the gridiron, a battle that is still playing out.

Ponca Tribe members had already been forcibly relocated from their Nebraska homelands by the U.S. government to Oklahoma. Jones explains how the boarding schools erased Native culture from students' lives to assimilate them into dominant white society. He details the cultural genocide and displacement of Native peoples, describing the poverty and other lingering effects through subsequent generations. Throughout the text, which combines general historical background with his family's story, readers learn about the abuse of and systematic attacks on American Indian people over the century that the boarding schools were in existence. The density of the information included requires some patience from readers, but Jones also offers hope, describing the revitalization of Native culture and people's ability to live in two worlds despite the U.S. government's history of legal restraints on sovereign Native nations. Text boxes provide extensive context, but their placement can distract from the flow of the narrative. The novel's pacing picks up halfway through, once Willow begins investigating; the first half is primarily centered around the day-to-day of the shelter, which is in danger of closing. Dare, meanwhile, is dealing with guilt over an accident that led to his being on probation—volunteering is a condition of his plea deal. Ryan's chapters offer a truly predatory view as his behavior escalates rapidly from illicit photography to luring with ruses with intent to assault and more. Both Willow and Dare are wealthy, in contrast to the unhoused population near the animal shelter. The teens are generally written as compassionate, but some descriptions are lacking, as when Dare refers to city bus passengers as "freaks and weirdos." Willow and Ryan are white; Dare has light brown skin and Italian and Japanese heritage. Sexual assault and murder of teenagers occur but are not described in graphic detail. VERDICT Recommended where Henry's books and blends of coming-of-age and mystery are popular.— Amanda Mastrull

“For more than a century and a half, a tsunami of Confederate commemoration has washed over the United States of America. So have its associated lies.” Bausum lists these falsehoods of the Lost Cause (“part of a deliberate pattern of misinformation” perpetuated by Confederates and their sympathizers) and then dismantles them one by one in this extensively researched book. Her work confronts twenty different lies, including that the Civil War was about states’ rights, not slavery, and that the Ku Klux Klan was a noble organization. Bausum’s short chapters and clear language help teen readers understand complex subjects and make connections between lies that started in the mid- to late-nineteenth century and societal ills that still plague the United States today. She also provides information about lingering Confederate symbols and mentions the impact of a photo of mass murderer Dylann Roof posing with his gun and a Confederate battle flag. “It became impossible to deny what the banner’s critics had been arguing for years: that it was a symbol of White supremacy.” Bausum appeals to readers to learn from the nation’s past mistakes and “use that knowledge to better the world.” Occasional archival photos of historical figures, along with ephemera such as movie posters advertising Gone with the Wind, enhance the text. An author’s note, research notes, a timeline of the Lost Cause, source notes, and a bibliography are appended.

Noted nonfiction author Bausum seeks to answer the question: If history is written by the victors, how did the defeated Confederates’ viewpoint end up becoming the dominant perspective? The roughly chronological organization covers the lead-up to the war and the war itself; the Southern white elite’s deliberate use of “a cult of misinformation” to return to power post-Reconstruction; the successful spread of the Lost Cause ideology through culture, education, and monuments; and ongoing efforts, in the face of organized resistance, to restore accuracy to accounts of the past. The chapters are punctuated by sidebars covering Confederate statues (“Gallery of the Lost Cause”) and debunking 20 foundational lies of the romanticized Lost Cause (“#3: The Civil War wasn’t fought over slavery; it was all about states’ rights,” “#18: The Confederate battle flag is a symbol of southern honor”). Bausum counters the lies with direct quotes from key Confederate leaders and Lost Cause thought leaders, demonstrating how impossible it is to decouple the Confederate cause from racism and slavery. The clear, direct prose shuns euphemisms, explicitly naming obfuscating language, and addresses atrocities without lingering on grisly details. The dispassionate tone results in an authoritative voice, supported by extensive research, that avoids sensationalism. The conclusion encourages readers to reject falsehoods disguised as patriotism, learn from the past, and “better the world.”
