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The organizational plan of the District schools shall be organized into three (3) basic 
levels: 
 
Elementary schools, which shall include grades pre-school (PS), as applicable, and 
kindergarten (K) through five (5). 
 
Middle schools, which shall include grades six (6) through eight (8); and 
 
High schools, which shall include grades nine (9) through twelve (12). 
 
This basic organizational structure shall be subject to change by the Governing Board 
whenever the needs of students and/or the District warrants such change.  In addition, 
the Superintendent may vary the grade levels to be included in each such school and the 
facilities provided for various special classes, so as to maximize space utilization and the 
benefits to the students enrolled. 
 
Instructional Program 
Adult Students 
 
The District may offer vocational education programs beyond secondary education to 
adult student who have either graduated from high school or obtained a general education 
diploma. 
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
