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The cafeteria staff does an amazing job of serving the students daily.  
We have hired Debbra Esquivel to be the 2026-2027 Food Service Director. She will be 
working closely with us in the cafeteria to gain her bearing for the new school year. We hope 
to offer a great big welcome.  
During the month of February, we had 19 serving days.  The staff prepared 4,927 
reimbursable breakfast meals and 6,107 reimbursable lunch meals. We sold 1,153 cookies and 
567 bags of chips a la carte. 
We are also getting ready to prepare snacks for those students who will be taking tests in 
the weeks and months to come.  
We were able to send reimbursable meals to students for Ft Clark Days. 
We are now in the countdown of the remaining days of the 22-26 school year and filling out the 
necessary paperwork for Community Eligibility Provision (CEP) for the year to come. 

The cafeteria was part of inhouse audit conducted by the Texas Dept. of Agriculture we will 
have a few corrective actions to write about but overall came out very well. 

We had our second of the 25-26 school year -Texas Dept. Of State Health Inspection and had no 
deficiency or violations sited. It takes the entire staff due diligence to keep things in order and 
held to the State standards.
