A summary of the agency’s self-assessment
and program monitoring resulting in progress/improvement efforts. 6. A
summary of services provided to children and families (education, health,
nutrition, parent/family engagement) and program outcomes related to school
readiness. 7. Additional information the agency determines relevant to
accountability, transparency or continuous improvement (such as community
assessment results).

Head Start is funded by a federal grant in the amount of $1,716,257 and is
housed at Ann Windle SYC. The award for 2024-25 reflects a COLA of $38,320.
The grant requires a local match of 20% or $429,064

and continued eligibility for Head Start funding.
