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Bylaws of the Board 

 

Board Member Protection 

 

The New Fairfield Public Schools shall maintain adequate insurance to protect the district and its 

Board of Education against loss because of fire, damage to school property, loss to other 

property, or general liability resulting as a responsibility of the school district, and save harmless 

its Board and staff while acting in behalf of the school district. 

 

The New Fairfield Public Schools shall maintain adequate insurance to protect the district and its 

Board of Education against loss and damage to property.  The New Fairfield Public Schools shall 

also maintain general liability insurance to protect Board members, and hold them harmless, in 

the proper execution of their duties on behalf of the school district.
