	Summary: This item requests approval of the MOU agreement pursuant to Chapter 37 of the TEC by and between Denton ISD and the Denton County Juvenile Justice Alternative Education Program (“DCJJAEP”) as the agent for the Juvenile Board of Denton County, Texas ("DCJB"), of Denton County, Texas.
	Recommendation: To approve the Denton County JJAEP agreement between the Denton ISD and The Denton County Juvenile Board.  The DCJJAEP will act as the agent for the DCJB to continue to educate our students.
	Potential Financial Impact: The daily rate of $125 per student per day in attendance will be charged for each discretionary expulsion or student enrolled in the DCJJAEP. 
	Potential Operational Impact: The daily administration will be conducted by the Denton County Juvenile Probation Department under the direction of Chief Juvenile Probation Office. The DCJPD shall conform the JJAEP to the standards and guidelines of TJJD.  
	Background Information/Previous Board Action: Denton County, Texas, has a population greater than 125,000 and the DCJB has been mandated by TEC Section 37.011 to develop a Juvenile Justice Alternative Education Program subject to the approval of the Texas Juvenile Justice Department (“TJJD”).  The State of Texas has determined that public school students who engage in conduct that endangers the school population should be removed from the regular school setting and educated in a separate setting in order for school districts to fulfill their primary mission of educating Texas youth. The parties hereto agree that the DCJJAEP is a cooperative effort between the educational community and the juvenile justice system with the primary goals of the program being the education of students with behavioral problems and rehabilitation of juvenile offenders, but not the treatment of emotional problems.  The Board of Trustees reviews and takes action on this agreement annually.
