Brooke, with her chic, excessively formal clothes, gives off a snooty vibe, turning up her nose at anything local, disparaging Jessica and calling her Unicorns club "Uni-duds," and insulting the school paper Liz is proud to work on. When Brooke accidently spills paint on Jessica's book fair poster, classmates attribute the mishap to malice, and her fate as a pariah is sealed. The sisters take turns posing as Jennifer, whose friendly overtures soften Brooke up. She even confides in Jennifer that she's hurt by her workaholic father's neglect and her mother's abandonment. Jessica plots to give Brooke a public comeuppance, while Liz, as usual, shows more sensitivity, integrity, and compassion than her twin, but loyalty leads her to participate in the scheme, performing the role of Jennifer. When Cupcake compliments Milk's new backpack, the beverage thanks her and says it was a gift from her dad, who says she's "la crème de la crème." That's all Waffle needs to hear in order to declare Milk to be spoiled. And so begins a back and forth between Milk and Waffle that quickly becomes tedious in its repetitiveness. Waffle does have a bit of a point about Milk's behavior, but that doesn't excuse his bullying, and it doesn't take long before Milk is slinging it right back at Waffle. A couple of accidents (they are foodstuff kindergarteners, after all) later, Milk is contrite, and her classmates, even Waffle, are forgiving. Border sprinkles in lots of visual puns; though they will go over the heads of the target audience, adult readers may chuckle (Apple sits at a desk, paper airplane in hand and Milton's Paradise Lost on the desktop). Several of his spreads are photographed from unusual perspectives, which may make it difficult for young readers to puzzle out the scenes.Border's shtick goes on far too long for readers to want seconds of Milk and Waffle. Milk tries to make friends on the first day of school by sharing her best crayons with Carrot, offering to get Celery a new raisin, and asking Cupcake to sit next to her. Despite her efforts to be friendly, Milk is prone to boasting and snobbery and is soon labeled as "spoiled" by her classmate, Waffle, for her haughty attitude. This eventually leads to her being ostracized by the rest of her class. But when she accidentally slips on Banana's peel and temporarily becomes a puddle on the floor, her classmates recall the title character's kindness and Milk finally admits that she has been acting a bit spoiled. By the end of the book, Milk finds her way back into her carton and has some new friends, including Waffle. As with his previous works, Border manipulates and photographs three-dimensional objects to create his strange assortment of food-related characters, resulting in uniquely stylized and creative illustrations. Several clever food-themed gags are sprinkled throughout, providing plenty of giggles. Though this is a seemingly silly story, its themes of friendship, bullying, and fitting in still ring true. On Christmas Day, Peanut and his parents set out for dinner at Grandma's house. Along the way, they encounter a sad-looking baker on the road, an unhappy sailor in her boat, and a forlorn lumberjack in the woods. Each time, Peanut says, "Don't be sad! I'll cheer you up! I'm the Merry Christmas Nut!" and invites them to go to Grandma's house. When they lose their way in the forest, Peanut's new friends cheer him up with variations of his rhyme. The catchy verse helps move the story along, but this picture book's main draw is its original artwork. Creating characters with unshelled peanuts for bodies, wire for legs, arms, and glasses, and a variety of eccentric hats to distinguish each individual from the rest, Border places them in a miniature 3-D world of his own creation and photographs the scenes. The main character, Peanut, who wears a propeller beanie, and his parents encounter difficulties on the way to Grandma's house for Christmas dinner, such as a "traffic jelly," instead of a traffic jam. They invite each peanut character who assists them to join the group and come along to Grandma's for dinner, Peanut informing each one, "Don't be sad! I'll cheer you up! I'm the Merry Christmas Nut!" Each additional peanut has something special to offer, and with teamwork, the group solves further problems. The cumulative story has a traditional folk-tale sensibility with its repeated refrain, journey complicated by obstacles, assistance from strangers along the way, and rewards for those who help others in need. The funny conclusion shows Peanut and his family and friends enjoying their Christmas dinner with real (though tiny) food items, followed by an ice-hockey match on a Popsicle skating rink. Holmes, meanwhile, replicates the lithographic style used to make twentieth- century circus posters through the use of textured paper, digital layering, and a palette primarily of cyan, goldenrod, and persimmon. Retro typefaces are also employed, and the combined effect is showstopping. While Brumbach was deemed the world's strongest woman, the text frequently points out that she routinely challenged and defeated men in strength contests 's even rumored that she took the name Sandwina after unseating Eugen Sandow from his world's-strongest-man throne. Along the way, they encounter Caesar, a Black former Union officer who makes the journey with them. The group encounters perils such as wild animals, gunslingers, and, most dangerous of all, former Confederate soldiers who are still fighting the war. Will and Father grow closer during the brutal trek. Eventually, circumstances force Will to show leadership and bravery to help his family lay claim to land. Rhodes's storytelling is at its strongest during times of high drama, such as when Caesar is shot and when the trio traverses the treacherous Red River. The writing isn't quite as successful during quieter moments, and the use of relatively modern terms such as "Black" and "enslaved" is a bit jarring in a historical novel. The photographs are dynamic, depicting the strong and dedicated Black women in action and the majestic creatures they care for. The energy, passion, and effort of this unit is made obvious through these images and will inspire readers to look around their own surroundings for ways to care for neighboring wildlife. Graphs, diagrams, and box inserts add even more interest, and back matter includes books and websites for further reading, a pictorial glossary of the animals featured, and the NATO Phonetic Alphabet. "Just like the kids in your school, we don't all look alike," Grimpy comments. Illustrations capture the humor of the text like that of an octopus and a squid dressed as pirates, ready to battle, then deciding to go off "arm in arm in arm" when they realize how alike they are. Other illustrations offer diagrams of an octopus body, showing the ink sac and syphon, or the location of all nine brains. As the book progresses and Grimpy describes the amazing abilities of other animals—using tools, changing shape, color, or even skin texture—the narrator becomes certain, "I really AM just a Dumbo!" But the other cephalopods are quick to point out the remarkable things that a dumbo octopus can do that they cannot, highlighting Grimpy's own unique awesomeness. Each poem is accompanied by one of Saltzberg's delightfully jaunty sketches of scruffy mutts, their eyes keen and curious, fur often askew. The illustrations are rendered in a realistic palette, with lots of browns and blacks, and the generous use of negative space makes them pop. Young readers may relate to the challenges of their four-legged friends, as in "Sit and Stay," where a dog bemoans the standards of acceptable behavior: "It's hard to sit./ It's hard to stay./ Who makes these rules up, anyway?" This slim volume would be a good book to have on hand for National Poetry Month. VERDICT A short, simple, witty group of poems about the ups and downs of being a dog that would make a nice addition to a larger library collection.Booklist: Grades K-3. In this poetic garland of doggy sentiments, pooches urge their owners to throw the ball already, complain about silly names for purebreds (“Mastiff, Schnauzer, Malamute, / Cockapoo, now that’s a beaut . . .”), and conversely glory in being fed, petted, and cuddled. Meanwhile, owners make comments about the titular reek, drooling, shedding, barking all night, and like trials. Despite the seeming negativity, though, it’s all delivered in a mutual haze of affection, as Saltzberg writes in the very first poem: “It isn’t their noses, / their tails, or their paws. I love dogs just because.” The cartoon illustrations pair children drawn in outline (except for one covered head to toe in shed fur) with dogs of varied size and indeterminate breed, rendered in a range of hues. Following a poignant portrait of a pooch who is “Slowing Down,” the short gathering ends with comments from a feline interloper: “How could that be? / Did you forget? / What about me. / The superior pet!” Dog lovers may disagree with that claim.

In The Armed Forces Encyclopedia readers learn about requirements for each branch and the many jobs in the military. The Military Vehicles Encyclopedia introduces the many vehicles employed by the military including fighter jets, tanks, and submarines. The Military Weapons Encyclopedia explains the development and uses of bayonets, missiles, mines and more. The War Encyclopedia features succinct accounts of American conflicts from the American Revolution to the wars in Iraq and Afghanistan. Colorful illustrations, mostly photographs, complement the texts. The narratives are straightforward and informative but also dry; only the most ardent enthusiasts will choose to read. However, the books may prove useful to report writers. 978-1-546-13759-7 Hulk Teach Brown, Jeffrey ES SLJ Xpress: Gr 4 Up-After a quick introduction and superhero origin story for the titular character, Bruce Banner, aka Hulk, is court-ordered to do community service in the form of teaching middle school as part of a plea deal for damages done while in Hulk form. On his first day, the students are disappointed to see Bruce Banner walk into class instead of Hulk, but it doesn't take long for them to strike a nerve and summon the big green guy. In fact, Bruce can't seem to get through a single day of teaching without Hulking out. But with an important standardized test on the horizon and the school's funding hanging in the balance, Bruce is going to have to get his lesson plans in order. The setup is absurd in the best way, and Brown leans into the chaos with humor and heart, landing a laugh on every page and even sneaking in a lesson or two, such as the science behind why the sky is blue. His signature slice-of-life tone works surprisingly well in a superhero setting, grounding the outrageous premise through relatable human moments. Fans of Brown's Star Wars books will find much to love here and those familiar with the Marvel Universe will be delighted to see cameos from the Avengers and She-Hulk. Cozy black-and-white art is accented with splashes of green whenever Hulk or She-Hulk makes an appearance. Hand-lettering brings a charm to the book, and keen-eyed readers will spot the clever visual cue of the balloons changing to green whenever Hulk speaks. Light enough to induce shivers but not nightmares, this Hallowe'en tale sends three sixth-graders out to a schoolmate’s remote house for a party that quickly devolves into an unbridled spider-fest. As it happens, shy Andi actually likes spiders, but when they start descending by the hundred from house and barn ceilings, swarming up from the ground over legs and arms, and wrapping all the grown-ups in thick webs, even she is squicked out. Neglecting to mention that spiders feed by liquifying the insides of their prey, Russell focuses on how being forced to take charge changes the reticent Andi, who leads the effort to free the captives and repel the incursion of creepy crawlies. To her relatable two-legged cast, the author adds a multitudinous eight-legged one, ranging from black widows and brown recluses to golf ball–sized cellar dwellers infected with a “zombie” fungus, plus one lab-grown, head-sized arachnid mastermind dubbed “Charlotte 17.” Readers fond of buggy horrors will rattle their palps in glee.Kirkus: Creepy-crawlies take over a Halloween party. Halloween is Andi’s favorite holiday—to her, it’s “serious business,” and she loves spiders almost as much as she loves her best friends, Carly and Devon. But now that they’re sixth graders, her friends are more interested in attending eighth grader Clementine’s party than going trick-or-treating as usual. Andi reluctantly agrees, lured by the promise of seeing the office of Mr. Mendez, Clementine’s science teacher dad, which is filled with spiders in terrariums. Andi recognizes the species in his collection—until she comes face to face with a spider that’s as big as a person’s head. Strangely, the more she looks into its red eyes, the more she wants to remove the lid and set it free. The party continues, but soon spiders start appearing out of every nook and cranny, all heading in the same direction. Andi and her friends follow them, discovering a giant funnel web where the adults are trapped. Andi suddenly fears spiders for the first time: Can she stop them before it’s too late? Russell’s sophomore novel balances slow-building creepiness with a genuine affection for arachnids and incorporates occasional scientific facts. The evocative descriptions of spiders and their webs make for some truly chilling scenes, and the explorations of loneliness and tween difficulties with making friends add human elements to the terror. Andi is Black, and there’s racial diversity among the secondary characters. A well-spun tale that combines suspense with relatable emotional themes. (author’s note) (Horror. 9-12)

As the trio spend their days working at a local café while others flex their more impressive powers, Zeb feels sure they'll never get their superhero moment—and so he concocts a plan. With quick thinking and teamwork, these “not-so-super” heroes prove that even the unlikeliest of powers can make a big difference. Jojo's first day of middle school is comically terrible: oversleeping, perfect first-day outfit ruined by cat puke, twisted ankle, phone confiscated, hole-y pants displaying her kitten-themed underwear. When facing the cafeteria is unimaginable, she sneaks to the forbidden wing of the school, housing the old gym and locker rooms. When three other awkward sixth graders find their way there, too, a friendship takes root. Unfortunately, a bobcat-induced school lockdown—while they're in the forbidden locker room on day two—complicates matters. Jojo's first-person narration nails the middle-school voice, capturing all the uncertainty that comes with big change as well as the roller coaster of emotions. The foursome's new, tenuous friendship is supported by realistic dialogue from well-developed characters. The lack of consequences from some bolder stunts may read as loose plot threads to some, though this could be addressed in book two. From a confiscated-phone heist to dealing with her mom's boyfriend being a famous cat-influencer, Jojo faces big changes via a series of hilarious high jinks with her new friends.Kirkus: The ups and downs of a newly formed group of friends as they weather their first days of middle school. Jojo, a biracial Guatemalan American 11-year-old, is adjusting to some big changes; she’s about to start sixth grade, and she, her brother, Sam, and their mother have recently moved in with Mom’s embarrassing boyfriend, Paul, an influencer known for his social media posts about his cats. After Jojo accidentally flashes her cat-themed underwear to her classmates (unbeknownst to Jojo, one of Paul’s felines ripped a hole in her leggings), she avoids the cafeteria and instead eats lunch from a vending machine in an abandoned locker room. She stumbles upon three other girls who are also feeling isolated and disconnected; each shares her own awkward and mortifying first-day story. The following afternoon, reports of a bobcat on the premises prompt the school to initiate a lockdown. The girls shelter in place, but because of the faulty announcement system in the locker room, they don’t initially realize the building has been evacuated. When they finally discover what’s happening, they bond further, dubbing themselves “Team Awkward” and venturing through their empty, potentially bobcat-filled school together. Filled with fun callbacks, the humorous dialogue rings true, and the lively, fast-paced though implausible plot will keep readers hooked. Additional characters—including family members, classmates, and teachers—are introduced intriguingly, suggesting they will get more time to shine in future installments. Jojo’s school is diverse. A fresh, witty, and friendship-focused series starter. (Fiction. 8-12)

Droll digital illustrations with textures created in watercolors capture a smart and sneaky real-life octopus in all his escaping glory. Inky was caught at sea and placed in a tank at the National Aquarium of New Zealand. His playful antics and intelligence made him a favorite there with caretakers and visitors alike. When Inky's tank was left unlocked one night, he made a bold escape across the aquarium and down a floor drain. Readers will enjoy the highly entertaining and true story of this curious octopus and will be cheering Inky's escape back to his "tank without walls." Back matter includes information on many of the fascinating features of the octopus. VERDICT A daring escape, an engaging hero, and a happy ending, along with the chance to learn more about the amazing octopus. This is an all-around winner, a tall tale that happens to be (mostly) the truth.Booklist: Grades K-2. A salute to Inky, a clever octopus who took advantage of a tank lid left slightly ajar in a New Zealand aquarium, escaping down a drain and back to the sea. Hanson relates the (reconstructed) episode in playful verse (“No Inky was found in the fish tanks, / no Inky was found in his pot; / the closets, the halls, / and the toilets in stalls / were places where Inky was not”), and Bernstein records it in wide illustrations featuring a big, mottled mollusk with expressive eyes and a thick tangle of gracefully curled arms, sea life with stunned expressions witnessing the escapade from adjacent tanks, and keepers gathered the next day in disbelief around the improbably small floor drain nearby. The author closes with more on Inky’s original capture and backstory, plus basic information about octopuses (or “octopi,” or most properly—since the term comes from the Greek—“octopodes"). Younger readers wanting to know even more about these multitalented cephalopods might fasten their suckers on Suzanne Slade’s Behold the Octopus!
978-0-06-339635-7 Another Tremblay, Paul ES Bluebonnet SLJ: Gr 5 Up-Tremblay, an award-winning expert in horrifying adults, turns to frightening younger readers with his middle grade debut. Veteran narrator de Ocampo impressively embodies Tremblay's claustrophobic setting of a single house containing a small family still recovering from the COVID-19 pandemic. The isolation exacerbated Casey's anxiety, which manifested in uncontrollable twitches and tics-an excuse for his so-called friends to disappear. Until now. Casey doesn't know who, but apparently, a friend has called for an extended sleepover. The next day, a mysterious man delivers Morel in a burlap bag-more mannequin than boy, not quite fully formed. The man leaves with two instructions: "No food. No bed." The strangeness is just beginning. Casey's parents seem inexplicably unconcerned about the impending invasion of this body snatcher intent on becoming their son. VERDICT De Campo expertly captures Tremblay's creepfest, adroitly building momentum as Casey's alarm (and Morel's transformation) accelerates. Booklist: Grades 4-7. The antique rotary phone Casey’s parents brought home struck the boy as odd even before it uttered its quavering, sickly ring—despite the ringer being turned off. And it’s via this phone that Casey’s mother agrees to let a friend of Casey’s come over to play. Except Casey hasn’t had any friends since an embarrassing incident at school. Unease mingles with curiosity and a little excitement as Casey awaits the arrival of his supposed friend, and then Tremblay gives creepiness incarnate a grand entrance. A man lugging a dusty burlap sack arrives at the house, and when he opens the twitching bundle, a boy that “looked like a living mannequin” is revealed. Thus, Morel enters Casey’s life and gradually begins to take it over. Tremblay capitalizes on the off-kilter tension, gradually building it into genuine horrors. He masterfully uses his limited set and cast—the action is kept almost entirely to Casey’s house and its few inhabitants—exploring Casey’s mind, anxieties, and fraying sense of reality. Well regarded in the adult horror space, Tremblay confidently strides into the middle-grade arena with an offering on par with Kevin Oppel’s The Nest (2015). Malicious mushrooms, the power of art, COVID-19, clinical anxiety, and personal agency all find their ways into the narrative, and readers will be horribly enthralled by it all—in the best possible way.
979-87-656-2725-9 Black Mambas: The World's First All-Woman Anti-Poaching UnitCrull, Kelly ES Bluebonnet SLJ: Gr 2-5-Crull (Making Art from Ocean Plastic) returns with another environmentally focused book. Informational text showcases the work of the Black Mambas, the world's first all-woman anti-poaching unit. First-person narration follows the day-to-day life of these women rangers, highlighting what led them to this career path and the dangerous but important work they're doing to conserve South African wildlife. The text is accessible, presenting kids with not only insight into why these women decided to enter a traditionally male-dominated field, but also survival tips (humans can survive in icy water for three minutes and without food for three weeks), the types of endangered animals they're protecting (elephants, rhinos, and pangolins, the world's only scaled mammal), and how they track poachers. Quotations from different rangers sprinkled throughout lends a feel of immediacy and relevance and will draw readers in. The photographs are dynamic, depicting the strong and dedicated Black women in action and the majestic creatures they care for. The energy, passion, and effort of this unit is made obvious through these images and will inspire readers to look around their own surroundings for ways to care for neighboring wildlife. Graphs, diagrams, and box inserts add even more interest, and back matter includes books and websites for further reading, a pictorial glossary of the animals featured, and the NATO Phonetic Alphabet. VERDICT A fascinating, kid-friendly title on wildlife conservation that will captivate and empower elementary school readers.Booklist: Grades 1-4. Black Mambas are not only Africa’s most-feared venomous snakes but the apt name for the first women park rangers in South Africa and the first women-led anti-poaching unit in the world. Author and photographer Crull takes readers to the thick of the rangers' work in the Olifants West Nature Reserve, situated in the Greater Kruger National Park. Opening headshots of 20 rangers immediately humanize each of the women and serve as an identification guide for the book. In a few simple sentences per page, Crull describes how many of the rangers, despite living in villages around the preserve, had never actually seen its animals; how they practice rigorous survival skills; why poaching occurs; and how the rangers educate future generations. The most exhilarating parts of the book, however, follow the Black Mambas on patrol as they observe wildlife up close, search the bush for snares, look for signs of poachers, and even plan and carry out a poacher ambush—all without guns. Documenting these courageous accomplishments are thrilling, large-scale photographs of the Black Mambas in action and the animals they serve to protect. Interspersed ranger quotes, informational sidebars, related activities, and an introduction to Sepedi (the language used by the rangers) offer readers additional opportunities for engagement. A joyful tribute to these dauntless women.
978-0-06-315966-2 Danilo Was Here Burgess, Tamika ES Bluebonnet SLJ: Gr 5 Up-It has been months since Danilo has seen or heard from his father. Going to the United States to explore new opportunities, his father leaves behind a family struggling to make ends meet. The situation gets even more desperate for Danilo's family when American forces invade Panama, forcing their displacement from a crumbling apartment to a makeshift shelter. When Danilo, a skilled baseball player, is presented with a unique opportunity to train in the U.S., he makes a call that could change his future, the fate of his family, and give him a chance to find his father. Set in Panama and the U.S. at the end of Operation Just Cause in 1990, Danilo's story is briskly paced and shines a light on the challenges of navigating family trauma, especially through the dual lenses of PTSD and microaggressions. These themes are handled with sensitivity and care, making the story accessible to a middle grade audience. Though at times the dialogue can be unnatural and the plot resolves too neatly, the story has heart and hope shines through. Highly engaging and set during events that may be unfamiliar to most readers, this is a poignant tale of resilience, family, and self-discovery. VERDICT An excellent purchase for middle grade collections looking for unique historical fiction perspectives and sports fiction.Booklist: Grades 4-7. In 1989 Panamá, middle-schooler Danilo Osorio cares for his younger sister in their dilapidated apartment while his mother works multiple jobs. Danilo’s family hasn’t received a letter or money from Papá since he left to find work in America months ago. It isn’t long until their apartment building is condemned and his family is sent to a refugee camp. When a baseball recruiter shows interest in Danilo’s talents on the field, Danilo accepts an offer to join a baseball team in the U.S. in the hopes of reuniting with his father. In the States, Danilo encounters microaggressions from his host family, hostility from predominantly white and wealthy teammates, and gruff instruction from his coach. Burgess brings to light the 1989 U.S. invasion of Panamá, aka Operation Just Cause, which deposed Panamanian leader Manuel Noriega, and deftly explores Danilo's culture shock and the emerging signs of PTSD left from the invasion. This coming-of-age story highlights the Black Panamanian experience while touching upon an important but often glossed-over moment in history.
978-0-06-327404-4 Fowl Play Tubb, Kristin O'Donnell ES Bluebonnet Booklist: Grades 4-7. Though very much heartbroken over the death of her uncle Will, Chloe Alvarez is cheered by his parting gift to her: an African gray parrot named Charlie. Charlie provides a welcome distraction from her grief, whether by perching on Chloe’s shoulder or commanding Alexa to play music ranging from Stevie Wonder to Kiss. But when Charlie starts saying things like “homicide,” “skull,” and “cyanide,” Chloe begins to think that Uncle Will might not have died from a rare genetic disease like they thought; he just may have been murdered. Chloe launches an investigation, taking tips from her grandmother’s favorite true-crime podcast, and roping in family members to help with stakeouts and evidence collection. Many surprising things are revealed as the Alvarez clan digs for clues, and it’s an utter—and often hilarious—delight to watch them. Tubb does a wonderful job of mixing levity with the grieving process in all its complexity to ensure the narrative never becomes too heavy. While solving the murder is Chloe’s priority, she is also involved in soccer and making art in a way that adds dimension to her character. Amid the investigative antics and hustle of daily life, familial love emerges as the linchpin of the story, echoing Uncle Will’s unwavering belief that “family is wondrous,” in spite of its imperfections.Kirkus: “Grief can make your mind and your heart do weird things.” Since the untimely death of Will Calhoun, her beloved maternal uncle, due to an unspecified genetic condition, Chloe Alvarez’s world has felt muted. In his will, Chloe’s uncle leaves her Charlie, his beloved African Grey parrot who possesses a robust vocabulary and is a skillful mimic. When Charlie starts blurting out words such as homicide and cyanide, Chloe becomes convinced that something—or someone—sinister is behind Uncle Will’s sudden demise. She channels her grief into uncovering the truth of her uncle’s colorful life with help from older brother Jacob, Grammy (who loves true-crime podcasts), and Charlie himself. As Uncle Will said, “Family is wondrous”—and these folks are birds of a feather. Chloe’s lively narrative voice infuses the plucky kid detective trope with emotional range and depth. Charlie’s avian antics provide welcome comic relief, supporting a lovable, laugh-filled harmony that unites a grieving family. The winking references to classic mysteries and Charlie’s eclectic musical tastes (which are satisfied through his Alexa requests) will delight kids and adults alike. The antics of Chloe and her ragtag band of sleuths as they progress through multilayered steps on the path to realization will keep readers enthusiastically engaged. Chloe and Jacob live in Charleston, South Carolina, with their mom, whose family is cued white. A mystery unfolds within a compelling, joyful story of honoring a loved one by living in the moment. 979-87-656-6137-6 I'm a Dumbo Octopus!: A Graphic Guide to Cephalopods Lambelet, Anne ES Bluebonnet SLJ: Gr 2-4-Grimpy, short for Grimpoteuthis, invites readers to come along on a tour of all things cephalopod. Grimpy, a dumbo octopus, is an engaging narrator, explaining amazing facts about octopuses, squids, and nautiluses. Common traits, such as saltwater environment, blue blood, and invertebrate bodies, unite the wide variety of animals in this group. "Just like the kids in your school, we don't all look alike," Grimpy comments. Illustrations capture the humor of the text like that of an octopus and a squid dressed as pirates, ready to battle, then deciding to go off "arm in arm in arm" when they realize how alike they are. Other illustrations offer diagrams of an octopus body, showing the ink sac and syphon, or the location of all nine brains. As the book progresses and Grimpy describes the amazing abilities of other animals-using tools, changing shape, color, or even skin texture-the narrator becomes certain, "I really AM just a Dumbo!" But the other cephalopods are quick to point out the remarkable things that a dumbo octopus can do that they cannot, highlighting Grimpy's own unique awesomeness. The artwork is enchanting and accessible, and a wonderful spread must be turned sideways to show the various depths that assorted cephalopods inhabit. Back matter includes a glossary, a photo of "The Real-Life Grimpy," a selected bibliography, and suggestions for further reading. VERDICT Perfect for young marine biologists, this title uses humor and fascinating facts to capture the imagination and remind readers that new discoveries are being made every day.-Booklist: Grades 2-5. For its debut, the Anne Lambelet’s Marine Life Graphic Guides recruits the cutest little narrator you ever did see: Grimpy, the dumbo octopus. Pink and shaped like a gumdrop, Grimpy (short for Grimpoteuthis) introduces an array of cephalopods, conversationally noting their defining characteristics and key science concepts. The artwork employs a muted palette of cyan, coral, and peach, and the scenes themselves playfully mix visual gags (e.g., an octopus wearing a wig as a disguise) with diagrams and fact-based renderings (e.g., a mimic octopus taking on the appearance of a venomous sea snake). As Grimpy discusses the different types of cephalopods (octopuses, squids, cuttlefish, and nautiluses) and such abilities as changing color (thanks, chromatophores!), squirting ink, squishing through tiny openings, and using tools, the darling dumbo tries their hand (er, arm?) at all these endeavors without success. Growing increasingly upset by these failures (“Isn’t there anything special about dumbos?!”), Grimpy gets a self-esteem boost from their fellow cephalos, who swim to the rescue with impressive dumbo facts. Succinct back matter includes an illustrated glossary, a photo of a “Real-Life Grimpy” (still cute!), a selected bibliography, and annotated further-reading list. This guide is an obvious pick for Science Comics fans, but even kids who don’t typically go for nonfiction will be delighted by the entertaining presentation of information.
978-1-662-68015-1 Introducing Sandwina: The Strongest Woman in the World! Conrad, Vicki ES Bluebonnet Booklist: Grades 1-4. It’s such a treat when a picture book’s writing and illustrations are equally matched, and Conrad and Holmes pool their talents to lift Katie Brumbach, stage name Sandwina, to heights befitting her status as the world’s strongest woman. Adopting the tone of a barker, Conrad touts Brumbach’s astonishing feats of strength while unspooling her upbringing in a large German circus family and recruitment in 1910 by Ringling Brothers. Holmes, meanwhile, replicates the lithographic style used to make twentieth- century circus posters through the use of textured paper, digital layering, and a palette primarily of cyan, goldenrod, and persimmon. Retro typefaces are also employed, and the combined effect is showstopping. While Brumbach was deemed the world’s strongest woman, the text frequently points out that she routinely challenged and defeated men in strength contests—it’s even rumored that she took the name Sandwina after unseating Eugen Sandow from his world’s-strongest-man throne. If balancing an upright piano (and its pianist) on her back or hoisting an occupied two-seater bicycle above her head weren’t accomplishment enough, Brumbach was also a strong advocate for women’s rights, embracing her unconventionally tall, muscular physique and fighting for women’s suffrage. Enriching back matter touches on the creators’ inspirations while also offering archival photos, extended biographical notes, a list of strong women in history, a time line, and a selected biography. Spectacular!Kirkus: Meet pioneering strongwoman Katie Sandwina. Opening on a daring (but possibly apocryphal) tale of Katie outlifting strongman Eugen Sandow, the narrative quickly immerses readers in this female athlete’s life. Born in 1884 to a performing family in Essen, Germany, Katie staged her “first hefty stunt” at only 2: “a perfect handstand on Papa’s outstretched palm!” She grew into a teenager with “legs as thick as tree trunks.” Katie performed tirelessly until she attained her big break, headlining the Ringling Big Top Circus. Though she wowed audiences with her astounding feats of strength, Conrad passionately emphasizes that she was celebrated for her femininity, too, mothering two sons and wearing “bold costumes” that highlighted her muscles. Lengthy, somewhat sprawling backmatter (including photos, an author’s note, a bibliography, a timeline, and mini-biographies of other strongwomen) helps establish Katie’s enduring legacy. What really steals the show, however, are the striking, old-timey illustrations in a primary color palette with circus-style fonts and framing. Grainy lithograph-inspired images of vintage travel posters, ostentatious newspaper headlines, and bursts of oversize, colorfully garish text create the feeling of spectacle. Images meld perfectly with text, including on a dynamic page showing Katie juggling cannonballs, depicting symbols of her desires for domestic life and showbiz success. In this dazzling introduction, an extraordinary woman takes her rightful place back in the spotlight. (Picture-book biography. 7-11)
978-0-316-29570-3 Invisible Parade Bardugo, Leigh and Picacio, JohnES Bluebonnet SLJ: Gr 2-5-A heartfelt journey through grief, memory, and celebration. Centered on young Cala, the story unfolds during the Day of the Dead as she grapples with the recent loss of her grandfather. What begins as a somber walk through her family's offerings and traditions transforms into a magical and emotional voyage, guided by four symbolic horsemen. Each encounter offers Cala a profound moral lesson-not just about death, but about what it means to live, to feel, and to remember. Bardugo weaves family ritual, food, and decor into a narrative that highlights the essential role of community and tradition in the healing process. The use of motifs such as skeletons lends authenticity and beauty to Cala's inner and outer worlds, reinforcing the message that celebration and sorrow are often entwined. Illustrations elevate the story further. With richly saturated colors (so much so in some scenes that text readability may be a challenge for newer readers) and expressive detail, the artwork captures the complexity of Cala's emotions, from loneliness to connection. Shadows and bursts of color visually echo her transformation, emphasizing that while grief can feel isolating, love and memory tether us to the living and the departed alike. VERDICT A touching and visually stunning picture book that honors the depth of loss while celebrating the enduring power of family, tradition, and remembrance.Booklist: Grades K-3. Cala is in no mood for celebration. Without her grandfather, she’s downtrodden, moving from task to task “fast, fast, eyes on the ground.” As she moves about the festive day, she encounters distinct moments—colliding with an ill woman and returning her handkerchief, her mama offering coins to a hungry homeless person, her siblings arguing over painted sugar skulls and Grandfather’s favorite songs, and her papa’s ofrenda assembly. That evening, a distracted Cala observes others celebrating Día de los Muertos and is accidentally separated from her family. Alone and concerned, she happens upon a spirit—a sickly skeleton atop a slimy horse—who helps start her journey back to her family. Three more horsemen appear to her (a hungry, bony rider; a grumpy, argumentative rider; and a quiet, contemplative rider), and each speaks to the events of the day, noting that they are always around but serve a greater purpose than the discourse they cause. Cala recognizes the last rider as Death, the proprietor of the evening festivities, and as Death guides her back, she reflects on her own grief and finds gratitude for the riders and the role they play. Distinct, colorful graphite spreads and spirited gatefolds present the cultural pieces of the celebration with dignity and love, and Cala’s charming skeleton jumpsuit and red scarf (inherited from Grandfather) help distinguish her throughout detailed pages. Bardugo and Picacio have crafted an understated masterclass in processing grief through culture.
978-0-525-57904-5 Library of Unruly Treasures Birdsall, Jeanne ES Bluebonnet SLJ: Gr 4-6-Two wonderful surprises await 11-year-old Gwen when her neglectful, divorced parents ship her off to Massachusetts to stay with never-before-seen Great-Uncle Matthew for two weeks: one, it will be her first experience of living in a stable home with a loving adult devoted to her happiness. The second is the existence of the Lahdukan, small-winged creatures with blue hair, who only children can see and live in the local public library. Their ancient prophecies name Gwen as their next Qalba, a leader destined to find them a new home in Boston's Isabella Stewart Gardner Museum and reunite two long-separated Lahdukan clans. Cautiously, Gwen accepts the challenge, and her magical hero's quest begins. Birdsall's writing, stellar as always, captivates with rich vocabulary, memorable characters, and sly humor as it weaves a convincing web between Gwen's real and enchanted worlds. The fantastical spell continues through the back matter that includes a pronunciation guide for Lahdukan terms but not their rituals as, "it would be dangerous for a regular person to say them correctly." An author's note uses the novel's characters to convey facts about the Gardner Museum, its history, and an infamous 1990 robbery. Phelan's illustrations add delicate charm and depict Gwen and Uncle Matthew as white. VERDICT Birdsall is so adept at magical realism that after finishing this book, readers will likely keep an eye out for fairylike creatures the next time they visit a museum or library. An essential purchase for all middle grade collections.Booklist: Grades 4-6. Eleven-year-old Gwen’s parents have let her down so consistently that when she learns that they’ll be sending her off to spend two weeks with a great-uncle she has never met, her reaction is not discomfort or dread but joy. Uncle Matthew proves to be everything that she has hoped for: a good-natured, kind, welcoming relative who is supportive of his niece and the choices she makes. When he learns that she has befriended a mysterious clan of tiny winged people called the Lahdukan at the local public library, he takes it as a sign that she is special, because most children her age can no longer see these magical folk. Gwen, who has agreed to help them merge with a nearby clan, risks her life to ensure that all will go well for them. Gwen is highly respected and even revered by the Lahdukan, whose complex society, traditions, and personal backstories are gradually revealed within the narrative. The present-day American settings tend to make the tale’s supernatural elements more believable. Phelan’s sensitive black-and-white illustrations offer occasional glimpses of the characters. Best known as the author of the Penderwicks series, Birdsall creates a well-paced, original story with intriguing characters and intertwined threads of reality and magic.

Lola and Alex have grown up in a house with a magical tree at its center. With the magical tree comes things that cannot be explained, like flowers that bloom only at certain times of the year and Lola's ability to see the creatures who tend to the tree. One day, Lola and Alex notice a gray patch spreading on the tree and the plants around it. Then the worst happens when Lola sees the same gray patch on Alex. Lola and Cualli, one of the magical creatures called the chaneques, are told they must travel to Floresta, where the magical tree came from, and heal it from there. His mom is a mad scientist! When an explosion from her latest experiment shakes the house, Ari cautiously investigates, only to find her in the basement surrounded by smelly piles of laundry. Their washing machine is broken, and with no clean clothes left, her solution is anything but ordinary: travel back in time to when their clothes were clean, grab them, and return. Naturally, things go wrong, landing them in the Cretaceous period and face-to-face with a hungry dinosaur. Thankfully, Ari's stink is so bad it sends the dinosaur running, allowing them to return to the present-where his mom finally agrees to borrow the neighbor's washer. The story starts a bit slow, as much of the first few chapters are devoted to setting up Ari's world and introducing secondary characters like the neighbor, whose relevance isn't clear until the very end. Once the time-traveling antics begin, however, the pace picks up, delivering plenty of laughs, especially with the absurdity of a dinosaur fleeing from bad body odor. Simple, monochromatic illustrations scattered throughout the text add charm without distracting from the story. VERDICT A fun, quirky read that will entertain young readers. Ari Fingerman's unconventional single mom's dedication to concocting labor-saving devices can really lead her astray. Santi has tremendous anxiety about his Spanish and his inability to speak but understands fluently. He is lucky enough to immediately make friends with four local kids who invite him to play in a soccer tournament. When Santi realizes Abuela lives in a Latin American community where everyone speaks Spanish, he loses what little confidence he had in his language skills and turns inward rather than toward family and friends. The story's outcome is heartwarming and hopeful, opening the door for the next installment in the series. Young readers will recognize and sympathize with Santi's insecurity and frustrations, and this graphic novel might serve as a mirror for students who feel caught between cultural expectations. Mendez's artwork is engaging and expressive, especially in the essential flashback panels showing Santi's treatment by some students back home. But Santiago faces frustration and shame as he struggles to keep up with the fluent adults around him, even sometimes wondering if he is less Colombian because Spanish is not his first language. His struggle is effectively conveyed in the artwork with partially scribbled-out speech bubbles indicating Santiago's confusion. The vibrant, realistic art captures familiar scenes of neighborhood parties, cooking with Abuela, and waking up on Sunday morning to music, and the community features a wide range of Latin American cultures, with characters coming from other countries in Central and South America. A love note to bilingual kids, this story empowers them to feel secure in their identities and the bond of family and community.

Not one to give up when faced with a challenge, Díaz Merced threw herself into the field of sonification, where numerical astronomic datasets are turned into sound, revealing new insights into celestial activity. Mendoza's whimsical illustrations amplify the themes of magic and discovery surrounding Díaz Merced's work. Thorough back matter is available in both the English and Spanish versions, including notes from both authors, information about the scientific concepts discussed, a time line of Díaz Merced's career, and sources for further reading. VERDICT Readers will walk away inspired by the world around them and Díaz Merced's creativity and determination. Recommended for all libraries.Booklist: Grades 1-4. This picture-book biography traces the struggle and triumph of a little girl who kept searching until she found a new path to viewing the stars. Today, Merced is a world-renowned astrophysicist and advocate for inclusivity in science, but as a child, she never saw stars at all, as the rain-forest canopy in Puerto Rico, where she grew up, obscured her view. When Merced was nine, on a fishing trip with her father, she saw stars for the first time, as well as a meteor shower. This was the revelation—brilliantly conveyed by Mendoza through pointy stars and streams of color—that transformed Merced’s life, leading her to study physics. After Merced lost her sight as a college student, she learned that she could access the stars by tuning into radio waves in space, allowing her to hear what she couldn’t see, part of the process of sonification, explained clearly and compellingly in the text. The digital illustrations, with their startling images of light and dark, enhance the theme. “A Note from Wanda” at book’s end includes her rallying cry, “Science is for everyone!”

Rusch writes lucidly about the frustration, anger, and determination of the talented athletes who worked together in a fight that took approximately three decades, and readers will come away empowered by her presentation of the impact of collective action, especially in the closing section, ""Penalty Kicks,"" which outlines general tactics young people can use when confronting unequal pay in their own careers. While at its heart, this is an engaging account of a legal battle, there's also plenty of soccer, and for readers less familiar with the sport or the athletes, Rusch includes lists of major players, association hierarchies, and positions, along with plenty of helpful context. The book proceeds chronologically, from the Women's National Team's 1985 creation (with players like Julie Foudy and Mia Hamm, who were told that it was enough just to play for their country); through 1999 when the team won the World Cup (notorious for Brandi Chastain's post-win sports-bra celebration) but the women made about $15,000 apiece; to the early 2000s with the entry of players like Abby Wambaugh, Megan Rapinoe, and Alex Morgan, fierce fighters both on and off the pitch; and ultimately to 2022 when, after protracted and brave efforts, pay parity between the men's and women's national teams was finally achieved. For such a thorough and comprehensive account, the telling is remarkably lively, peppered throughout with (uncensored) quotes and memorable descriptions (Rapinoe is the ""firecracker forward with pink-dyed hair"") and filled with drama, sheroes, and villains; even granular descriptions of legal proceedings are compelling. Her persistent anxiety ratchets up as her aunt and moody cousin visit from New York City, and she experiences more instances of water acting strangely in her presence. Interwoven snippets—set in China’s Fujian province in 1629, San Francisco in 1876, and China’s Jiangsu province in 1949—tell the stories of other girls in harrowing situations. This sweeping narrative will keep readers eager to learn what happens to Kaya, the child of Mandarin-speaking Chinese and Taiwanese immigrants, and her friends. Unfortunately, the latter part of the novel is plagued by pacing issues, and toward the end, each revelation only raises more unresolved questions. The intergenerational connections are insufficiently explored, and ultimately, the power of the mysterious water goddess feels incidental rather than satisfying. Readers will appreciate the frank discussion of anxiety and welcome a contemporary novel set on Maui, but they may be deterred by the stilted dialogue. When Maggie arrives at the Midwatch Institute (after committing a satisfying, if somewhat violent, act of justice), she’s one of three new girls. As it turns out, the seemingly dreary orphanage is a front for a school that trains girls in useful arts and skills. Maggie’s classes in “Maps, Fencing, German, Motorcars, Drawing, Observing, Contriving, Hiding, and Dancing” comprise a fine beginning education for any spy or detective. Excerpts from Useful Things Every Girl Should Know, a book published in 1911 by the director, Miss Adelia Mandelay, appear between chapters and include instruction and advice on, among other things, disguises, decision-making, Morse code, knot tying, and escaping from quicksand. Most entries include anecdotes from the author’s madcap experiences as an international woman of mystery. Rich, quirky language and a well-imagined early-20th-century setting—including a port city with skyscrapers, airships, motorcars, and an elegant hotel—provide an immersive backdrop for the girls’ foray into detective work. The disappearance of a botanist and attacks by a creature the press calls “the night monster” are elements of the criminal conspiracy the girls uncover. Terrifically evocative black-and-white illustrations extend the narrative. Maggie and the adults appear white, and some of Maggie’s schoolmates have dark skin. He then shifts his focus to the year 1136, when a group of Muslim, Jewish, and Christian scholars working together in Toledo began translating the philosopher's forgotten works. The dissemination of those translations sent shock waves through Europe as religious leaders tried to reconcile Aristotle's scientific theories with Church doctrine. The struggles between secular rulers and the Church hierarchy, and the development of the medieval universities, are presented with rich detail and feeling. The author shows readers the similarities between those conflicts and the Darwinist/creationist clashes. Students researching topics on the Middle Ages will find this title a useful reference source. Multiple pages are devoted to the lives and works of important figures, such as Abelard, Aquinas, and Innocent II, but the author does not neglect the less well known, such as William of Ockham or Siger de Brambant. Religious orders, heretical movements, and philosophical works are equally well covered. Christian theologians rediscovered Aristotle through the commentaries of the monk Boethius, who argued in the sixth century that reason and understanding were essential elements of faith. There resulted a tremendous ferment in the study of Aristotle in the Middle Ages and early Renaissance, culminating in the work of Thomas Aquinas, who used Aristotle's notion of an Unmoved Mover and First Cause to construct his arguments for God's existence. Aquinas, too, argued that reason was a necessary component of faith's ability to understand God and the world. Although the book purports to trace Aristotle's influence on Christianity, Islam and Judaism, it devotes more attention to Christianity. Even so, Rubenstein's lively prose, his lucid insights and his crystal-clear historical analyses make this a first-rate study in the history of ideas. (Oct.) Confused, and Conflicted Sokatch, Daniel HS Starred Review for Kirkus Reviews, 10/07/24, A self-described liberal American Jew earnestly and humanely parses the Palestinian-Israeli conflict.Acknowledging the passionate feelings surrounding the conflict on both sides, Sokatch, who runs the New Israel Fund, starts from the fair-minded position that Israelis and Palestinians are both right and both wrong, "two peoples, both with legitimate connections and claims to the land, who have been victimized by the outside world, each other, and themselves." In a two-part narrative enhanced by Noxon's illustrations, Sokatch first delves into the biblical history of the destruction of the Second Temple and dispersion of the Jews in 70 C.E. and the development of the two main Jewish cultures, Sephardic and Ashkenazi. The author moves on to Zionism and its various facets, with a sidebar exploring the question, "Is Zionism justifiable?" He then examines the existence of a people already on the ground when European Zionists arrived, raising the question of who has the more ancient legitimacy. (The likely truth, he writes, is that both peoples probably descend from the same stock.) With the rise of Jewish nationalism in the late 19th century, Palestinian Arab nationalists began to define themselves in direct opposition to the Zionists, and Jewish-Arab violence predictably increased. The author moves steadily from independence and the displacement of the Palestinians through the seemingly endless series of depressing, tumultuous conflicts that have plagued the region ever since. In the second part of the book, Sokatch addresses thorny issues that "make people crazy" about the conflict, including discrepancies between actual territory versus what the maps denote; the fraught history of U.S.â��Israel relations; the effects of the Palestinian Boycott, Divestment and Sanctions movement; and the increase in power of Christian evangelicals. The author closes with a "Lexicon of the Conflict," a highly useful tool offering further context to the narrative and the issues at hand.An optimistic, evenhanded instruction manual, with upbeat illustrations, for anyone trying to understand the conflict. Jared is surprised to learn that there will be a third candidate, Dylan, whom he doesn’t know—and who turns out to be not just a Black girl but beautiful as well. They begin a friendship that is not without its complications, especially when Jared discovers Dylan’s closely guarded secret. What impact will it have on their relationship and the election? Stone has done a brilliant job with this memorable character-driven novel. It’s beautifully written (one character is “cooler than a polar bear’s butt”) with spot-on dialogue and clever plotting. It’s great fun to read while also being thought-provoking. With remarkable sensitivity to both families' grievances, Tolan chronicles the unlikely chain of events that in 1967 brought a long-dispossessed Palestinian son to the threshold of his former home, where he unexpectedly finds himself being welcomed by the daughter of Bulgarian Jewish immigrants. Though that visit exposes bitterly opposed interpretations of the past, it opens a real--albeit painful--dialogue about possibilities for the future. As he establishes the context for that dialogue, Tolan frankly details the interethnic hostilities that have scarred both families. Yet he also allows readers to see the courage of families sincerely trying to understand their enemy. Only such courage has made possible the surprising conversion of the contested stone house into a kindergarten for Arab children and a center for Jewish-Arab coexistence. Later poems on Foutz's recovery and coping skills take on a more mature poetic voice and play with sound devices and diction. Fleeing the entrapment of a loveless marriage, Kat seeks more than friendship with Isadora, but when lies are revealed, her trust waivers; Blake further complicates matters. The townspeople's blind acceptance of the supernatural Katrina lineage is inexplicable, but authentic dialogue and animated storytelling render the parallel story of Kat and Katrina an apt retelling of Irving's classic morality tale, weaving past and present to mirror the original themes of greed, folly, and the threat of superstition trumping reason. A decade after the publication of Proust and the Squid, neuroscientist Wolf, director of the Center for Reading and Language at Tufts University, returns with an edifying examination of the effects of digital media on the way people read and think. A “researcher of the reading brain,” Wolf draws on the perspectives of neuroscience, literature, and human development to chronicle the changes in the brain that occur when children and adults are immersed in digital media. When people process information quickly and in brief bursts, as is common today, they curtail the development of the “contemplative dimension” of the brain that provides humans with the capacity to form insight and empathy. In describing the wonders of the “deep reading circuit” of the brain, Wolf bemoans the loss of literary cultural touchstones in many readers’ internal knowledge base, complex sentence structure, and cognitive patience, but she readily acknowledges the positive features of the digitally trained mind, like improved task switching. Wolf stays firmly grounded in reality when presenting suggestions—such as digital reading tools that engage deep thinking and connection to caregivers—for how to teach young children to be competent, curious, and contemplative in a world awash in digital stimulus. This is a clarion call for parents, educators, and technology developers to work to retain the benefits of reading independent of digital media. (Aug.)

While the illustrations add excitement, the original novel's emotional heft can get lost in the graphic novel format, and the cliff-hanger chapter endings are not as riveting. The illustrations show ethnically diverse characters, but there is some humor at the expense of fat people, and one cartoon shows band members vomiting after eating sushi. The setting is the Prohibition era, when the death toll rose with the widespread distribution of bootleg liquor containing lethal methyl alcohol and the addition of poisons deliberately added by federal government regulation to make alcohols undrinkable. Blum focuses on New York City's first chief medical examiner, Charles Norris, and his colleague, longtime chief toxicologist Alexander Gettler. Norris was relentless in his advocacy for the new profession, often railing against government policies (or the lack thereof) that allowed unregulated poisons to be blithely used in industrial products, cosmetics, and medicinals despite injuries and deaths. Gettler was the consummate workaholic professional, meticulously testing and developing new techniques for extracting the remnants of poisons in corpses. Blum interlaces true-crime stories with the history of forensic medicine and the chemistry of various poisons. She models this engaging true-crime tale on the traditional country-house murder mystery, packed with secretive family members moving about with hidden motives in a commodious old manor house. On June 30, 1860, in the Wiltshire village of Road, three-year-old Saville Kent was removed in the dead of night from his cot in the room he shared with his nursemaid, suffocated, stabbed and dumped in the privy outside the kitchen. In addition to his parents, Samuel and Mary Kent, the inhabitants of Road Hill House included numerous servants and Samuel's four children from his previous marriage, each harboring various grievances since their mother's untimely death. After the local constable made a mess of the investigation, authorities called in Scotland Yard's "prince of detectives," Jonathan Whicher, then at the height of his career at age 45. The author dispassionately presents highlights from the record of Whicher's interviews with servants and family members, allowing readers to fill in the blanks much as the detective had to do. On largely circumstantial evidence, he arrested Samuel's 16-year-old daughter Constance, but she was soon released, and the press ridiculed Whicher for accusing an innocent girl. In 1865, however, she confessed to the crime and after a sensational trial served a 20-year prison sentence. Summerscale pursues the story over decades, enriching the account with explanations of the then-new detective terminology and methods and suggesting a convincing motive for Constance's out-of-the-blue confession. A bang-up sleuthing adventure.Publishers Weekly (November 19, 2007): Summerscale (The Queen of Whale Cay) delivers a mesmerizing portrait of one of England's first detectives and the gruesome murder investigation that nearly destroyed him. Purists may question why three pages are devoted to Eric Clapton while only one paragraph covers Jimmy Rogers. Wispy Falls promises safety—but a 17-year-old vlogger, a black-haired, brown-eyed boy who goes by Storymancer, knows that’s a lie. His 7-year-old brother, Lee, is among those who vanished in the woods. After someone finds a body in the woods, LightParticle121, a conspiracy message board user, sends Storymancer a news clip from a local station that strangely doesn’t appear in the news archives. Storymancer begins corresponding with LightParticle121, who claims that all the missing were sick (Lee had cancer, but few people know that). Even as their exchanges grow increasingly unhinged, Storymancer pursues this lead, documenting his investigation into the bloodmoon ritual, which the authorities claim will protect citizens against the cryptids in the woods. But the deeper Storymancer digs, the more he questions the ritual—and suspects that the Penumbra Institution, which controls the town’s medical care, may be hiding something far more sinister. Told through video and radio show transcripts, emails, and more, the found footage–style narration creates a chilling realism. Chupeco demonstrates a keen understanding of how misinformation spreads and digital natives process fragmented information, though the structure works against the story’s emotional core. The town’s mythology and the cryptid classifications are well-crafted, but the pacing sags under the weight of the plot’s complexity and exposition-heavy forum posts. A haunting and twisted, if unevenly developed, tale that explores the line between safety and control. (Horror. 14-18)

Gr 5 Up—Robinson turns the lens on himself in this moving memoir of his life with a visual anomaly called strabismus. The book is an outgrowth of a short film that Robinson made after studying at Duke University's Center for Documentary Studies, which was picked up and presented by the Opinion desk of the New York Times in 2021. After years of living with the condition and trying to explain it or help others see past it, Robinson settles on the term "whale eyes" to describe the misalignment of his eyes: "We love looking at whales. And yet none of us have ever questioned the fact that we can look into only one of their eyes at a time." Robinson effectively uses second-person narration and carefully plotted and illustrated pages to take readers through the experience of trying to identify letters, track strings of them across the page, and decode their meaning. He puts readers in the position of sitting through dreaded silent-reading time in elementary school, getting the "wrong" answers every time on vision tests, and stepping up to the T-ball plate, only to strike out. He credits his mother's innovation and persistence in helping him succeed in school and also advances in technology (like digital audiobooks and screen highlighting tools) that make texts more accessible. The last third of the book is focused on Robinson's career using film to tell stories that will "get people to care" about issues or lives they may not know anything about, or even find off-putting at first glance. With Rea's affecting and mesmerizing line drawings, this is an important book for all readers. In this memoir, an outgrowth of his documentary of the same title, Emmy-winning filmmaker Robinson recounts how he changed others’ perceptions of his disability. Born with anomalous retinal correspondence, a form of strabismus that prevents his eyes from focusing simultaneously, Robinson found reading a time-consuming “obstacle course.” Worse than the shame of falling behind his classmates was when strangers stared at his outward-turned eyes, feelings captured in pointed notes and Rea’s cartoon illustrations. When Robinson reached middle school, his architecture professor mother took time off to home-school him and his dyslexic older brother. Under her tutelage, Robinson discovered helpful reading strategies—and a passion for documentary films, which ultimately led to his studying film at Duke University. In 2021, the New York Times published his autobiographical short film, Whale Eyes (titled after his own term for his condition), affirming visually disabled people and enabling nondisabled people to better understand Robinson—and themselves. Robinson (who presents white) candidly explores numerous topics, including disability tropes, privilege, and ways to turn “out-trigue”—the discomfort we feel with the unfamiliar—into empathetic connections. Myriad interactive visuals immerse readers in Robinson’s perspective. Backgrounds switch from white to black, sentences spiral, and words and letters scatter across the pages, which often need to be turned sideways or upside down. Unfortunately, these effects may overwhelm some neurodivergent or print-disabled readers, reducing the very connections Robinson strives to make. Frank, unusual, and insightful. A suspect was arrested a month and a half later. The new book by the author of The Kill Jar (2018) focuses on the investigation that led to his arrest and how these shocking murders upended Moscow, Idaho, and changed life in this small college town. When local police were hesitant to take on such a high-profile investigation, state police and the FBI jockeyed for position. Amateur investigators traded theories online, muddying the waters. Parents of the murdered students demanded answers and sometimes revealed information about the crimes that the investigators wanted to keep confidential. It was, in short, a mess. This is an extremely rigorous book. Appelman uses first-hand sources (police files and interviews with people involved in the case) whenever possible, and, while he rightly gives credit where credit is due, he also doesn’t shy away from revealing the investigation’s weaknesses, including the fact that the prosecution’s ongoing case isn’t airtight. In his latest, Appelman, a private investigator and author of The Kill Jar, engrossingly analyzes the 2022 case involving the murders of four University of Idaho students. Early on, he brings the young victims into focus and then generously elaborates on their lives throughout the book. On Nov. 13, Kaylee Goncalves, Madison Mogan, Xana Kernodle, and Ethan Chapin were slaughtered by a knife-wielding intruder in their off-campus residence. Only two roommates survived—one frozen in fear as the murderer brushed past her in a darkened hallway. Appelman brings these chilling details to life as he sifts through police files and witness statements to piece together a crime that flooded the college town with FBI, local police, press, and citizen detectives. Security video catching a white vehicle repeatedly passing by the property complemented DNA found on the military blade sheath left behind at the scene. Diligent detective spadework and a digital device trail led to the arrest and indictment of Bryan Kohberger, a criminology doctorate student and teaching assistant who had a history of depression and heroin use. Grim forensics amplify the disturbing nature of the crime and ensuing investigation, including Kohberger’s historically sociopathic behavior and details on the gore-soaked crime scene. However premeditated his alleged murderous fantasy was, a series of crucial missteps (besides leaving the knife sheath behind) showed his involvement, including using his own car to return to the location the next morning with his phone, which authorities tracked. In fairness, Appelman also examines numerous gaping “holes” in the prosecution’s package, which weakens the case against Kohberger, as well as fascinating social media speculation. Riveting reenactments, intimate human-interest profiles, and urgent prose combine to create a tale of horrific butchery and a must-have exposé for readers following the still-ongoing developments. Children, teens, and 20-somethings, from all over Gaza Strip and the West Bank, speak in their own voices about their daily experiences of living under occupation. After explaining what the occupation is and how it affects those living under it, the authors organize the book into chapters by the places they visited: Ramallah, Jenin, Nablus, Qattana, Sebastiya, Gaza, Beit Ur, and Hebron. In each, following some background information, the young people interviewed speak for themselves. Children from Ramallah express their fear of Israeli settlers who sometimes fire bullets at them. A common sentiment is expressed by 20-year-old Muath: "It's not normal to be a prisoner in your country." Mohammed, 17, says: "I hate seeing the Wall. It's wrong; it shouldn't be there." Checkpoints and walls are a constant in the lives of Palestinian youth. A 10-year-old in Nablus is one of many who expresses the fear he feels at the sight of an Israeli soldier. What readers will discover is that these young Palestinians want the same things young people want everywhere: a stable family life, the freedom to move about their country, and a safe and secure space in which to grow up. This is these young Palestinians' story; readers interested in the Israeli perspective will need to look elsewhere. A poignant, powerful, and insightful collection of voices seldom heard. The authors visited or held video conferences with participants from nine Palestinian cities and villages. Their meetings took place in schools, community centers, libraries, and homes. Robinson and Young devote a chapter to each city or village. Each chapter briefly examines the area's geographic makeup, history, and location, then provides a transcript of the conversation. The kids speak about school, aspirations, family life, safety, and the difficulties of living in the Occupied Territories. Many answers are typical of young people anywhere, but most touch on the experience of living under occupation. In addition, excerpts from some of the young people's writing are included. Photographs, maps, and art are interspersed throughout, enhancing the text. Beyond the initial information in each chapter, there is very little commentary from Robinson and Young; the voices of the Palestinian youths are what drive and shape this work. A time line of the Palestinian-Israeli conflict is appended, as are references for films, websites, and books.
