Softball 

Softball is in a strong push for a district championship against Whitehouse this coming Friday 

evening in Whitehouse with a win against Lufkin on Tuesday.

Kaycin Farrell was the district champion in the 300m hurdles but currently holds the 5th fastest 

time. She is also a qualifier in the high jump.  
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Rilee Gustasven qualified in the 1600m while Kalon Powell and Luke McCollum qualified on 

the boys side.
