  2. Meeting Agenda 

 

  3. Reports and Public Comment  

 

  4. Consent Agenda 

 

  5. Unfinished Business 

 

  6. New Business 

 

  7. Upcoming Meetings/Events 

 

  8. Adjournment 

  

B. Items in this order may be considered as part of a consent agenda. 

 

C. The school board may depart from the order of business with the consent of the 

majority of members present.
