This item requests approval of the draft Joint Election Agreement and Contract
for Election Services between the Denton County Elections Administrator and
Denton ISD for the May 2, 2026 Board of Trustee Election.

On January 13, 2026, the Board of Trustees ordered a Trustee Election for May
2, 2026.

1) Voting locations are, where possible, the usual voting locations for each
election precinct and are compliant with the requirements established by
Election Code Section 43.034 and the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA).

2) Any qualified voter of the joint election may vote early by personal
appearance at any of the Denton County early voting locations. On Election
Day, voters must vote in their precinct where registered to vote.

3) Early Voting by personal appearance and on Election Day shall be conducted
exclusively on Denton County’s Verity voting system including provisional
ballots. The Hart InterCivic Verity Voting System has been approved by the
Secretary of State, pursuant to the Texas Election Code Chapter 122 as
amended, and is compliant with Texas Election Code Section 61.012.

The anticipated expense has been budgeted in the General Fund. Final estimate
will be calculated once all participating entities and sites are determined.

Recommend the Board approve the draft Joint Agreement & Contract for
Election Services for the May 2, 2026 election & authorize Superintendent or
Deputy Superintendent to execute the final contract, when available.
