GEAR UP continues to provide academic enrichment and postsecondary readiness opportunities
for students across grade levels.

The 8th through 12th grade Science Fair held on March 20 is a success, with over 200 student
participants. The event promotes student engagement in science, problem solving, and academic
achievement while encouraging exploration of STEM-related pathways.

State assessment preparation remains a priority. Eleventh grade ACT testing is completed, with a
small number of students scheduled for make-up testing. Pre-ACT testing dates are also
scheduled to support continued college readiness preparation for underclassmen.

Postsecondary exposure opportunities continue through planned college visits. A Helena College
trip is scheduled for April 23 for sophomore students to provide early college exploration and
career pathway awareness. In addition, senior students are scheduled to visit the University of
Montana and Salish Kootenai College to support final college decision-making, enrollment
planning, and transition readiness.
