Athletics Updates 
Baseball 

●​ The Ranger Baseball team finished with an 8-13 Regular Season record and a 5-8 Great River Conference Record.

7AA Tournament as the #10 seed and fell to Milaca 5-0 in the 1st Round. It was a positive season for the Rangers, 
the team will miss its Seniors who graduated but have a great young core returning. 

Boys Golf 
●​ The Crosby-Ironton/Aitkin Boys Golf team finished 11th overall at the Section 7AA Championships. Bennett 

Sadlowsky finished tied for 17th overall individually and Matt Prethish was 24th. The team was also chosen as an 
Academic All-State team for Section 7AA and Sadlowsky received Academic All-State honors. 

Girls Golf 
●​ The CIA Girls Golf team finished in 6th at the Section 7AA Tournament and had five individuals qualify for Day 2. 

Overall Svea Johnson finished 25th and Taya Mohs was 27th overall. They return the majority of the Varsity team 
and will be looking to move into the top 5 of the Section next year.  

Softball

Track & Field
