Provide classroom lessons age appropriate by grade level.
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	Rationale: The proposed college exploration trip to Austin, Texas, will allow 11th-grade students to visit Texas Tech University, University of Texas at Austin, and St. Edward’s University. This activity directly supports the Effective Advising Framework by strengthening advising structures, increasing access to postsecondary institutions, and promoting early awareness of admissions requirements, degree pathways, and college culture. The experience supports equitable access and informed decision-making aligned with College, Career, and Military Readiness (CCMR) goals.
	Administrative Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board approve the use of Effective Advising Framework grant funds in the amount of approximately $14,000 to support the 11th-grade college exploration trip to Austin, Texas Feb. 28-March 2, 2026.
	Budget Impact: The estimated cost of the college exploration trip is approximately $14,000, to be funded using Effective Advising Framework (EAF) grant funds. Use of these funds is allowable and appropriate, as the activity directly supports advising systems, postsecondary exploration, and student readiness initiatives outlined in the EAF grant purpose. Budget includes, Hotel, Meals, and Transportation
	History: Tornillo ISD continues to implement the Effective Advising Framework (EAF) to strengthen early and sustained advising practices and increase student access to postsecondary opportunities. As part of this work, the district has prioritized college exploration experiences for 11th-grade students to support informed postsecondary planning prior to their senior year.
