Some data: 
 
25 students met the 1st Aid and CPR standards of the American Red Cross and earned their certificates this past 
month in their Health class. 
 
188 students have met their Essential Skills: 

o 18 in Math 
o 64 in Reading 
o 106 in Writing 

 
As of 30 April, NBHS has a current enrollment of 80 students PLUS we have engaged in an additional 174 
students this school year.  Our average length of stay is now down to 77 days, including weekend and holidays. 
 
 
Some facts: 
 
Big push to schedule, coordinate with OYA, prepare and test our 17 juniors in the Smarter Balanced 
Assessments towards the end of this month. 
 
NBHS completed the process of Accreditation on 1 May.  Our final cut score was a 293; of the 30,000 plus 
schools in AdvancED system, the average school score is a 282.  Our one required improvement practice is 
being address and should be fully resolved by August 2015.  NBHS is now Accredited until 2020. 
 
Graduation is planned for Thursday, 18 June at 6:00pm.  We currently have 17 seniors working to earn their 
diploma, yet many have some major challenges to overcome to reach their goal.  11 seniors have left RVYCF 
with a TRSD diploma in their hand this school year.  We are accomplishing learning and success given a 
challenging learning and working environment.
