
6020 SYSTEMS ACCOUNTABILITY REPORT

1. School District Goals shall be reviewed annually by the School Board.
2. For each curriculum area, measurable learner outcomes will be developed.
3. Through the Site Improvement Plan Process, the professional staff shall develop

strategies for achieving the goals of the School District at their site and shall identify
a process for reporting progress toward achieving the goals.

4. An advisory committee (Systems Accountability Committee (SAC) shall be
established to advise the School District and assist in the implementation of
instruction and curriculum.  This advisory committee shall include administrators,
students, teachers, parents, and other community representatives.  The committee
shall be broad based and will represent needs of all students.

5. The School Board shall receive the recommendations of the SAC and adopt goals
which address program strengths and weaknesses as evidenced through the
assessment process.

6. As part of the SAC process, attention shall be given to students who are identified as
special needs, who have limited English proficiency or students on a 504 plan.

7. Annually, the School District staff shall prepare a Systems Accountability report for
the School Board's review and adoption. This report shall be disseminated to all
households in the School District and submitted to the Commissioner of Education by
October 15 of each school year. 
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
