Sunridge staff strive to connect and build positive relationships
with all students. Students who have a positive relationship with
an adult attend school more often, have minimal behavioral
issues and ultimately perform better academically. Sunridge
staff implement a social-emotional curriculum to support our
goal of creating positive relationships between students as well
as with adults. Sunridge staff implement literacy strategies
across content areas. Additionally, literacy support classes are
embedded into the school schedule for students who need
additional support and instruction in reading.
