This item requests approval of the dual credit partnership agreement between
the University of North Texas and Denton ISD.

The Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board defines dual credit as a
process by which a high school student enrolls in a college course and receives
simultaneous credit for the course from both the college and the high school.
The credit earned in these courses is counted for both high school and college
credit. Dual credit courses may be taught on the high school campus by an
approved instructor, or a high school student may take a dual credit course
online or on the college campus.

This partnership agreement provides for seven dual credit courses for Denton
ISD students.

The dual credit courses under this partnership are offered online and have no
master schedule implications.
