Athletics Updates 
Dance 

●​ The Rangerettes finished up their season this past weekend at the MSHSL Class A State Championships. They 
qualified for both Kick & Jazz by defending their Section 4A titles in both competitions for the fourth consecutive 
Year. At the State Championships they finished 5th overall in Kick and 5th overall in Jazz with four athletes being 
named to All-Tournament teams (JAZZ-Isabella Haukos/Gracie Rosecrans, KICK-Molly Van Horn/Alexandra 
Godfrey).  

Hockey 
●​ The Girls Northern Lakes team finished up their season with a 11-12-2 overall record and fell to St. Cloud  in the 

Section 6A SemiFinals game. The Boys Northern Lakes team are currently ranked #17 in Class A and finished the 
regular season at 14-10-1. They started their playoffs on 2/17 vs Breckenridge/Wahpeton. 

Boys Basketball 
●​ The Ranger Boys are currently 10-13 as they enter the last week of the regular season. They are 6-5 in Great 

River Conference and 3-8 in Section play so far this season. They currently are the #10 seed in Section 7AA but 
could jump into the top eight with a strong finish to the season. 

Girls Basketball 
●​ The Lady Rangers are 19-5, ranked #2 in Class AA and were ranked #17 by the Star Tribune for all Girls teams in 

Minnesota. They have clinched the Great River Conference Big School division Title and are in the mix for the #1 
seed in Section 7AA. Individually Tori Oehrlein became the all-time leading scorer in Minnesota High School 
Basketball history earlier this season surpassing both the Boys & Girls all-time leading scorers. 

Wrestling 
●​ The Wrestling team is gearing up for their Individual Section Championships this coming weekend. They won 

their 1st Round match in the Section 7A Team Competition 54-23 over Blackduck/Cass Lake-Bena before falling 
to the eventual Section Champions Staples-Motley. At the Great River Conference Championships they had many 
reach the podium including the Conference Champion at 172lbs Deacon Larson. Other top finishers include 2nd 
Place (Ezra Jacobson, Parker Cash) 3rd Place (Grayce Matich, Shadi Bozorg) 4th Place (Weston McKay, John 
Frahm, Madi Monnier, Naomi Ridlon).
