During your stay you'll ascend to
the observation deck of the Shanghai World
Financial Center and also see the Jade
Buddha Temple. Sculpted out of white jade,
these Buddhas were brought from Burma
by a Chinese monk in the last century. One
portrays Buddha experiencing Enlightenment;
the other his transcendence into Nirvana.
Stroll past goldfish ponds and admire classical
Chinese landscape in the Yu Garden. Before
you depart, pick up a souvenir along colorful
Nanjing Lu, or Nanjing Road.
