Dear Mr. Gonzalez,

We would like to provide you with the following information and recommendation
regarding the proposed Change Order #1 for the Austin Center Parking Lot
Addition:

EPISD has requested several significant changes regarding the scope of work for
the Austin Parking Lot. These items were documented in Proposal Requests #1
thru #5. They are summarized as follows:

PR#1: Removal of foundation buried in playground area

PR#2: Replacement of wood ramps at portables with concrete ramps and steps
Provide new concrete sidewalks to replace existing asphalt walks
Add landscaping on East side of building where trees were removed
Add electrical lines to each gate for future electronic controls
Add covered walk from West parking into building
Add 30 sign posts and wheel stops for assigned parking

PR#3: Extend covered walk on W side of building to cover new door
Remove grease trap and replace with new concrete pavement

PR#4: Replace roofing on portables and shed to match main building

PR#5: Provide credit for reconstituted asphalt aggregate in lieu of crushed stone

The contractor has proposed a total of $93,706.53 for all of these items.

We have reviewed the proposed costs of each Proposal Request and consider
them reasonable for the scope of work required. Therefore, we recommend
consideration be given to accepting Proposal Request #1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 as Change
Order #1 for this project.
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Furthermore, we recommend using $14,000.00 of the $18,000 betterment and
testing allowances included in the contract to offset the cost of this change order.

As a result, we are requesting consideration of approval for Change Order #1 for
$79,706.53. The change order will add 30 days to the schedule for a completion
date of April 6, 2018

A board shall not award a contract for general construction, im-
provements, services, or public works projects or for purchase of
supplies, materials, or equipment to a bidder whose principal place
of business is not in this state, unless the nonresident underbids
the lowest bid submitted by a responsible resident bidder by an
amount that is not less than the greater of the amount by which a
resident bidder would be required to underbid a nonresident bidder
to obtain a comparable contract in the state in which the nonresi-
dent's principal place of business is located or a state in which a
majority of the manufacturing relating to the contract will be per-
formed. Gov't Code 2252.001-.002

This requirement shall not apply to a contract involving federal
funds. A district shall rely on information published by the comp-
troller in evaluating the bids of a nonresident bidder. Gov't Code
2252.003-.004

A district shall publish in the request for proposals or qualifications
the criteria that will be used to evaluate the offerors and the appli-
cable weighted value for each criterion. Gov't Code 2269.056(b)

A person who submits a bid, proposal, or qualification to a govern-
mental entity shall seal it before delivery. Gov't Code 2269.059

A district shall base its selection among offerors on applicable crite-
ria listed for the particular method used. Gov't Code 2269.056(b)

A district shall document the basis of its selection and shall make
the evaluations public not later than the seventh day after the date
the contract is awarded. Gov't Code 2269.056(c), .105

If a change in plans or specifications is necessary after the perfor-
mance of a contract is begun or if it is necessary to decrease or
increase the quantity of work to be performed or of materials,
equipment, or supplies to be furnished, the district may approve

change orders making the changes. The district may grant general
authority to an administrative official to approve the change orders.

The total contract price may not be increased because of the
changes unless additional money for increased costs is approved
for that purpose from available money or is provided for by the au-
thorization of the issuance of time warrants.

A contract with an original contract price of $1 million or more may
not be increased by more than 25 percent. If a change order for a
contract with an original contract price of less than $1 million in-
creases the contract amount to $1 million or more, the total of the
subsequent change orders may not increase the revised contract
amount by more than 25 percent of the original contract price.

If the selected or designated architect or engineer is not a full-time
employee of the district, the district shall select the architect or en-
gineer on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications
as provided by Government Code 2254.004 [see PROCURING
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES, below].
Gov't Code 2269.057
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The Superintendent shall establish procedures that ensure that all
school facilities within the District comply with applicable laws and
local building codes.

Prior to advertising, the Board shall determine the project deliv-
ery/contract award method to be used for each construction con-
tract valued at or above $50,000. To assist the Board, the Superin-
tendent shall recommend the project delivery/contract award
method that he or she determines provides the best value to the
District. [See CV series]

For construction contracts valued at or above $50,000, the Super-
intendent shall also submit the resulting contract to the Board for
approval. Lesser expenditures for construction and construction-
related materials or services shall be at the discretion of the Super-
intendent and consistent with law and policy. [See aiso CH]

Bidding for District construction projects for which the architect is
contracted shall be handied by the architect, who will be responsi-
ble for receiving and recording all bonds, deposits, and other doc-
uments as required. Performance and pay bonds in the amount of
the estimated cost of the project shall be required before contracts
for construction are signed.

Change orders permitted by law shall be approved prior to any
changes being made in the approved plans or the actual construc-
tion of the facility.

Change orders valued at or above $50,000 shall require Board ap-
proval. The Superintendent shall be authorized to approve change
orders of a lesser amount.

In all change orders, the District’s architect shall give a written cost
estimate of the proposed change and submit it to the administra-
tion. The signature of the Superintendent or designee shall be re-
quired before a change order may be executed.

When emergencies arise that require an immediate response, the
architect may issue a field order when the amount in question is
not over $1,000. However, a cost estimate shall be submitted and
verbal approval given by the Superintendent or designee before
proceeding. The field order shall then be followed by a written
change order as indicated above.

All construction projects shall be administered by the Superinten-
dent or designee.

The Superintendent shall keep the Board informed concerning
construction projects and also shall provide information to the gen-
eral public.
