Day 1: Fly overnight to Austria

Day 2: Vienna
–	�Meet your Tour Director at the airport in Vienna. 
–	�Travel to Vienna, residence of the imperial court 

for six centuries. Vienna is marked with the seal 
of the powerful Habsburgs, a family who once 
ruled over half of Europe.

Day 3: Vienna
–	�Visit the Ringstrasse, a series of wide 

boulevards commissioned by Emperor Franz 
Josef in 1857, Parliament, and the flower-
adorned City Hall during your expertly guided 
tour of Vienna. 

–	�Visit Schönbrunn Palace, where Marie 
Antoinette spent her childhood. When a 
6-year-old Mozart performed here, he told 
the future Queen of France, “I’ll marry you 
when I’m grown up!” After viewing the elegant 
interior, stroll through the palace’s beautifully 
landscaped gardens.

– Attend an evening of classical music in one of  
   Vienna’s many traditional concert halls. Famed  
   musicians such as Mozart, Beethoven, Haydn,  
   Strauss, Brahms, and Schubert all have ties to  
   the Austrian capital.
– �Explore more of Vienna or
	  experience Viennese waltz dancing.
–	�Enjoy an authentic Wiener Schnitzel dinner.

Day 4: Vienna | Salzburg | Munich
–	�Travel to Salzburg.
–	�Get an introduction to Salzburg with your    

Tour Director.
– Time to see more of Salzburg or
	  take a Sound of Music tour. 
–	�Continue on to Munich, where you’ll experience 

the medieval to the modern.

Day 5: Munich
–	�During your expertly guided tour of Munich, 

you’ll see the Olympic Stadium, Marienplatz’s 
neo-Gothic New Town Hall with its famous 
Glockenspiel, and the Residenz, former home 
of the Wittelsbach Dukes of Bavaria. 

–	Visit Dachau, a WWII Nazi concentration camp  
   built in 1933 and liberated by the allies in 1945  
   that now serves as a memorial museum.
–	�Stroll past the famous Hofbräuhaus, once the 

royal brewery of the Kingdom of Bavaria, on 
your walking tour of the city. 

Day 6: Munich | Tyrol region
–	�Visit the stunning Linderhof Palace, a traditional 

Bavarian palace finished in 1886 with inspiration 
taken from Louis XIV’s Versailles (pending 
availability).

– Stop for a photo as you catch a glimpse of  
   Neuschwanstein Castle. 
–	�Travel to the Tyrol region.

Day 7: Tyrol region | Liechtenstein | Lucerne
–	�Make a stop in Liechtenstein.
–	�Continue to the Lucerne region, where the 

majestic Swiss Alps rise behind the shores 
of Lake Lucerne and provide the stunning 
backdrop to one of Switzerland’s most 
picturesque cities. 

Day 8: Lucerne
–	�During your tour of Lucerne you’ll see the 

poignant Lion Monument, or Löwendenkmal, 
a sandstone statue commemorating the Swiss 
Guards slain during the 1792 Paris storming 
of the Tuileries. Follow Lucerne’s winding, 
cobbled streets past fairy-tale houses to the 
Chapel Bridge, or Kapellbrücke. Stroll along 
this covered bridge, which dates back to 
medieval days, and admire the colorful  
murals overhead. 

– Enjoy a thoroughly Swiss experience as you  
   travel to the top of the Alps, take a boat across  
   Lake Lucerne (seasonal), and ride a cog railway  
   to either Mount Pilatus or Mount Rigi.
– �Explore more of Lucerne or
	  attend a Swiss fondue evening.

Day 9: Lucerne | Heidelberg
–	�Travel along the Black Forest to Heidelberg.
–	�Take a tour of Heidelberg.
–	�Visit Heidelberg Castle wine barrel.

Day 10: Depart for home

– Travel to the Rhineland.
– �Take a Rhine River cruise (April-October).
– �Take a tour of Koblenz, including Old Town.

Day 11: Cologne | Bonn | Rhineland

– Visit the Museum of German History.
– �Create your own sweet souvenir bag at the 

Haribo Factory Store.
