The School Health Advisory Council (SHAC) was established for the public purpose of
recommending health curriculum to the Ector County ISD Board of Trustees, as
recommended by law.

(1) or more school teachers, public school administrators, district students, healthcare
professionals, members of the business community, law enforcement representatives,
senior citizens, clergy, representatives of non-profit health organizations, or
representatives from other groups.

The Board of Trustees shall consider, but is not limited to, written applications that are
submitted by any eligible person desiring to serve on the Council.
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It is recommended that the Board of Trustees take action and appoint/reappoint by
ballot applicants to serve as a Student Health Advisory Council member for a two (2)
year term.
