(SAAH), a student may be eligible for general education home-
bound services if the student is to be confined for a minimum of
four weeks to a hospital or homebound setting for medical rea-
sons specifically documented by a physician licensed to practice in
the United States. The weeks of confinement need not may be
corncecutve eligibletorgeneraleducation-hemebound-sepvices:
The parent’s request for services shall be submitted tomade
through the principal in accordance with TEA’s SAAH and adminis-
trative procedures.

The principal or designee shall convene a placement committee
composed of at least a campus administrator, a teacher of the stu-
dent, and the parent or guardian of the student to consider the ne-
cessity of providing general education homebound instruction to
the student. If the committee determines that such instruction is
appropriate, the committee shall determine the type and amount of
instruction to be provided and, if applicablewhen-the-studentis
able-toreturn-to-the regulareducational-setting, the length of the
transition period to the school-based setting based on current
medical information.

Consistent with state rule and the SAAH, a student receiving
For special education services may be eligible for special edu-
cation homebound services if the student is to be confined for
a minimum of four weeks to a hospital or homebound setting
for medical reasons specifically documented by a physician li-
censed to practice in the United States. If a student is chroni-
cally ill, the student’s admission, review, and dismissal (stu-
dents;-the ARD) committee shall determine whether the weeks
of confinement need to be consecutive.

If the ARD committee determines that homebound instruction
is appropriate, the committee shall determine the type and
amount of instruction to be provided in accordance with law, and,

if applicableand,-when-the-studentis-able-to-return-to-the-regular

educational-setting, the length of the transition period to the
school-based setting based on current medical information.

The District shall maintain, in-accordance-with-administrative pro-

cedures; full documentation about students receiving homebound
services In accordance with administrative procedures, the
SAAH, and a student’s individualized education program (IEP),
as applicable.
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
