●​ Celebrations & Updates: 
○​ I previously shared that we are focusing on providing more training for 

middle school math teachers to support their use of our district-approved 
curriculum tool. This training starts next week, and principals have worked 
hard to plan with the trainers to provide actionable, meaningful support for 
teachers and principals.  

○​ The 2025-26 CIP Plan was approved by the State Board of Education, 
and the plan was updated on the district website prior to October 1st. 

○​ I’ve completed all Fall evaluation meetings with LJSD building principals.   
 

●​ Focus Areas: 
○​ Continue the process of re-evaluating the organization of district-approved 

curriculum resources in order to increase ease of access for staff and 
patrons.
