Executive Summary (Brief description of agenda item):

Districts are required to certify annually to the State Board of Education and the commissioner that,
for each subject in the required curriculum other than physical education, students have access to
instructional materials that cover all of the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills.

By approving the certification form, the district superintendent and board of trustees certify: 1) that
the district's instructional materials allotment(IMA) is used only for expenses allowed by the Texas
Education Code (TEC); 2) that for the coming school year, the district has instructional materials
that cover all elements of the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills of the required curriculum
identified in TEC for each subject and grade-level (other than physical education); 3) that, upon
request, the district will provide to the State Board of Education the title and publication information
for any instructional materials requisitioned or purchased by the district with the district's IMA funds.
