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a. Program Description 

The Core Transfer Maps broadly describe course requirements for students at any Oregon 
community college or public university. Students who have not yet declared a major and plan to 
transfer may take classes that fit these categories at any Oregon community college and expect 
all classes to transfer and meet at least 30 credits of general education requirements for a 
bachelor’s degree at any Oregon public university. 

 
Note that many majors have specific course requirements for categories within the Core 
Transfer Maps. The Core Transfer Maps are intended as starting points for students who plan to 
transfer to a university but are unsure of their intended major or transfer destination. Students 
who are certain of their major, but not their transfer destination, should determine if there is a 
developed Major Transfer Map for their chosen discipline, and follow that as a guide. Students 
who are certain of both their major and their intended transfer destination should consult an 
advisor for information on an existing specific articulation agreement, Major Transfer Map, or 
degree map that will prescribe their course requirements.
