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The superintendent or designee shall be authorized to establish school stores for the purpose of
the sale of books-and-related-instructional equipment school supplies, school and/or district
spirit wear and merchandise, and food and beverage. ltems for sale by the school store must be
in compliance with district policy and state and federal law and approved by the Director of
Secondary Programs and District Serwces or deS|gnee Ihese—steFes—shaH-be—mamtamed

align with best practices as outlined by the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB)
and as approved by the Chief Financial Officer.
