ABSTRACT:
Board policy revisions require Board approval.
ISSUE:

At issue is to approve the first reading of the proposed revisions to BP 3541.2 Transportation for
Children with Disabilities and open for public comments.

BACKGROUND AND/OR PERTINENT INFORMATION:

The Superintendent/designee presents drafts or suggestions for board policy revisions when the law
changes or specific needs occur. Policy revisions shall normally be given two readings prior to
adoption by the Board.

This is the first reading of the proposed revisions to BP 3541.2 Transportation for Children with
Disabilities within the Business and Non-Instructional Operations series.

This update includes additional inclusive language and updated references.

The Board Policy Committee reviewed the proposed changes, recommends approval and to open
for public comments.

BP 3541.2 TRANSPORTATION FOR SPECIAL EDUCATION
STUDENTSCHILDREN WITH DISABILITIES

Note: Children with disabilities must be transported with other non-disabled children if
the district provides transportation to other students in the district. Separate
transportation for an exceptional child is authorized only when it is in the best interest of
that child due to the nature of the physical or mental disability. AS 14.30.347.

The School Board recognizes its responsibility to provide transportation services which
give handicapped students access to appropriate education programs and services.
The district shall provide transportation for students with disabilities fer-exceptional
students-in accordance with needs specified in their Individualized Education Program
(IEP).

In selecting the most appropriate mode of transportation, IEP teams shall consider the
student's unique safety and health needs, the availability of equipment, existing
transportation schedules, and the extent to which transportation arrangements may help
the student develop independent mobility skills.

Whenever possible, children with disabilities shall be transported with students without
disabilities.
