Marble Falls ISD Agreed Corrective Action Plan

Executive Summary:

On July 31, 2024 Marble Falls ISD Administration was notified by the Texas Education Agency (TEA) that Marble Falls ISD
submitted student discipline data from the 2022-2023 school year that falls outside of a range expected for out-of-school
suspensions involving students experiencing homelessness. TEA requested documentation to give Marble Falls ISD an
opportunity to address the identified data concerns.

Marble Falls ISD Administration submitted the requested documentation to TEA on August 30, 2024.

On September 29, 2024 the Texas Education Agency requested additional documentation regarding the compliance review.
Marble Falls Administration submitted the additional requested documentation to TEA on September 30, 2024.

On December 3, 2024 the Texas Education Agency notified Marble Falls ISD Administration that after reviewing the
documentation submitted, TEA determined Marble Falls ISD is not in compliance with all legal requirements regarding

students experiencing homelessness and attached a corrective action plan to be implemented.

This evening, Marble Falls ISD Administration will provide an overview of the compliance review, the corrective action
plan, as well as a timeline of training required for staff.

It is the administration's recommendation for the Board of Trustees to approve the Texas Education Agency Agreed
Corrective Action Plan for Marble Falls ISD on first read if possible in order to return the documents to the Texas Education
Agency before the Christmas Break.
