Here is a space where Turner staff will offer families a glimpse into classroom activities, special

projects, and important milestones, fostering collaboration and communication between home

and school. This dedicated space allows parents to stay informed about their child's learning

environment and the exciting developments taking place throughout the school.

Mrs. Goolish's Class

In life skills, we revisited our core values throughout the school day.

We have also been really working on keeping our hands to

ourselves, keeping a quiet voice tone, following directions, and

using a respectful voice.

In phonics, the students continue to work on knowing and

identifying all letters and sounds, blending sounds together, and how

to correctly write each letter. We have been working on learning

trick words (high-frequency words).

In ELA, we work on listening and reading stories to answer simple

wh-questions. Some of the stories our unit has covered are looking

at My Country: Yesterday and Today. They are looking at the past

compared to the present.

In math, we work on patterns, one-to-one correspondence, simple

addition and subtraction, place value, telling time to the hour, and

identifying basic coins. Some students have moved into double-digit

addition and subtraction with regrouping.

Kindergarten

Math

In math, kindergarten students have been working on addition and

subtraction while using number bonds. We have also worked on

measurement and weight. Students should be able to count to 60 or

above by now.

Reading/Writing

Students are continuing to write new CVC words (example: cat, pig,

web, sun, hot). Students are working on writing a simple sentence

with new “heart words” (sight words) and CVC words. In Spanish, we

are working on reading short 2-syllable words and short sentences.

Amplify

Kindergarten students are continuing within their Farms unit in

Amplify, learning all about different animal groups.



1st Grade

Literacy:

In Amplify, we completed our study of Early American Civilizations.

Our next unit will be Astronomy. In UFLI, we finished our study of

CVCe words, and will be moving on to reading and writing longer

words with word endings.

Math:

In math, we completed our unit on measurement. In Module 4, we

will be studying place value, comparison, and addition and

subtraction to 40.

Thank you for continuing to support students in completing their

math homework and for encouraging reading at home!

2nd Grade
Literacy:

We completed our unit about the War of 1812. The students learned

all about our first four presidents, how “The Star Spangled Banner”

was written, and how The White House was burned by the British.

Our next unit is called Cycles in Nature. We will learn about the

cycle of the seasons, the cycle of day and night, plant life cycles,

and animal life cycles.

Math:

We have finished module 4 and are beginning module 5. Module 5

continues to teach students different strategies to solve addition

and subtraction problems with mental math. We also learn addition

and subtraction with regrouping with larger numbers.

Homework:

We have seen many students in recent weeks forgetting to do their

homework. Reading every night helps students to develop new

vocabulary and knowledge. Plus, it’s a great way to relieve stress

and get away from screen time. If you need book recommendations,

let us know!

3rd Grade
Literacy:

Students are completing their unit studying the Viking Age. They

embarked on a Viking Quest, collecting resources, journeying

through Scandinavia, and learning more about Viking life. They also

read several Norse myths, which strengthened their ability to answer

questions, cite textual evidence, and analyze characters. In the next

unit, students will read a novel called Stella Diaz Has Something to

Say. This novel highlights the life of Stella, a third grader, as she

navigates speaking two languages, living in two cultures, and finding

her own voice.



Math:

Students are working on Module 4, which focuses on measurement

and finding the area of various shapes. Students began by relating

arrays to the area model and are learning to apply these skills to a

real-world context.

Science:

The students are working on the science unit: Life Cycles for

Survival. The students learned about the characteristics of living

things, the stages of the life cycles of plants and animals, traits that

are passed down and help living things survive, and how animals

work together in groups to survive.

4th Grade

Literacy:

Students have begun Unit 5: Geology, which focuses on Earth

science topics such as Earth’s layers, plate tectonics, weathering,

and erosion. Students learn how landforms such as mountains and

volcanoes are formed through processes like continental drift and

seafloor spreading. This unit also integrates critical ELA skills,

including the writing process, vocabulary development (suffix -ly and

root rupt), and reading comprehension. Students will create

informational texts, such as pamphlets and wiki-style entries, about

geological phenomena while practicing grammar and spelling.

Coming soon: Unit 7: The American Revolution

Math: We are finishing Module 4: Measurement and Plane Figures.

Students are learning about geometric concepts, including points,

lines, rays, angles, and degrees. They are practicing measuring

angles with protractors, applying angle addition and subtraction, and

classifying triangles and quadrilaterals based on their properties,

such as parallel and perpendicular lines.

Coming soon: Module 5 – Fractions

Lectoescritura / English Language Development (ELD)

Students are strengthening reading and writing skills through Lotta

Lara lessons and dictados, focusing on spelling, fluency, and

comprehension. Dual language students complete these activities

in Spanish, while monolingual English students complete them in

English.

Social Studies:

Students are working on our Illinois Unit, where students will learn

about the establishment and development of the state of Illinois

through discussions and research.

5th Grade
As students near the midterm and finish up the first round of state

testing, we as a fifth grade team want to celebrate how much

progress they have made and demonstrated from the beginning of

the year to now. We look forward to continuing to foster that growth

and see them really bloom in the spring.



In 5th-grade math, we are working through our fraction units and

getting a deeper understanding of what a fraction represents.

Furthermore, we are dissecting word problems, getting students to

interpret what is being asked, identify key concepts, and then outline

the exact steps for solving.

In language arts, students are learning about the Renaissance and

how it has changed the world we know today. We have been

exploring informational text features and in dual language, using

them to bridge between both languages and bridge skills.

We are also preparing them for middle school. They are learning to

transition themselves and what other skills they need to be

successful. Procedures may change and be more independent and

student-led.

Finally, we will be going to Feed My Starving Children in February. In

lieu of Valentine’s Day and a party, we will be doing a service project.

Kindergarten- is learning about shapes in art

1st grade- is learning how to mix primary colors to create secondary

colors

2nd grade- is learning about art from different cultures (Lunar New

Year)

3rd grade- is learning about clay and creating pinch pots

4th grade- is learning about clay and creating slab animal faces

5th grade- is learning about clay and creating coil pots

SEL/Health
Kinder-3rd grades are starting their units on nutrition and making

healthy food choices.

4th grade is beginning their unit on disease prevention. Students

will learn how to implement healthy habits to prevent diseases while

recognizing the connections between the environment and our

personal health.



5th grade is beginning an 8-week program called “Botvin: Life Skills,”

which is led by our district police officer, Officer O’Neil. He is leading

students through a series of lessons on making healthy life choices

(decision making, avoiding peer pressure, etc.).

Music

Kinder-Kinder students are exploring different classroom percussion

instruments. We are learning to play different instruments and using

body percussion to perform and show a steady beat to songs of

different tempos (speed level).

We also have

been listening to “The Skater’s Waltz” by Emile Waldteufel and

creating a picture based on the song elements of long and short

sounds.
