Mawi Asgedom is a refugee turned Harvard 

graduate who has written eight books and spoken to 

over one million students and educators in more than 

40 states. 

As a child, he fled civil war in Ethiopia and survived 

a Sudanese refugee camp for three years. After 

resettling in Wheaton, Illinois, he overcame poverty, 

language barriers, and personal tragedy to graduate 

from Harvard University with a degree in American 

history. Since then, Asgedom has also created a suite 

of online leadership courses and founded Mental 

Karate, a leadership system used to inspire students.
