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Bylaws of the Board
Standing Cemmittees Subcommittees

Standing subcommittees members shall be appointed by the Chairperson of the Board of Education
at-a-Board-of Education-meeting at such time as the Board decides to ereate-orrecreate establish or
continue the subcommittee. The Chairperson shall be an ex officio member of each standing
subcommittee. Standing subcommittees shall have at least three members and no more than four so
as not to constitute a quorum when meeting.

Should it be necessary, the Chairperson or Acting Chairperson of the subcommittee is authorized to
appoint any Board member in attendance at that meeting, provided the subcommittee does not
exceed four members.

The duties of the subcommittee shall be outlined at the time of appointment, and the subcommittee
shall report to the Board of Education, as needed.

Minutes shall be kept in accordance with Board policy and the Freedom of Information Act.

Generally, subcommittee meetings shall be scheduled on a monthly basis. with-the-exception—of
Field—Fees—that—will-be—scheduled—as—needed: However, the subcommittee Chairperson, in
consultation with the Superintendent, can cancel the meeting should there be no pressing business.
