6230 KID CONNECTION PROGRAMS

Realizing the need for adequate non-instructional child care of school age children, the
primary objective of a Kid Connection program shall be provision of quality child care for
school age children. This is a fee-based program.

The best locations are usually schools and sites that can be served by existing
transportation systems. Such programs meet a very important need of children and provide
a source for family support in the community.

Written standards for Community Education Kid Connection programs will be on file in the
Superintendent's office and at each Kid Connection site. Standards are subject to revision
by the School Board and will be reviewed annually by the Citywide Community Education
Advisory Council.
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
