	Executive Summary Brief description of agenda item: JoAnn Sugg graduated with a bachelor's degree in home economics from Texas A&I University in 1975, which is now Texas A&M-Kingsville. Mrs. Sugg began her teaching career in 1975 with a ten year stint in Evant ISD teaching subjects such as Texas History and 6th grade reading. In 1985, she began at Gatesville High School and would serve GISD full time for 26 years retiring in 2011. However, JoAnn would return to GISD in February 2012 as a half-time teacher and work another four and a half years before retiring in May of 2016. Mrs. Sugg taught generations of students the culinary arts, occupational home economics, and community services. In some of her teaching evaluations, Principal Mike Barr wrote, "Mrs. Sugg's greatest strength is her deep feelings for her students; particularly the ones who seem so have no one else but her. She has a big heart."  Principal Roland Lambert wrote, "I don't know how you manage to give your students so much support and encouragement." In her resignation letter, JoAnn wrote, "I could not have asked for a more wonderful community, administration, and staff to experience. One gift I have received from my teaching career is in the form of relationships that I have developed with my students and their parents. My two sons both received an excellent education from Gatesville ISD but more importantly they received a sense of belonging and acceptance from every staff member at every campus. The most priceless gift I received is the love and support of the wonderful, caring individuals that are employed here. They are my family and family is forever. All of you will always remain in my heart." Altogether, JoAnn served in education for 41 years. For all these reasons, JoAnn Sugg is a Hornet Legend..
