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The District President shall be authorized to:  

1. Apply, on behalf of the Board, for any and all special federal 
and state grants and awards as deemed appropriate for the 
College District’s operations; 

2. Approve commitment of College District funds for matching, 
cost sharing, cooperative, or jointly funded projects up to the 
amounts specifically allowed under the College District budget 
approved by the Board; and 

3. Approve grant and award amendments as necessary. 

The College District shall comply with all requirements for state 
and federal grants and awards imposed by law, the awarding 
agency, or an applicable pass-through entity.  The District Presi-
dent shall develop and enforce financial management systems, in-
ternal control procedures, procurement procedures, and other ad-
ministrative procedures as needed to provide reasonable 
assurance that the College District is complying with requirements 
for state and federal grants and awards. 

[See CAAA, CAAB] 

Each employee, Board member, or agent of the College District 
who is engaged in the selection, award, or administration of a con-
tract supported by a federal grant or award, and who has a poten-
tial conflict of interest as defined at 2 C.F.R. 200.318, shall disclose 
to the College District in writing any conflict that meets the disclo-
sure threshold in Local Government Code Chapter 176.  [See 
CAAB] 

In addition, each employee, Board member, or agent of the College 
District shall comply with any other conflict of interest requirements 
imposed by the granting agency or a pass-through entity.   

For purposes of this policy, “immediate family member” has the 
same meaning as “family member” as described in Local Govern-
ment Code Chapter 176.  [See BBFA] 

For purposes of this policy, “partner” shall have the same meaning 
as defined in Business Organizations Code Chapter 1,  
Subchapter A. 

An employee, Board member, or agent of the College District who 
is required to disclose a conflict in accordance with the provisions 
above shall not participate in the selection, award, or administra-
tion of a contract supported by a federal grant or award. 

Employees, Board members, and agents of the College District 
shall not solicit any gratuities, favors, or items from a contractor or 
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a party to a subcontractor for a federal grant or award and shall not 
accept:  

1. Any single item with a value at or above $50; or 

2. Items from a single contractor or subcontractor that have an 
aggregate monetary value exceeding $100 in a 12-month pe-
riod. 

[See BBFB, CAAB, and DBD.  In the event of a violation of these 
requirements, see CDE and DH.] 
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The Board delegates authority to All bequests of property for the 
District President to accept unsolicited gifts on behalfbenefit of the 
College District.   

Any gift that shall vest the potential donor has expressly made con-
ditional uponproperty in the College District’s use for aBoard.  
When not specified purpose,by the grantor, funds or other property 
donated, or the income therefrom, may be expended in any gift of 
real property, shall require Board approvalmanner authorized by 
statute.  The CollegeDistrict President shall make recommenda-
tions to the Board regarding the acceptance of the gift. gifts and 
donations including donor, value, form, and restrictions.  The au-
thority to accept gifts shall be vested solely with the Board. 

The College District shall not accept any gift that would violate or 
conflict with policies of or actions by the Board or with federal or 
state law.  The College DistrictBoard shall not accept gifts that dis-
criminate against any person on the grounds of sex, gender, race, 
color, religion, national origin, age, or disability. 

Before the District President accepts a gift or recommends ac-
ceptance of a gift to the Board, as applicable, the District President 
shall consider whether the gift: 

1. Has a purpose consistent with the College District’s educa-
tional philosophy, goals, and objectives; 

2. Places any restrictions on a campus or College District pro-
gram; 

3. Would support a program that the Board may be unable or 
unwilling to continue when the donation of funds is exhausted; 

4. Would result in ancillary or ongoing costs for the College Dis-
trict; 

5. Requires employment of additional personnel; 

6. Requires or implies the endorsement of a specific business or 
product [see GE for advertising opportunities]; 

7. Would result in inequitable funding, equipment, or resources 
among College District schools or programs;  

8. Obligates the College District or a campus to engage in spe-
cific actions; or  

9. Affects the physical structure of a building or would require 
extensive maintenance on the part of the College District. 

Once accepted, a gift becomes the sole property of the College 
District. 
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An employee who solicits gifts on behalf of the College District or 
to use in the fulfillment of his or her professional responsibilities 
shall comply with relevant state and federal law and College Dis-
trict policy and regulations, including those addressing the use of 
names or images of the College District, campuses, employees, or 
students. 

All donations solicited on behalf of the College District, including 
solicitations in the name of the College District or a campus, or do-
nations solicited using College District or campus resources, be-
come the sole property of the College District for use consistent 
with the terms of the solicitation.   
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To ensure sufficient security and protection of the students, staff, 
and property of the College District, the Board shall authorizeau-
thorizes the formation of thea College District securitypolice depart-
ment and shall employ and commission peace officers. 

The jurisdiction of College District peace officers isshall include all 
the territorycounties in the boundarieswhich property is owned, 
leased, rented, or otherwise under the control of the College Dis-
trict and all property, real and personal, outside the boundaries of 
the College District that is owned, leased, or rented by or otherwise 
under the College District’s control. 

PeaceWhile within the jurisdiction set out in this policy, peace offic-
ers employed and commissioned by the College District shall have 
all the following powers, privileges, and immunities of peace offic-
ers while in the jurisdiction provided by this policy.  Peace.  College 
District peace officers shall have the authority to:: 

1. Investigate and prevent violations of law, ordinances, or Col-
lege District policy that occur on College District property, at 
school zones, and/or at College District functions; that involve 
College District vehicles, equipment or buses; or that involve 
offenses against the College District or against College Dis-
trict staff or Board members in their capacity as College Dis-
trict staff or Board members; 

1. ServeProtect the safety and welfare of any person in the juris-
diction of the College District and protect the property of the 
College District. 

2. Enforce all laws, including municipal ordinances, county ordi-
nances, and state laws, and investigate violations of law as 
needed.  In doing so, College District police officers may 
serve search warrants and arrest warrants in connection with 
College District-related investigations; 

3.2. Take juveniles into custody as provided by in compliance with 
the FamilyTexas Code; of Criminal Procedure. 

4.3. Arrest suspects consistent with state and federal statutory 
and constitutional standards governing arrests, including ar-
rests without warrant, for felonies and breaches of the 
peaceoffenses that occur in the officer’s presence withinor un-
der the other rules set out in the jurisdiction of the College 
District;Texas Code of Criminal Procedure. 

5. Patrol campuses (not streets) in connection with the perfor-
mance of duties provided by this policy; 

6. Engage in activities and programs approved by the director of 
safety and security designed to prevent or deter crimes 
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against College District property or College District staff, stu-
dents, and visitors; 

7. Carry weapons as directed by the director of safety and secu-
rity; 

8. Assist in providing traffic and parking control at athletic 
events, at campus openings or closings, or at any other time 
deemed necessary by the director of safety and security to 
ensure the safety and welfare of students, staff, and College 
District patrons; 

9.4. Where appropriate, coordinateCoordinate and cooperate with 
commissioned officers of all other law enforcement agencies 
in the enforcement of this policy; as necessary. 

5. Enforce College District policies on College District property 
or at College District functions. 

10.6. Investigate violations of College District policy, rules, and reg-
ulations as requested by the College District administra-
tionDistrict President and participate in administrative hear-
ings concerning the alleged violations;. 

11. Participate in judicial proceedings; and 

12. Apprehend suspects consistent with this policy. 

7. Peace officers employed by the College District shall not initi-
ate any law enforcement action based on an individual’s race, 
ethnicity, or national origin.  The directorCarry weapons as di-
rected by the chief of safetypolice and securityapproved by 
the District President. 

8. Carry out all other duties as directed by the chief of police or 
District President. 

College District police officers shall developenforce all laws, includ-
ing municipal ordinances, county ordinances, and implement 
rulesstate laws within another law enforcement agency’s jurisdic-
tion while temporarily assigned to ensure compliance with Articles 
2.131 through 2.138, Chapter 2, Code of Criminal Procedurethe 
other agency. 

No officer commissioned under this policy may wear or use the 
College District security uniform or badge or shall provide law en-
forcement or security services while working for an outside em-
ployer unlesswithout prior written approval is received by the direc-
tor of safety and security and the vice president of administration, 
as approved by the College Presidentfrom the chief of police and 
District President or designee.  See DFB(Local) for additional re-
quirements related to non-school employment. 
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The director of safety and securityThe College District’s police de-
partment and the law enforcement agencies with which it has over-
lapping jurisdiction shall enter into a memorandum of understand-
ing that outlines reasonable communication and coordination 
efforts among all the department and the agencies or departments 
with overlapping jurisdiction..  The directorchief of safety and secu-
ritypolice and the vice president of administrationDistrict President 
or designee shall review the memorandum of understanding at 
least once every year.  The memorandum of understanding shall 
be presented to the College President for review and recommen-
dation toapproved by the Board. 

The use of force, including deadly force, shall be authorized only 
when reasonable and necessary.  The use of excessive force is ex-
pressly forbidden, as outlined in the department regulations man-
ual. 

While under the jurisdiction provided by this policy, officersOfficers 
shall not engage in high-speed chases or the hot pursuit of sus-
pected offenders in a motor vehicle when the immediate danger to 
the public or the officer created by the pursuit exceeds the immedi-
ate or potential danger presented by the offender’s remaining at 
large.  Officers shall suspend a pursuit whenever the risk to the 
public exceeds the immediate or potential danger of the offender 
remaining at large.  While outside the jurisdiction provided by this 
policy, no officer shall initiate or participate in the hot pursuit of a 
suspected offenderoffenders remaining at large.  Guidelines for 
high-speed pursuits shall be addressed in the department regula-
tions manual. 

Video equipment shall be used on a College District police car for 
safety purposes whenever the flashing lights on a car are in use. 

Recordings shall be considered law enforcement records, shall re-
main in the custody of the chief of police, and shall be maintained 
as required by the department regulations manual and law. 

All College District officers shall receive at least 40 hoursthe mini-
mum amount of continuing education and firearms training each 
year.  The training shall be approved TCLEOSErequired by law. 

To carry out the provisions in this policy, the police department 
shall compile and include training in civil rights, racial sensitivity, 
cultural diversity, and recognition of casesmaintain a manual that 
involve child abuse, child neglect, family violencedescribes and 
sets forth operational procedures, rules, and regulations pertaining 
to the administration of police services.  The chief of police and the 
District President or designee shall review the manual annually and 
make any appropriate revisions. 
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The chief of police shall develop and implement regulations to en-
sure compliance with state law regarding racial profiling.  Peace of-
ficers employed by the College District shall not initiate any law en-
forcement action based on an individual’s race, ethnicity, or 
national origin.sexual assault. 

Complaints against a College District police officer shall be in writ-
ing on a form provided by the College District and shall be signed 
by the person making the complaint.  In accordance with law, the 
College District shall provide to the police officer a copy of the com-
plaint.  [See COMPLAINTS AGAINST PEACE OFFICER at 
CHA(LEGAL)] 

Appeals regarding this complaint process shall be filed in accord-
ance with DGBA, FLD, or GB, as appropriate. 
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Note: This policy addresses discrimination, harassment, and 
retaliation targeting College District employees.  In this 
policy, the term “employees” includes former employees 
and applicants for employment.  For the College Dis-
trict’s response to discrimination, harassment, and retali-
ation targeting students, see FFD. 

The College District prohibits discrimination, including harassment, 
against any employee on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, na-
tional origin, age, disability, veteran status, or any other basis pro-
hibited by law.  Retaliation against anyone involved in the com-
plaint process is a violation of College District policy. 

Discrimination against an employee is defined as conduct directed 
at an employee on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, national 
origin, age, disability, veteran status, or any other basis prohibited 
by law, that adversely affects the employee’s employment. 

Prohibited harassment of an employee is defined as physical, ver-
bal, or nonverbal conduct based on an employee’s race, color, reli-
gion, sex, national origin, age, disability, or any other basis prohib-
ited by law, when the conduct is so severe, persistent, or pervasive 
that the conduct: 

1. Has the purpose or effect of unreasonably interfering with the 
employee’s work performance;  

2. Creates an intimidating, threatening, hostile, or offensive work 
environment; or  

3. Otherwise adversely affects the employee’s performance, en-
vironment, or employment opportunities. 

Examples of prohibited harassment may include offensive or de-
rogatory language directed at another person’s religious beliefs or 
practices, accent, skin color, gender identity, or need for workplace 
accommodation; threatening or intimidating conduct; offensive 
jokes, name-calling, slurs, or rumors; physical aggression or as-
sault; display of graffiti or printed material promoting racial, ethnic, 
or other stereotypes; or other types of aggressive conduct such as 
theft or damage to property. 

Sexual harassment is a form of sex discrimination defined as un-
welcome sexual advances; requests for sexual favors; sexually 
motivated physical, verbal, or nonverbal conduct; or other conduct 
or communication of a sexual nature when: 

1. Submission to the conduct is either explicitly or implicitly a 
condition of an employee’s employment, or when submission 
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to or rejection of the conduct is the basis for an employment 
action affecting the employee; or 

2. The conduct is so severe, persistent, or pervasive that it has 
the purpose or effect of unreasonably interfering with the em-
ployee’s work performance or creates an intimidating, threat-
ening, hostile, or offensive work environment. 

Examples of sexual harassment may include sexual advances; 
touching intimate body parts; coercing or forcing a sexual act on 
another; jokes or conversations of a sexual nature; and other sex-
ually motivated conduct, communication, or contact. 

The College District prohibits retaliation against an employee who 
makes a claim alleging to have experienced discrimination or har-
assment, or another employee who, in good faith, makes a report, 
serves as a witness, or otherwise participates in an investigation. 

An employee who intentionally makes a false claim, offers false 
statements, or refuses to cooperate with a College District investi-
gation regarding harassment or discrimination is subject to appro-
priate discipline. 

Examples of retaliation may include termination, refusal to hire, de-
motion, and denial of promotion.  Retaliation may also include 
threats, unjustified negative evaluations, unjustified negative refer-
ences, or increased surveillance. 

In this policy, the term “prohibited conduct” includes discrimination, 
harassment, and retaliation as defined by this policy, even if the be-
havior does not rise to the level of unlawful conduct. 

An employee who believes that he or she has experienced prohib-
ited conduct or believes that another employee has experienced 
prohibited conduct shall report the alleged acts within 15 College 
District business days from the date he or she knew or with rea-
sonable diligence should have known of the conduct or action giv-
ing rise to the complaint.  The employee may report the alleged 
acts to his or her immediate supervisor or file a formal complaint 
pursuant to DGBA(LOCAL). 

Alternatively, the employee may report the alleged acts to a Col-
lege District official. 

For the purposes of this policy, College District officials are the 
ADA/Section 504 coordinator, the Title IX coordinator, the Deputy 
Title IX coordinator for human resources, and the College 
President. 
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The College District designates the following person to coordinate 
its efforts to comply with Title II of the Americans with Disabilities 
Act of 1990, as amended, which incorporates and expands upon 
the requirements of Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, 
as amended.

The College President or designee shall serve as coordinator for 
purposes of College District compliance with all other antidiscrimi-
nation laws. 

An employee shall not be required to report prohibited conduct to 
the person alleged to have committed it.  Reports concerning pro-
hibited conduct, including reports against the Title IX coordinator, 
may be directed to the College President or designee. 

A report against the College President may be made directly to the 
Board.  If a report is made directly to the Board, the Board shall ap-
point an appropriate person to conduct an investigation. 

Reports of prohibited conduct regarding the alleged act or 
knowledge of the alleged act shall be made within 15 College Dis-
trict business days from the date the employee knew or with rea-
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sonable diligence should have known of the conduct or action giv-
ing rise to the complaint.  A failure to promptly report may impair 
the College District’s ability to investigate and address the prohib-
ited conduct. 

Any College District supervisor who receives a report of prohibited 
conduct shall immediately notify the appropriate College District of-
ficial listed above and take any other steps required by this policy. 

The College District may request, but shall not insist upon, submis-
sion of a written complaint form.  If a report is made orally, the Col-
lege District official shall reduce the report to written form. 

Upon receipt or notice of a report, the College District official shall 
determine whether the allegations, if proven, would constitute pro-
hibited conduct as defined by this policy.  If so, the College District 
official shall immediately authorize or undertake an investigation, 
regardless of whether a criminal or regulatory investigation regard-
ing the same or similar allegations is pending. 

If appropriate, the College District shall promptly take interim action 
calculated to prevent prohibited conduct during the course of an in-
vestigation. 

The investigation shall be conducted in accordance with 
DGBA(LOCAL).  When appropriate, a third party, such as an attor-
ney, may be designated as the hearing officer by the College Dis-
trict.  Additionally, when appropriate, the supervisor shall be in-
volved in or informed of the investigation. 

The investigation may consist of personal interviews with the per-
son making the report, the person against whom the report is filed, 
and others with knowledge of the circumstances surrounding the 
allegations.  The investigation may also include analysis of other 
information or documents related to the allegations. 

The investigator shall prepare a written report and findings of the 
investigation in accordance with DGBA(LOCAL).  The report shall 
be filed with the College District official overseeing the investiga-
tion. 

If the results of an investigation indicate that prohibited conduct oc-
curred, the College District shall promptly respond by taking appro-
priate disciplinary or corrective action reasonably calculated to ad-
dress the conduct. 

The College District may take action based on the results of an in-
vestigation, even if the conduct did not rise to the level of prohib-
ited or unlawful conduct. 
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To the greatest extent possible, the College District shall respect 
the privacy of the complainant, persons against whom a report is 
filed, and witnesses.  Limited disclosures may be necessary in or-
der to conduct a thorough investigation and comply with applicable 
law. 

A complainant who is dissatisfied with the outcome of the investi-
gation may appeal through DGBA(LOCAL), beginning at the appro-
priate level. 

The complainant may have a right to file a complaint with appropri-
ate state or federal agencies. 

Retention of records shall be in accordance with the College Dis-
trict’s records retention procedures.  [See CIA] 

This policy shall be made available to College District employees 
on the College District’s website.  Copies of the policy shall be 
readily available at the College District administrative offices. 
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Note: This policy addresses employee complaints of sex and 
gender discrimination, sexual harassment, sexual vio-
lence, and retaliation.  For legally referenced material re-
lating to this subject matter, see DAA(LEGAL).  For sex 
discrimination, sexual harassment, sexual violence, and 
retaliation targeting students, see FFDA. 

Solely for purposes of this policy, the term “employee” includes for-
mer employees, applicants for employment, and unpaid interns. 

The College District prohibits discrimination, including harassment, 
against any employee on the basis of sex or gender.  Retaliation 
against anyone involved in the complaint process is a violation of 
College District policy. 

Discrimination against an employee is defined as conduct directed 
at an employee on the basis of sex or gender that adversely affects 
the employee’s employment. 

Sexual harassment is a form of sex discrimination defined as un-
welcome sexual advances; requests for sexual favors; sexually 
motivated physical, verbal, or nonverbal conduct; or other conduct 
or communication of a sexual nature when: 

1. Submission to the conduct is either explicitly or implicitly a 
condition of an employee’s employment, or when submission 
to or rejection of the conduct is the basis for an employment 
action affecting the employee; or 

2. The conduct is so severe, persistent, or pervasive that it has 
the purpose or effect of unreasonably interfering with the em-
ployee’s work performance or creates an intimidating, threat-
ening, hostile, or offensive work environment. 

Sexual violence is a form of sexual harassment.  Sexual violence 
includes physical sexual acts perpetrated against a person’s will or 
where a person is incapable of giving consent due to the victim’s 
use of drugs or alcohol or due to an intellectual or other disability. 

Examples of sexual harassment may include sexual advances; 
touching intimate body parts; coercing or forcing a sexual act on 
another; jokes or conversations of a sexual nature; offensive or de-
rogatory language of a sexual nature directed at another person;

The District President or designee shall serve as coordinator for 
purposes of College District compliance with all other antidiscrimi-
nation laws. 
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An employee shall not be required to report prohibited conduct to 
the person alleged to have committed it.  Reports concerning pro-
hibited conduct, including reports against the Title IX coordinators, 
may be directed to the District President or designee. 

A report against the District President may be made directly to the 
Board.  If a report is made directly to the Board, the Board shall ap-
point an appropriate person to conduct an investigation. 

Reports of prohibited conduct shall be made immediately after the 
alleged act or knowledge of the alleged act.  A failure to promptly 
report may impair the College District’s ability to investigate and 
address the prohibited conduct. 

Any College District supervisor who receives a report of prohibited 
conduct shall immediately notify the appropriate College District of-
ficial listed above and take any other steps required by this policy. 

The College District may request, but shall not insist upon, a writ-
ten report.  If a report is made orally, the College District official 
shall reduce the report to written form. 

Upon receipt or notice of a report, the College District official shall 
determine whether the allegations, if proven, would constitute pro-
hibited conduct as defined by this policy.  If so, the College District 
official shall immediately authorize or undertake an investigation, 
regardless of whether a criminal or regulatory investigation regard-
ing the same or similar allegations is pending. 

If the College District official determines that the allegations, if 
proven, would not constitute prohibited conduct as defined by this 
policy, the College District official shall refer the complaint for con-
sideration under DIAB, as appropriate.  

If appropriate, the College District shall promptly take interim action 
calculated to prevent prohibited conduct during the course of an in-
vestigation. 

The investigation may be conducted by the College District official 
or a designee or by a third party designated by the College District, 
such as an attorney.  When appropriate, the supervisor shall be in-
volved in or informed of the investigation. 

The investigation may consist of personal interviews with the per-
son making the report, the person against whom the report is filed, 
and others with knowledge of the circumstances surrounding the 
allegations.  The investigation may also include analysis of other 
information or documents related to the allegations. 
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Absent extenuating circumstances, the investigation should be 
completed within ten College District business days from the date 
of the report; however, the investigator shall take additional time if 
necessary to complete a thorough investigation. 

The investigator shall prepare a written report of the investigation.  
The report shall be filed with the College District official overseeing 
the investigation. 

If the results of an investigation indicate that prohibited conduct oc-
curred, the College District shall promptly respond by taking appro-
priate disciplinary or corrective action reasonably calculated to ad-
dress the conduct. 

The College District may take action based on the results of an in-
vestigation, even if the conduct did not rise to the level of prohib-
ited or unlawful conduct. 

To the greatest extent possible, the College District shall respect 
the privacy of the complainant, persons against whom a report is 
filed, and witnesses.  Limited disclosures may be necessary in or-
der to conduct a thorough investigation and comply with applicable 
law. 

A complainant who is dissatisfied with the outcome of the investi-
gation may appeal through DGBA(LOCAL), beginning at the appro-
priate level. 

The complainant may have a right to file a complaint with appropri-
ate state or federal agencies. 

Retention of records shall be in accordance with the College Dis-
trict’s records retention procedures.  [See CIA] 

Information regarding this policy and any accompanying proce-
dures, as well as relevant educational and resource materials con-
cerning the topics discussed in this policy, shall be distributed an-
nually to College District employees and students in compliance 
with law and in a manner calculated to provide easy access and 
wide distribution, such as through electronic distribution and inclu-
sion in the employee and student handbooks and other major Col-
lege District publications.  Information regarding the policy, proce-
dures, and related materials shall also be prominently published on 
the College District’s website, taking into account applicable legal 
requirements.  Copies of the policy and procedures shall be readily 
available at the College District’s administrative offices and shall be 
distributed to an employee who makes a report. 
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Note: This policy addresses complaints of discrimination, har-
assment, and retaliation based on race, color, national 
origin, age, religion, or disability targeting employees.  
For legally referenced material relating to this subject 
matter, see DAA(LEGAL).  For discrimination, harass-
ment, and retaliation of students based on race, color, 
national origin, religion, or disability, see FFDB. 

The College District prohibits discrimination, including harassment, 
against any employee on the basis of race, color, national origin, 
age, religion, disability, or any other basis prohibited by law.  Retali-
ation against anyone involved in the complaint process is a viola-
tion of College District policy. 

Discrimination against an employee is defined as conduct directed 
at an employee on the basis of race, color, national origin, age, reli-
gion, disability, or any other basis prohibited by law, that adversely 
affects the employee’s employment. 

Prohibited harassment of an employee is defined as physical, ver-
bal, or nonverbal conduct based on an employee’s race, color, reli-
gion, national origin, age, disability, or any other basis prohibited by 
law, when the conduct is so severe, persistent, or pervasive that 
the conduct: 

1. Has the purpose or effect of unreasonably interfering with the 
employee’s work performance; 

2. Creates an intimidating, threatening, hostile, or offensive work 
environment; or 

3. Otherwise adversely affects the employee’s performance, en-
vironment, or employment opportunities. 

Examples of prohibited harassment may include offensive or de-
rogatory language directed at another person’s religious beliefs or 
practices, accent, skin color, or need for workplace accommoda-
tion; threatening or intimidating conduct; offensive jokes, name-
calling, slurs, or rumors; physical aggression or assault; display of 
graffiti or printed material promoting racial, ethnic, or other stereo-
types; or other types of aggressive conduct such as theft or dam-
age to property. 

The College District prohibits retaliation against an employee who 
makes a claim alleging to have experienced discrimination or har-
assment, or another employee who, in good faith, makes a report, 
serves as a witness, or otherwise participates in an investigation. 
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An employee who intentionally makes a false claim, offers false 
statements, or refuses to cooperate with a College District investi-
gation regarding harassment or discrimination is subject to appro-
priate discipline. 

Examples of retaliation may include termination, refusal to hire, de-
motion, and denial of promotion.  Retaliation may also include 
threats, unjustified negative evaluations, unjustified negative refer-
ences, or increased surveillance. 

In this policy, the term “prohibited conduct” includes discrimination, 
harassment, and retaliation as defined by this policy, even if the be-
havior does not rise to the level of unlawful conduct. 

An employee who believes that he or she has experienced prohib-
ited conduct or believes that another employee has experienced 
prohibited conduct should immediately report the alleged acts.  The 
employee may report the alleged acts to his or her immediate su-
pervisor. 

Alternatively, the employee may report the alleged acts to one of 
the College District officials below. 

For the purposes of this policy, College District officials are the 
ADA/Section 504 coordinator and the District President. 

The College District designates the following person to coordinate 
its efforts to comply with Title II of the Americans with Disabilities 
Act of 1990, as amended, which incorporates and expands upon 
the requirements of Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, 
as amended:

The District President or designee shall serve as coordinator for 
purposes of College District compliance with all other antidiscrimi-
nation laws. 

An employee shall not be required to report prohibited conduct to 
the person alleged to have committed it.  Reports concerning pro-
hibited conduct, including reports against the ADA/Section 504 co-
ordinator, may be directed to the District President or designee. 

A report against the District President may be made directly to the 
Board.  If a report is made directly to the Board, the Board shall ap-
point an appropriate person to conduct an investigation. 
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Reports of prohibited conduct shall be made immediately after the 
alleged act or knowledge of the alleged act.  A failure to promptly 
report may impair the College District’s ability to investigate and 
address the prohibited conduct. 

Any College District supervisor who receives a report of prohibited 
conduct shall immediately notify the appropriate College District of-
ficial listed above and take any other steps required by this policy. 

The College District may request, but shall not insist upon, a writ-
ten report.  If a report is made orally, the College District official 
shall reduce the report to written form. 

Upon receipt or notice of a report, the College District official shall 
determine whether the allegations, if proven, would constitute pro-
hibited conduct as defined by this policy.  If so, the College District 
official shall immediately authorize or undertake an investigation, 
regardless of whether a criminal or regulatory investigation regard-
ing the same or similar allegations is pending. 

If the College District official determines that the allegations, if 
proven, would not constitute prohibited conduct as defined by this 
policy, the College District official shall refer the complaint for con-
sideration under DIAA, as appropriate.  

If appropriate, the College District shall promptly take interim action 
calculated to prevent prohibited conduct during the course of an in-
vestigation. 

The investigation may be conducted by the College District official 
or a designee or by a third party designated by the College District, 
such as an attorney.  When appropriate, the supervisor shall be in-
volved in or informed of the investigation. 

The investigation may consist of personal interviews with the per-
son making the report, the person against whom the report is filed, 
and others with knowledge of the circumstances surrounding the 
allegations.  The investigation may also include analysis of other 
information or documents related to the allegations. 

Absent extenuating circumstances, the investigation should be 
completed within ten College District business days from the date 
of the report; however, the investigator shall take additional time if 
necessary to complete a thorough investigation. 

The investigator shall prepare a written report of the investigation.  
The report shall be filed with the College District official overseeing 
the investigation. 
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If the results of an investigation indicate that prohibited conduct oc-
curred, the College District shall promptly respond by taking appro-
priate disciplinary or corrective action reasonably calculated to ad-
dress the conduct. 

The College District may take action based on the results of an in-
vestigation, even if the conduct did not rise to the level of prohib-
ited or unlawful conduct. 

To the greatest extent possible, the College District shall respect 
the privacy of the complainant, persons against whom a report is 
filed, and witnesses.  Limited disclosures may be necessary in or-
der to conduct a thorough investigation and comply with applicable 
law. 

A complainant who is dissatisfied with the outcome of the investi-
gation may appeal through DGBA(LOCAL), beginning at the appro-
priate level. 

The complainant may have a right to file a complaint with appropri-
ate state or federal agencies. 

Retention of records shall be in accordance with the College Dis-
trict’s records retention procedures.  [See CIA] 

Information regarding this policy and any accompanying proce-
dures, as well as relevant educational and resource materials con-
cerning the topics discussed in this policy, shall be distributed an-
nually to College District employees and students in compliance 
with law and in a manner calculated to provide easy access and 
wide distribution, such as through electronic distribution and inclu-
sion in the employee and student handbooks and other major Col-
lege District publications.  Information regarding the policy, proce-
dures, and related materials shall also be prominently published on 
the College District’s website, taking into account applicable legal 
requirements.  Copies of the policy and procedures shall be readily 
available at the College District’s administrative offices and shall be 
distributed to an employee who makes a report. 
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The grounds and facilities of the College District shall be made 
available to students or registered student organizations [see FKC] 
when such use does not conflict with use by, or any of the policies 
and procedures of, the College District.  The requesting students or 
student organization shall pay all expenses incurred by their use of 
the facilities in accordance with a fee schedule developed by the 
Board. 

To request permission to meet on College District premises, inter-
ested students or registered student organizations shall submit a 
request through OrgSync with the Office of Student Engagement in 
accordance with administrative procedures. 

The students or the registered student organization making the re-
quest shall indicate that they have read and understand the poli-
cies and rules governing use of College District facilities and that 
they will abide by those rules. 

The Assistant Director of Student Engagement shall approve or re-
ject the request in accordance with provisions of and deadlines set 
out in this policy and administrative procedures, without regard to 
the religious, political, philosophical, or other content of the speech 
likely to be associated with the student’s or registered student or-
ganization’s use of the facility. 

Approval shall not be granted when the official has reasonable 
grounds to believe that: 

1. The College District facility requested is unavailable, inade-
quate, or inappropriate to accommodate the proposed use at 
the time requested; 

2. The applicant is under a disciplinary penalty or sanction pro-
hibiting the use of the facility; 

3. The proposed use includes non-permissible solicitation [see 
FI]; 

4. The proposed use would constitute an immediate and actual 
danger to the peace or security of the College District that 
available law enforcement officials could not control with rea-
sonable efforts; 

5. The applicant owes a monetary debt to the College District 
and the debt is considered delinquent; 

6. The proposed activity would disrupt or disturb the regular aca-
demic program; 

REQUESTS 
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7. The proposed use would result in damage to or defacement 
of property or the applicant has previously damaged College 
District property; or 

8. The proposed activity would constitute an unauthorized joint 
sponsorship with an outside group. 

The Assistant Director of Student Engagement shall provide the 
applicant a written statement of the grounds for rejection if a re-
quest is denied. 

In accordance with administrative procedures, all students and reg-
istered student organizations shall be given access on the same 
basis for making announcements and publicizing their meetings 
and activities. 

Students or registered student organizations using College District 
facilities shall provide identification when requested to do so by a 
College District representative. 

Failure to comply with the policy and procedures regarding student 
use of College District facilities shall result in appropriate adminis-
trative action, including but not limited to, suspension of a student’s 
or a registered student organization’s use of College District facili-
ties and/or other disciplinary action in accordance with the College 
District’s discipline policies and procedures [see FM and FMA]. 

Decisions made by the administration under this policy may be ap-
pealed in accordance with FLD(LOCAL).

College District students are both citizens and members of the aca-
demic community.  As citizens and students, they enjoy the same 
freedom of speech, peaceful assembly, and right of petition that 
other citizens enjoy.  As members of the academic community, they 
are subject to the obligations that are theirs by virtue of this mem-
bership. 

The College District expects its students to conduct themselves in 
a manner that reflects credit upon the institution they represent. 
There are two basic standards of behavior required of all students: 

1. They shall adhere to College District policies and municipal, 
county, state, and federal laws; and 

2. They shall not interfere with or disrupt the orderly educational 
processes of the College District. 

Students are entitled to only those immunities or privileges by law 
as enjoyed by other citizens. In the event any provision of this pol-
icy conflicts with the laws of the State of Texas or the United States 
of America, the state or federal law shall prevail. 

Every member of the College District community is expected to 
maintain the highest standards of academic integrity.  All work sub-
mitted for credit is expected to be the student’s own work. The Col-
lege District may initiate disciplinary proceedings against a student 
accused of scholastic dishonesty.  While specific examples are 
listed below, it this is not an exhaustive list, and scholastic dishon-
esty may encompass other conduct, including any misconduct 
through electronic or computerized means.  Scholastic dishonesty 
shall include, but is not limited to, one or more of the following 
acts:. 

1. Cheating, 

2. Collusion, 

3. General Scholastic Dishonesty, and/or 

4. Plagiarism. 

Definitions of the scholastic dishonesty terms listed above are lo-
cated in the current Student Code of Conduct. 

General scholastic dishonesty includes, but is not limited to, state-
ments, acts, or omissions related to applications for enrollment, 
credit, or class work, research, or the award of a degree; falsifying 
academic records; using annotated texts or teacher’s editions, us-
ing information about exams posted on the Internet or in any elec-
tronic medium; leaving a test site without authority; failing to secure 
test materials; and/or submitting work that is not one’s own.  All 
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work submitted for credit is expected to be the student’s own work.  
Students are expected to record honestly and accurately the re-
sults of all their research.  Falsification of research results shall in-
clude misrepresentations, distortions, or omissions in data or re-
ports on research. 

Plagiarism is the use of an author’s words or ideas as if they were 
one’s own without giving credit to the source, including, but not lim-
ited to, failure to acknowledge a direct quotation.  In the prepara-
tion of all papers and other written work, students must distinguish 
their own ideas and knowledge from information derived from other 
sources.  The term “sources” includes not only published primary 
and secondary materials but also information and opinions gained 
directly from other people.  Whenever ideas or facts are derived 
from a source, the source must be indicated by the student. 

Cheating is the willful giving or receiving of information in an unau-
thorized manner during an examination or to complete an assign-
ment; collaborating with another student during an examination 
without authority; using, buying, selling, soliciting, stealing, or oth-
erwise obtaining course assignments and/or examination questions 
in advance; unauthorized copying of computer or Internet files; us-
ing someone else’s work for an assignment (in whole or in part) for 
more than one class or institution without permission from the pro-
fessor or professors; or any other dishonest means of attempting to 
fulfill the requirements of a course. 

Collusion is intentionally or unintentionally aiding or attempting to 
aid another in an act of scholastic dishonesty, including, but not 
limited to, failing to secure academic work; providing a paper or 
project to another student; providing an inappropriate level of as-
sistance or unauthorized collaboration; communicating answers to 
a classmate about an examination or any other course assignment; 
removing tests or answer sheets from a test site; and allowing a 
classmate to copy answers. 

In cases where an incident report has been filed for an alleged vio-
lation of scholastic dishonesty, the faculty member is requested 
toshall delay posting a grade for the academic work in question un-
til the case is final.  A student found responsible for a scholastic 
dishonesty offense(s) shall receive an authorized appropriate disci-
plinary penalty or penalties from the dean Dean of student Stu-
dents development oOffice.  The student may also receive an aca-
demic penalty in the course where the scholastic dishonesty took 
place.  The faculty member shall determine the appropriate aca-
demic penalty, which may range from a grade of zero (0) on the as-
signment to failing the course.  
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The College District may initiate disciplinary proceedings for a stu-
dent who commits an offense as provided below.  This list is not 
exhaustive but provides examples of the types of violations that 
may result in discipline: 

1. Forging, altering, or misusing College District documents or 
records. 

2. Disrupting the orderly process of the College District (e.g., 
classes, events, or meetings) or interfering with the lawful 
rights of others. 

3. Conducting himself or herself in a manner that interferes with 
College District teaching, research, administration, discipli-
nary procedures, or other activities and public service func-
tions. 

4. Damaging, stealing, defacing, or destroying College District 
property, property belonging to a third party on a College Dis-
trict-sponsored trip, or property belonging to a College District 
student, faculty or staff member, or a campus visitor. 

5. Theft, sabotage, destruction, distribution, or other use of the 
intellectual property of the College or third parties without per-
mission. 

6. Knowingly giving false information in response to reasonable 
requests from College District officials. 

7. Assaulting, threatening, abusing (physically, verbally, and/or 
sexually), or endangering in any manner the health or safety 
of a person at the College District, on College District prop-
erty, or at a College District-sponsored event. 

8. Violating College District Student Code of Conduct; Board 
policies; laws; or administrative rules, regulations, and proce-
dures (e.g., parking, guidelines for student events, registration 
of meetings and activities, use of College District facilities or 
the time, place, and manner of public expression). 

9. Failing to comply with directions of College District officials 
and/or police acting in the performance of their duties. 

10. Failing to notify College District officials of a change in resi-
dency status or current address. 

11. Being convicted of an indictable offense under either munici-
pal, state, or federal law that occurred on College District 
property or at an off-campus, College District-sponsored 
event. 

OTHER OFFENSES 
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12. Attempting to, or possessing, manufacturing, delivering, dis-
tributing, selling, purchasing, using, or being under the influ-
ence of, alcoholic beverages, illegal controlled substances (as 
defined in the Texas Controlled Substance Act), steroids, sub-
stances referred to as “designer drugs,” and inappropriately or 
illegally using over-the-counter medications, prescription med-
ications, inhalants, herbal/“natural” euphoriants, look-alike 
products (what is represented to be any of the above-listed 
substances) at the College District, on College District prop-
erty, or while attending College District-sponsored activities 
on- or off-campus.  [See FLBE] 

13. Unlawfully rRetaliating against another student, campus visi-
tor, or staff or faculty member. 

14. Unlawfully hDiscriminating against, harassing, and/or stalking 
another student, campus visitor, or staff or faculty member, in-
cluding, but not limited to, sexual, racial, and disability dis-
crimination or harassment, and/or creating an intimidating, 
hostile, or offensive educational environment. 

15. Using, possessing, or displaying any illegal knife, club, or pro-
hibited weapon, in violation of the law or College policies and 
procedures, on College property or at a College-sponsored or 
-related activity, unless written authorization is granted in ad-
vance by the District President or designee.  [See CHF] 

16. Engaging in gang-related activity and/or organized criminal 
activity at any College District facility or grounds.  Such ac-
tions shall subject a student to disciplinary penalties, while a 
student involved in illegal acts may be arrested and face crim-
inal prosecution. 

17. Releasing restricted course call numbers to other students. 

18. Misusing or sharing College-Wide Identification numbers 
(CWID), CougarMail e-mail accounts, or other restricted ac-
cess codes or passwords.  

19. Repeatedly violating College District policies, procedures, or 
guidelines and/or repeating less serious breaches of conduct. 

20. Misusing College District technology and/or using computing 
systems to harass others (including, but not limited to, send-
ing, distributing, posting, or displaying offensive or threatening 
material, and forging mail messages, sending chain letters, 
and the like), and/or any violation of digital copyright laws re-
sulting in demonstrable harm to the College District’s network 
or disruption of classroom activities.  These violations may re-
sult in the suspension of College District technology resource

privileges and shall be addressed as a formal disciplinary 
matter. 

21. Gambling illegally in any form, at the College District, on Col-
lege District property, or at any College District-sponsored ac-
tivity. 

22. Engaging in the disruptive use of electronic, digital media, or 
telecommunications devices during class, labs, or other Col-
lege District learning environments.  In addition, all electronic, 
digital media, or telecommunication devices must be com-
pletely turned off (not in silent or vibrate mode) while taking 
examinations and prior to entering the College District’s Test-
ing Center.  

23. Students shall demonstrate respect for the privacy rights of 
employees, other students, and visitors, shall comply with all 
regulations and laws regarding the protection of confidential 
information, and shall comply with all College regulations re-
garding the use of cameras and recording devices. 

22.24. Engaging in hazing at the College District, on College Dis-
trict property, or at any College District-sponsored activity. 

23.25. Smoking or using any tobacco product or other electronic 
smoking device (including personal vaporizers) on all College 
District property.  [See FLBE] 

24.26. Committing any other offense that violates the College Dis-
trict’s core values or that disrupts the educational processes 
of the College District. 

Section 51.936 of the Texas Higher Education Code and Texas Ed-
ucation Code Chapter 37, Subchapter F, prohibits hazing at the 
College District, on College District property, or while attending Col-
lege District-sponsored activities on- or off-campus.  [See 
FLBC(LEGAL)]  The office of the dean of students at the College 
District shall publish or distribute a list of organizations that have 
been disciplined for hazing or convicted for hazing on- or off-cam-
pus during the previous three years. 

HAZING 
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The College District prohibits smoking and the use of tobacco 
products and e-cigarettes/electronic smoking devices on College 
District property, in College District vehicles, and at College Dis-
trict-related activities. 

 

The College District is a smoke- and tobacco-free institution.  The 
use of tobacco products or other electronic smoking devices is 
strictly prohibited anywhere on College District property or in cam-
pus buildings.  Violators of tobacco regulations may be issued a ci-
tation by the College District police department and may face legal 
fines.  Additionally, violators may be subject to disciplinary action 
by the College District. 

 

 

TOBACCO AND 
E-CIGARETTES  
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College District facilities shall not be used to advertise, promote, 
sell tickets, or collect funds for any nonschool-related purpose with-
out prior approval of the District President. 

[For information relating to community use of College District facili-
ties, see GF.] 

For purposes of this policy, “advertising” shall mean a communica-
tion designed to attract attention or patronage by the public or col-
lege community and communicated through means under the con-
trol of the College District in exchange for consideration to the 
College District.  “Advertising” does not include public recognition 
of donors or sponsors who have made contributions, financial or 
otherwise, to the College District or College District support organi-
zations. 

Advertising shall be accepted solely for the purpose of generating 
revenue for the College District and not for the purpose of estab-
lishing a forum for communication.  The College District shall retain 
final editorial authority to accept or reject submitted advertisements 
in a manner consistent with the First Amendment.  The College 
District shall retain the authority to determine the size and location 
of any advertising.  The College District shall also reserve the right 
to reject advertising that is inconsistent with federal or state law, 
Board policy, College District or campus regulations, or curriculum, 
as well as any content the College District determines has a rea-
sonable likelihood of exposing the College District to controversy, 
litigation, or disruption. 

Acceptance of advertising shall not constitute College District ap-
proval or endorsement of any product, service, organization, or is-
sue referenced in the advertising, nor shall acceptance of advertis-
ing from a vendor determine whether the College District will 
purchase goods or services from the vendor through the College 
District’s formal procurement process.
