	Summary: Executive Summary:
	Text11: Student and staff safety remains a top priority for Marble Falls ISD and the State of Texas. As part of statewide school safety initiatives directed by Governor Abbott following the Uvalde tragedy, the Texas School Safety Center conducts Intruder Detection Audits (IDAs) to evaluate campus access controls and determine whether facilities are secure from unauthorized entry. These audits assist districts in identifying opportunities to strengthen safety practices, including ensuring exterior doors remain secured during the instructional day.  

Marble Falls ISD recently completed an Intruder Detection Audit on January 22, 2026. District administration will present an overview of the audit process and summarize general outcomes. 

In accordance with state requirements, the district is responsible for submitting documentation to the Texas School Safety Center, including:

1.  Safety and Security Committee meeting minutes reflecting the audit findings, discussion, and staff training dates.

2.  Confirmation that the Board of Trustees provided the required public notice that Intruder Detection Audit findings would be discussed at the next regularly scheduled board meeting and that corrective actions and implementation timelines were identified.

While there is understandable interest from parents and community members regarding audit results, detailed findings are not shared publicly in order to protect sensitive campus security information. Specific audit details will be reviewed in executive session and with the Safety and Security Committee as appropriate.
