HS Football got started August 6™ with grades 9-12. We have a total of 39 HS players with
(down a little from last year) 23 Varsity and 16 JV kids. Biggest emphasis this year is being tough
and giving effort. DO NOT be Lost, Late, or Lazy. Had a good “showing” in Wortham scrimmage
and got off to a good start of giving effort. Everything is kept in perspective — Not sure how good
Wortham was but we have a road scrimmage tonight with Hico to help further evaluate our
level of play.

JH football started practice on the first day of school and we have a chance to be really good at
this level. We have about 42 playing football and about 8 in offseason putting our numbers at
about 50 kids in boys athletics. We will have two teams starting out this year and our goal is to
keep it this way. Last year we had to move some 7t graders up to fill some 8" grade gaps in
personnel but this year all players will stay with their grade level. Their first game is in 3 weeks
versus Clifton.

Volleyball team has grown- we have 45 girls playing High School Volleyball. There are 36 playing
Junior High volleyball. High School and Junior High have three teams. We had a scrimmage vs
Blooming Grove and had a great showing. Then played in Hillsboro and all teams showed
improvement through each set. Varsity starts tournament play this weekend in Dawson on
Friday.

Junior High Volleyball will start play September 4 in Meridian.

Coaches have incorporated more days in working on strength and explosiveness in the

girls program. Coaches are excited to see the growth in all sports as well as growth in the
weightroom.

Cross Country is practicing early in the morning with JH and HS girls and boys. They do not have
a meet until September 3 in Covington. The number of kids are growing with a number close to
the twenties just in the JH.
