Whereas, Judson Independent School District recognizes the physical, social, and emotional well-being 

of children in military families is essential to their success and has a direct impact on the resiliency of 

military families serving our country; and 

Whereas, Judson Independent School District will ensure military children are safe and supported in our 

schools and communities, our men and women in uniform can focus on the challenges and missions they
