This item requests approval for a Remote Homebound Instruction Waiver from
TEA to provide general education homebound (GEH) services virtually to a
Denton ISD Student.

The 2025-2026 Proposed Student Attendance Accounting Handbook requires
local education agencies to request a waiver to provide remote homebound
instruction to a qualifying student who, in a severe medical circumstance, is
unable to meet a homebound teacher face to face.

The waiver will allow the district to count the student in attendance for

Foundation School Programing (FSP) funding purposes.
Districts must apply for a waiver for each student requesting remote homebound

services.
The Board approved one previous waiver on August 26, 2025.
