Curriculum is a coherent plan for instruction and learning, integrating content and action. When we develop our curriculum,
we identify the critical knowledge, skills, behaviors, and attitudes toward learning that we believe are essential for ALL
students within our community based on our vision of successful graduates, and state and national standards. We identify the
most high-leverage, research-based and engaging instructional strategies and assessment practices as a guide for teaching.
Feedback and grading practices should be aligned to the instruction and learning articulated within the curriculum.

To ensure equity for ALL, collaborative teams implement a guaranteed and viable curriculum that is aligned to essential
grade-level standards with the appropriate depth and intention with a coherent set of evidence-based instructional practices

in whole class, small group, and individual contexts.
