Subject: Proposal for 2015 student trip to Spain

At this time, [ would like to propose a trip to the Geneva School board to Spain during June of
2015.The Geneva School board approved previous trips undertaken by our foreign language
program for the summer of 2009, 2011 and 2013. . The trips related to language immersion and
cultural relevance for our Spanish students are an important part of our curriculum. As world
language teachers, we incorporate culture into our curriculum on a daily basis. The language
guided trip is a very important educational opportunity for language students, to change their
perspective and apply their language skills. Our students had the opportunity to experience first-
hand the beauty, history, and current culture of the countries they are studying in Spanish
language classes, as well as the opportunity to use the language in real-life situations.
