The Guaranteed Maximum Price (GMP) for the demolition and reconstruction of
Ginnings Elementary has been finalized. The project remains within the bond
budgeted amount. GMP for Construction: $57,685,060.00

Projects Fees and Soft Costs: $5,593,529.00

Total Project Cost: $63,278,589.00

On May 6, 2023, Denton ISD voters overwhelmingly approved the 2023 School
District Bond Referendum. Inside the approved bond referendum was funding
for the demolition and rebuild of J.L. Ginnings Elementary School. Balfour
Beatty Construction was approved as a Construction Manager at Risk for future
bond work in November of 2022 by the Denton ISD School Board.

Students and staff previously located at the Ginnings campus were relocated to
other campuses. Once project is complete students and staff affected will
relocate to the newly constructed Ginnings Campus.

The construction of a Ginnings campus will create a better educational
environment as well as lower the operational cost of the Ginnings campus by
providing a more efficient building.
